Tbe hurrah aad excltomsnt over lmpeachmanl aaemi

to have subsided la a (real measure to-day, and it may
be wifely aald that everything li comparatively quiet all
along tha Jisrrimao. Tbe quaeiloas at Issue, however,
ao far as tbey bear upoa the daatloy of New Hampshire
politic*, are nevertheless uppermost In tba public mind;

Iron Mtemiialilp Building la Chester, Pa..Ths
Iron Works «f Iteaury, Non & Arcbbold.
Their Kxit'ui and Cupacity.Amrrlcau 9le-
ebaalcal Skill.

Ciom, Pa., Feb. 20. 1808.
This town, situated on the banks of the Delaware

rlvsr, ami oa the lina of tbe Philadelphia, Wilmington
sad Baltimoro Railroad, a'mott within tbe shadow of
tbe former place, ilk* many of its laMediate but mora

pretentious neighbors, bus the honor of antiquity,
and Is noted for tbe excellence of Ita people
and tho .many departments of Industry It con¬
tains, To ibe traveller, passing in ene of tbe
many trains along Its borders, obtaining but a glimpse
of a kaot of sturdy looking males and pretty featured
lasses that crowd about tbe cars during tbe few minutes
of their stopping, Chester presents but little attraction;
but to the visitor its factories, its shipyards and machine
shops evlnco tbe Industrial qualities of Its Inhabitants,
giving tbe town that creditable aspect every thriving,
flourishing place Is stampod with. Prior to the year
1SU0 Chosior bad within its limits eleven ootton and
woollen nulls, three shipyards aud one machine shop,
giving employmoni to nearly a thousand hands.
