Easter.  The Saviour huwl lutended his words as o pro-
phecy and a command, telling his dise:ples what would
coma to pass and what might be dons,  Moses fasted
forty days aud Eljjah the ssmo time, and both, sanc-
tilied by so long an abstension were allowed Lo converse
op e moupt of tawslguration with Hin who
fasted forty days and forty nighte—ihey  re-
prosenting the Iaw and the propucte. Tna Holy
Seriptores  enforced the duty of fasting, St Paol
wns *Yn fastings'’ oficn. In the temib chapter of
Danse! it is recorded: “In those davs [, Danlel, wus
mourning threa full woeeks; I ato no pfmnm bread,
pelther camo flesh nor wine in my mouth, nelther did [
suvlot mysell as all, till thres whole woeks were lul-
filled.” The eny of Nineveh was aboul to be destroyed,
but the people proclaimed and observed a fast, and the
rewnrd was that Nipeveh was aﬂm!ﬂ‘ Cornalius, the
centurion, fasted antil the ninth _hour, when nn angel
cume to him nnd toid him what he snonid do to become
o Christian, Fasting was always rewarded whon done
in & true apirit of repentance, The speaker closed by
referring to the (rob (hat fasting was taught us by our
vory navire in timea of calamity, of sorrow, of sickneas.
When in sorrow a man refused lis usuai bresd; when
douth was jo a family, the family forges their usunl
plentiful board; whon sickoess belell & member of iy,
and days nnd nigh®s of waitching was dome, their hun-
ger wak forgotten, and exhorting Christinng to be gorry
for sheir mns and in repeoting for them, be like Si,
Paul, “in fasting often.”
