provided [or in sueh cases by the 1aws of this Sta,
and that the Presldent and Secretary be authorized,
under the seal of the company, to execute all nevd-
Ml and proper wgoedmsats aond undertakings for
such purpose,
Early in the winter the President called the attoens
tion of the committee to the condition of the rowd
aud to the probahle wants of the company during
the coming sammer, At severnl sessions of
the committee the subject was informally consid-
ered, and It was discnssed, as well bétween the mem-
bers of the committee a8 with Mr. Riddle and the Viee
Pieslident, and It wad substantially agreed to by, all
that the hest Interests of the company called upon
ns, sn°far ns we might be able to do 8o, to replice
Iron with steel rails whenever renewals were made,
and to double track the Delaware Division also with
steel rulls, v was also supposed that the new store-
houses now being constructed for the Ceniral and
Hudson River Rallroads in St. John's Park would
glve them guch an advantage over us in the trans-
portation from storchonscs of heavy freight destined
for competing points In the West, that we should
be forced to constroct equally good aceommo-
datlons at Long Dock.
