OBITUARY.
David Wilmot,

Judge Wiimot died at his residence in Towanda,
Pa., on Monday last, after a brief iliness, in the 54th
year of his age. He was born in Bethany, Wayne
county, Pa., January 20, 1514, and was edu.
cuted at dn scademy in that town sod in Aurors,
N. Y. Subsequently he studied law, first in the
oflice of Hon, Willlam Jessup, in Montrose, and after-
‘warda with Hon. George W, Woodward, Wilkesbarre,
Pa. In 18064 he was admitted to the bar in the latter
place, and nubseqll:anuy reslded in Towanda, prac-
taing law, until his death.  In 1838 he took a promi-
nent part in the Van Buren canvasa and attracted
attention by the lu[;nport of that stutesman, He was
elected wc‘;m;ma 1844, and was re-elected 1o 1548
and 1844, 1t was during his second perm that be intro-
duced his celebrated proviso, which made him so
famous and which bogan the great antl-alavery
agitation. In 1851 Mr. Wilmot was elected Prestdent
Judge of the Thirteenth judiclal disteict of Pennsyl-
vania, which position he resigned in 1854 to accept
the free soll Quru’n nomiuation for Governor during
the Kansas-Nebrasks stroggle. He was s delegate
alb large to the Republican Conventlon at Philadel-
phia in 1856, and was ever afterwards a steady sup-
porter of that party. In 1857 he was the re-
publican candidate for Governor of his State, but
wis defeated, In December of that year he was
appointed by the Goveraor President Judge of hia
old district to il & vacanecy, and the following yeur
the people elected him to the same position. Af the
