INDIANA BAPTISTS.

Indiana has & popnlation of 1,600,000, Among
these are 30,397 Baptists, gathered in 457 churches,
which bave only 136 pastors. Only forty-one
churches in the State have settled pastors,

who preach every BSunday, and ftwelve of
these are sustained in part by the State Con-
veution and Home Mission Bociely. Last Con-
vention year the denomination in this State em-
loyed 21 missionaries, and contribnted 85,441 79
wards their support, a sam which is perhaps
twice as lurge as was ever before contributed by
the umc&..-uple in the same length of time. This
is one of the most encouraging signs of the times.

4. Theologieal seminaries are all to he advised
to put themselves under sssombly or synodical
eonteol, and upon sueh submission s conditioned
their recognition and recommendation by the as-
semhly,

&, All bmperfectly organized (plan of union)
elinrches are o be advised o perfect their organie
zations preshylerially within five years, or piber-
| wise be dropped from the rolls,  No new charches
organized upon the old “plun of usion" wre to be
received.

All the indications point to the approval of this
plan by the assemblies and the speedy consolida-

tion of the Preghyterian Church.
