The British War Office Telegram.
[From the London Times, March 5.1

Sir Stafford Northcote has received the followingtelegram from Sir Robert Napier, at Attcgerat:.Information received from Magdalai np to theJ7th of January, and from Theodoras' camp up tothe 9th of January. All prisoners safe and well upto those dates. The Imprisoned Europeans whoWere with the King had been made over to a de¬tachment of his army, to be escorted to Magdala.The Ring's progress towards Magdala was very slow,owing to his incumbrances, but by abandoning thelatter he could still at any time reach Magdala. It
was reported in Maardala that Menelek, King of Shoa.Bd again left Shoa for Magdala for the purpose ofting against Theodore. The information received
affords no clue to Theodore's views or purposes atthe present crisis.
The above telegram was not dated.

The correspondent of the New York Herald In

Landon has forwarded to the Times a despatch
Which ho received on Wednesday. It is dated
Antalo, February 16, and states among other things,
that Waehelte JaIc) and Menelek nad surrounded
Jfagrtah; that Theodoras was advancing with thirty
thpasand men, but could not march more than three
nules a day; that news had been received from the
prisoners "last week,"and that all were well; that the
advance brigade was fifteen days' short marches to
Magdala, and that there was "no forage beyond An¬
talo." Napier was to meet Kassal of Tlgrt on the
30th to propose peace, when there was to be a grand
nvlew of native ohleft. The despatch further states
that the envoy from Kassal had been badly treated
Kf Merewether and that peace was doubtml. More-
wear, stragglers were being shot, three English offi¬
cers had disappeared and the enemy had horribly
mutilated six Arabs whom ther had shot.

It is very possible that Menelek may have been In
the vicinity of Magdala, but not that ho surrounded
K, which, from the nature of tho country and fort¬
ress.as described In onr impression of the 4lh
Inst.and from the position of Thoodore. would
ha a most difficult and hazardous under¬
taking. Would that it were true, for then the
eaptlves would be safe. Besides, who Is
Waehetoef We, at any rate, cannot find him men¬
tioned among tlie native chieft. Again, If the ad¬
vanced brigade had only arrived at Antalo, how
eemes It that reliable Information had been obtained
to the eifryt that there was "no forage beyoud An¬
talo." Besides, It must lie rememl>ered that travel-
Ism have asserted that the country beyond
Antalo Is well cultivated In many parts, and
we havo abundant proof of the persuasive
drawing effect of the dollar upon the native
possessor of supplies. We should oe very happr to
behove. If we could, that It was for our troops only
"fifteen short marches to Magdala" from Antalo.

The rumored Information contained In the telegram

from Sir R. Napier that Menelek. King of Shoe, was

In the safe cnstofly of onr enemy King Theodore,who had iufll eut them off. uuder a strong escort, toMagtlala. According to three telegrams received
from three distinct ioorcea of Information, Menelek,Kiun of Shoa, who was said to have been worsted byTheodore nnd driven away, seems to have taken
heart of graoe aud to be again returning to the

tl£ir*Kobert Kapler's despatch to the government,received and published bv Mr Stafford Northcote,
tells us It was reported at Magdala that Meuelek had
left Shoa for that city, for the purpose of actingacalruit our enemy Theodore. Another telegram,comltur through the London correspondent of a New
York paper, also Mates that Meuelek and some other
chief called Waelielte, whoever he may l>e, were sur¬
rounding Magdala. The first of these advices Is with¬
out date, the Tatter bears date from Ant alo on the
15th of last month. Besides these we have Renter s
telegram of the 2Hth ultimo from Suez, which states
It was "rumored" there that Menelek was again ad¬
vancing on Magdala with an army of no less than
40,000 men.
According to th« second telegram.the American

on®.1Theodore himself was advancing with an
arm of thirty tbcusand. It Is to be Inferred against
onr own troops, hut that he conld not march 'over
three miles a day.'- H?re we llnd another coinci¬
dence with tlie government telegram, from which
we learn that Theodore's progress towards Mag¬
dala was exceedingly alow; It la added, however,that by abandoning his encumbrances he could
reach Magdala at any time. There Is, Indeed,
some apparent discrepancy betweeu the two state¬
ments, for accordtlK to one It would seem as u
Theodore was marching from, and Meordlng to
the other upon Magdala. The head of the British ad¬
vance would app* ir.at least ao we gather from the
American telegram, which is aomewhat oracular In
Its brevttv ana obscurity.to be "fifteen days'short
marches" from MagJala. But here another difficulty
arises. It is stated that there to "no *°rage tjeyondAntalo".the place whence the missive to dated.
Analn. as Theodore cannot maroh over three miles

a dsv In his own country, it Is to be presumed we
could not with all our difficulties and impedimenta,
bo that If we take three miles for a day's march this
would give us forty-five miles. But the fact to these
telegrams, some without dates, others unconnected,lncohorent, unintelligible, are In some respectsSmart beyond the reach of interpretation, or even
speculation and divination.

,The American telegram, however, is In some
thlniiB by far the most interest Ing and commuul-
ativeof the batch. An extract will at once illus¬
trate what we mean by giving the plth of ti e
Intelligence, and affording a Bpecimen of the style
in Which It to conveyed:."Arrived with the
advance brigade. Short halt made here (Antalo).
Then Magdala. Napier meets Kassat, of TlgjAon the 20th (Feb.) to propose peace. Orand
review of native chiefs then. Eav°y from Kassal
treated badly by Merewether. P«ace donbtfnl.
We are in the enemy's country now. Straggle**
shot.

So that
it would seem that the work was gating hot.
Sir Robert Napier's telegram states that the Infor¬

mation that had been received afforded a clue to
Theodore's views and purposes at the present crisis,bnt If, as the American telegram declares, he is
"advancing with thirty thousand men," there
is not much room for doubt on the 8ub^ct. Ifwo
may judge from his reputation and antecedents he
will make a fight of it; not, however, a pitched battle
In which he will let the Issue rest on the point of the
bayonet, but as harassing a guerilla war as lie is
able to carry out, taking every advantage the dlf-
Acuities of the country and his knowledge of it giveh
This will, no donbt, be his system of tactics, unless,Indued, he could make a rush with overwhelmingnumbers. But if hia enemy, and an ally, Menelek,has forty thousaud men In the field against nun ne

will have plenty of work on Ills hands, and embar¬
rassments enough to tax his cunning and his cour¬
age to the utmost.

..The shooting of stragglers, the "horrible" mutila¬
tion of the dead and the disappearance of three
Euclish officers.If the account be true.may serve
to give us some Idea of what we have to expectin the war that is just beginning to open In
irood earnest. Nominally we may be at war with
a Christian empire; in reality we are engaged In a
death Btruggle with a horde of savages, headed by
a man who. In point of humanity and good faith
to about on a par with the chief of a tribe of w Id
Indians. If Theodore has not yet made away with
his European captives, it 1s because it would not
have been politic to do so. While he holds them safe
he knows It to not too late for negotiation. The
Question to, whether, in caso he suffers a serious
defeat and finds his power utterly broken and gone,he will not sacrifice them to his spirit of African
vengcance In a fit of desperate, reckless passhn.
VVliat this war will costj how Ionic it will last,
whether we shall be able to get anything ^the shape
of expenses out of Theodore's exchequer, or esen
whether we Bhall get what was primarily the sole
object of the expedition, namely, the restoration of
the captives, safe and sound, it to difficult, nay, Im¬
possible, to foretell. Of course there to one thing we
are sure to get If we like, and If It should be
thought worth having, and that is, as much
of this out of the way country as we

choose to occupy and hold. ButsuSi an acquisition would be something like the ac-
qulsltlon of the "white elephant." It would be no
use to us, and would cost us a very great deal. The
French, who hardly know what to do with Algeria,might find their jealousy turned into ridicule. Theywould have the laugn against us in one sense,
though In another they would, no doubt, be very en-
vlous, aud charge perfidious Albion with all sorts of
ambitious schemes.
And herein lies onr difficulty. If the country wehave lnvailwl were a profitable acquisition Itsj«Wewould be as fair, as justifiable and as desirable as

anv acquisition of an enemy's country ever was yet.There\ hardly a foreign colony or possession
belonging to England, France or any otherF^ronean Power that has been acquired In ft more
lealtlmate way than a part of Abyssinia would
be If we chose to hold the territories we have
occupied. Here is a savage, outside the pale of
civilized Ideas and usages, who has dragged us IntoS bytoe''worst .Ed grossest prov^tlonandwho will no more be able to pay us the costs, what¬
ever they may be, even If not more than some half
dozen million?, than we ourselves are towefftM
national debt In gold to-morrow. There never
was ft stronger case, If we chose to Insist
noon It for ft material guaranty or ft per-
nutrient occupation- The only question, tbewrere,SwoUnpayT would It 'be the ^frr#»Qtpr of the two eTimt The French, who hold Al-
gerla, or the Prussians, who have juBt seized Hanover
uid llessc and Nassau and Frankfort^would not be
entitled to throw the first stone at us If wo found It
necessary to take out our Indemnity In ,ftnd actually
to our possession. Instead of money, which our
enemv Theodore, does not possess to pay us with.
But these are only speculations, for no one can

tell at present what the actual course of events will
be except that, according to HI appearances, the war
will not be over so soon as was expected, because It
was formerlv supposed that Theodore was InmTich greater difficulties than he really Beems to be^if he could obtain, or even only fancy ho had ob-
UlMd M ftdvanuge, this would not fftll to add to
the prolongation ofthe contest. It would make our
foe Arrogant and presumptuous, and render such
terms as alone we could accede to quite lmpractl-
cable.

If we could Inflict upon Mm . speedr and crushing
defeat his rain would b« hastened, because his
native friends, with characteristic fidelity, would
be sure to desert him, and his enemies, with charac¬
teristic generosity, would be sure to fall upon
him. Tula would no doubt pave the way
for ub to march whithersoever we listed: but It
might still go hard with the prisoners, who might be
sacrlficcd to the wounded pride and furious revengeof this African king.
But until he has been made to feel onr power more

than he has done as yet, there Is not much hope of
Theodore listening to reason and coming to terms.
Every possible forbearance has been shown him,
with no other effect than Increasing his arroganceand making him set as at defiance.

lie Is quite shrewd enough to know the advantages
which his knowledge of the country and our Igno¬
rance of It gives him over us, and he seems deter¬
mined to make the most of our difficulties, On the
other side, we ought to make the most of whatever
advantage our power may give ns. We have been
dragged Into the war entirely through the fault and
fury of this savage potentate, and it would not be
Just to the people of this country to let the burdon of
expense ran upon tliem Instead of exacting It, by
one mode of payment or another, from onr enemy.[From the Loudon Telegraph, March 7.1
Authentic news was received yesterday, showlne

that, three weeks since, Antalo was the most ad¬
vanced post of the British army In Abyssinia. The
leading brigade, which left Henuftf at the end of
January, had marched above a hundred and
twentv miles through an unexplored country In
about a fortnight, rest days Included. Some de¬
duction must also be made for hours lost in
reconnoitring, and In overcoming tbe obstacles
encountered on the route. Although the column
moved along the eastern plateau of Tlgr^, experi¬
ence has shown that ,the undulations of the sum¬
mit level are considerable; and that the resources
of the engineers most have \++n frequently taxed
to carrv the transport sarely down a precipitous de¬
scent or over a rooky ravine. Unfortunately the
telegrnm on which most reliance **n be placed does
not Indicate the line across country selected by the
brigade. All we learn Is that some davs before
the 17th of February out soldiers had entered the
chief town of Enderta. An earlier telegram, from a
douhtiut source, tells us a great detll about Theodore
and Meneiek, but not a word of the track followed
bv tbe troops. Home expressions In that questiona¬ble communication, however. Imply Uutt. the
column, guided by Colonel Phayrr, pursued
the upper or easternm'mt route, leading by i,ach
and Atstil upon Oliellcot, and Antalo. We inter
from the mention of savage enemies that the bri¬
gade passed through the track Indicated, because the
mountains u> the eastward, overlooking the salt
plain, are Infested by robber tribes who think all
travellers fair game. Should (he road to Atsbi have
been followed that would account for the loss of
stragglers and 6>r the mutilation of the bodies. The
"disappearance" of three English officers is alto men¬
tioned; and. although we have yet to learn that the
report la accurate, It would be Intelligible on the
assumption that tbev had strayed from the line of
march In pursuit of game or of the picturesque.The Taltals and Black Galias are no respectors of
persons. Thev lie In watt for the unwary, and And
no profit In giving quarter. Unless the Tlgreanchiefs proper are hostile, it is Incorrect to describe
the region between Ategerat tad Antalo aa aa ene¬
my's country. Foes no doubt abound, bat they are
ordinary robber*, who own no allegiance to the
Prince <4 Tlgrtf or to any other Abyssinian chief.

Sir Robert Napier was to meet Kassai on the Mh
of February, two marahaa south at Ategerat. fttnee it
to not likely that the Ootumandcr-ta-chlef, unaccom¬
panied by a considerable fbree, would receive the
rrlace of Tlgrf. this statement indirectly informs us

that the second brigade marched on the 18th. The
dubious telegram, dated from Autalo, sajs that

Eeace was doubtful, and implies that a rupture would
0 ttie consequence of the reception given by Ueti-

erul Merewether to K ansa's envoy. Tliyre are oue
or two correspondents In Abyssinia who have a
grudge against (Jenoral Uerewether, and conse¬
quently statements to his discredit are suspicious.
The most trustworthy Information supplied to the
public does not support either the allegations
of Merewether's detractors or Btatemeut tli.it
Kassai wan Inclined to be hostile. 81 r
Robert Napier, through Major Cirant, had
sounded the disposition of the Tigrean Prince: ati<l
we may fairly infer, from the appoint *1 Inter¬
view on the line of march, that the relations between
our headquarters and Kassai were friendly. The
Abyssinian leader, If an enemy, would not ride all the
way from Adowato the eastern boundary or Uaramat
lit order to meet the British general. We may as¬
sume, therefore, that the enemies mentioned In one
despach were not Tigreans, but, as we have said,
the robber tribes Inhabiting the eastern hills: that
8tr Robert Napier has had a satisfactory Inter¬
view with Kassai, and that long ere this the second
brigade has entered, perhaps passed through, An-
taio. Of course, If Kassai were Inimical and active
part of the troops would be required to hold him in
check and cover the line of communication with
Senafe. Were that the course of events, however,
we should by this time have heard that the re¬
mainder of the troops held in readiness at Bombay
had been directed to embark and proceed to
reinforce the army In Abvsstnia. Such Intelligence
has not been transmitted from Bombay, and there la
no ground for supposing that Kassai or his people
resent our presence In their land. The fact that the
Interview was fixed for some place two marches
south of Ategerat indicates the route followed by the
second brigade. They have probably marched by the
valley of the Soleh, an aftluent of the Tacazze. upon
Sossnbe Gabia; and the interview between Sir Robert
Napier and Kassai took place somewhere north of
that halting place. If the second brigade havo fol¬
lowed this pathway to Antato they must have en¬
countered the rugged detile of Dongolo, aud after
surmounting the difMcultles ofthat ascent they would
reach Auza and thence proceed directly upou Obeli*
cot and Antalo. There are several reasons why the sec¬
ond brigade should march by a route different from the
first. The road by bengellet, besides being well fur¬
nished with water, would be a fresh and undralncd
field, whence supplies could be drawn by the brigade.
Moreover, the selection of that track will have
brought the British general several marches
nearer to the road which Kassai must
have traversed from Adowa, and will have
Involved a further display of our force to
the country people. After Issuing from Dengellet the
troops would nave the advantage of two or more

Saths leading through the fertile tableland of En-
erta to Antalo, and the silver dollars they carried

with them would attract supplies from all sides.
Assuming that the second brigade was not delayed
longer than the first, we have the ground for believing
that ou the 1st of March Sir Robert Napier was iu
Antalo.
When he arrived at that town the first brigade

must have been several marches to the south, on
its road by Ashnngi and Lake ITaik, towards the
eastern side of Magdala. The telegram from
Antalo, which we nave characterized as doubt¬
ful, tells us that the First brigade intended to repose
but a short time, and then to resume its forward
march. The reporter does not even hint at. an
intention to occupy Sokota; and we are, therefore,
led to assume that Sir Robert did not oonalder
it needful to move so far out of the direct road,
but had determined to press onwards and follow
the nearest practicable track towards his goal.
If that were so the column would march struight
upon Lake Ashangl, and the obstacles In Its path
would bo inconsiderable until it reached the
mountains of Lost a. We are told that fifteen short
marches wonld bring it to Magdala; and, if this
somewhat sanguine estimate turned ont to be cor¬
rect, our troops would be brought within hail of the
prisoners in trie first days of March. But we must ob¬
serve that the country which lay before the Invading
force had to be explored; and,moreover, it is moat pro¬
bable that the first brigade would be directed to halt at
some point short of the prison fortress, iu order to
give the second time to effect a Junction. Perhaps
the halt might be made most profitably near Lake
Halk, or in the province of Yeju, beyoiid the Lasta
detlles. But we are outrunning the facts, and enter¬
ing too far into the region of speculation. It Is enough
to know that the foremost troops have passed Antalo,
and that the whole active force must by this time be
far on Its way towards the stronghold of Theodore.

IKITEB STATES CIRCUIT COURT.
The Rock Inland) Chicago and Pacific Rail-

way
Ik-fore Judge UlttUhforil.

The ease of Hatch vs. the Rock Island, Chicago anil
Pacific Railway was up again foe argument yester¬
day In the United State* Circuit Court, before Judge
Blatchford. An Injunction hud been obtained in the
State courts at the suit of Mr. H atch to restrain the
defendants from using a certain amount of stock la
the construction of a road, and demand*
lng that the company should call in that
stock. The case was removed from the
State to the Circuit Court on the ground of jurisdic¬
tion, ana a motion had been made to remit the case
back to the State court. The arguments on this
branch of the case have closed, but the decision will
not be given upon It till the discussion has closed In
reference to the Injunction above adverted to.
Several affidavits, papers and documents having

been read, Mr. Charles O'Conor, who appeared as
counsel on behalf of the defendants, spoke In opposi¬
tion to the Injunction. He said, In the course of his
argument, that It had been alleged on the other
side that this company had no right to sell its
stock below par. He would admit, for the sake
of argument, that that was so, bnt he repeated that
the stock was sold only abont two per cent below
par. The condnot of the directors had been cen¬
sured, but he bad shown that their actions had been
highly beneficial to the Interest** of the company.
Counsel adverted to the affidavits, purging, ax he
said, the directors from any sinister motive. Mr.
Tracy, one of the directors, said that at the time he
commenced to sell the stock he had no interest in
any stock contract whatever: he merely bought and
sold as any private party might. After the 20th of
December he availed himself of his knowledge.he
fiarchased some stock; he did acts then which were
ree from any Just exception. All the railroad com¬
panies were now thinking of getting steel
rails. Mr. Tracy, after selling the 4»,ooo
shares, thought of raising 10,000 more shares
for the purpose of obtaining these steel rails. Ho
launched ont these shares for the good of the com¬
pany, and found that his broker sold 6,000 of tbem.
Bnt upon ascertaining that the company would not
adopt his act In this respect he stopped the Bale* of
the remaining 6,000 shares and adopted the act as
his own private act. He merely availed himself of
the knowledge he had to make some money. That
had nothing to do with this case at all so far as ho
(Mr. O'Conor) could see. Mr. Charles Duraat was a
member of the executive body. Mr. Durant knew
how the matter was, and he confessed that he did
make some contracts, but that they proved disad¬
vantageous to him. It was said that the secre¬
tary sold three thousand shares short, and made
only about $400 by the transaction. He (counsel)
said that In agreeing to and In Issuing these forty-
nine thousand shares Mr. Tracy and the ether direc¬
tors had no other Interest or motive but to subserve
the good of the company. The company were called
upon to bring In this stock and to be restrained from
making the proposed extension. The defendants
were charged with deviation from legal rules. With
respect to the charge against the company that they
did not transact their business in their own .state
Mr. O'Conor quoted a case to show that the business
of the board of a Connecticut transportation
company had been performed in New York.
He adverted to the fa>t that in New York
they were very ranch in the habit of establishing
corporations with directors in Boston, Philadelphia,London, Paris and other cities, and lie liked to know
how there could be a meeting of such directors, scat¬
tered abroad as they were; and in such a case it was
quite desirable that there should be a sub-committee
to manage the alOtlrs of a company, for it board of
directors conid not meet without proper notice. Mr.
Hatch denied the power to make the extension.
That power had been conferred, so he (Mr.
O'Conor) therefore passed that by. It had Been
decided that the disposal of all corporate
matters belonged to the directors and governing
officials, and not to the masses of the share¬
holders. The moment the other side commenced
these stilts they commenced a harassing line
of examination of the directors, the very questions
put to them being Insults.
