¦ay the least of It, quite as many corrupt men con¬
nected with its public affairs as other and more pre¬
tentious governments, and If it Is true, as alleged,
that the cannon balls which the Paraguayans throw
into the Brazilian camp bear the mark of the em¬

pire, that the Paraguayan prisoners taken wear new

Brazilian uniforms, and that the highest pub¬
lic functionaries surrounding the Emperor are

acquiring imense wealth by being parties to

gross frauds on the government, is is hardly
probable that the soldiers of Brazil will
ccaft-' to bleed until the treasury is depleted.
The people of the northern provinces, and in fact of
the whole empire, are sick of the war and would
gladly put an end to It. t'ntll recently they said it
must be brought to an honorable conclusion; now

they sometimes omit the word honorable. Many per¬
sons wonder how It is that this re\olutlonary pro¬
vince has remained quiet so long. I fancy the answe
may be found In a simple fact.

In no portion of the United States could the stu¬

Ciunlai «f (>rtiininar School No. 30.
The rickety, cramped, crowded, dark, dump and

dangerous establishment which bug done service
during twenty years past in Ninth street, near ave¬
nue C, as a public grammar school, being doomed to
give way to the new and commodious edifice, which
has been already fully described In the Hkrai.d, wus

formally closed yesterday morning. The male de¬
partment, numbering over 870 pupils, under
the direction of the principal, Mr. Dubois; the female
department, under the supervision of Mli-s Clark,
numbering 3A0, and the primary department, underMiss Nicholson, numbering about l,ooopupils, ussem-
blod in their respective reception rooms and were ad-
drcsaed by Messrs. Calkins and Mills, Trustees of the
ward; Mr. R. L. Larremore, President of the hoard
of Education; Mr. Wilson Small, Commis¬
sioner from the Second school district; ami Mr.
James L. Miller, Superintendent of School Buildings
aud Repairs. Besides these gentlemen (here were
present a number of the friends of the children and
of the public school system generally, by all of whom
the crowded condition and uninviting appearance of
the rooms and building were especially noted. In
the female department a very pleasing programmehad been prepared and the exercises of the entire de¬
partment were such as to elicit the heartiest com¬
mendation*. The "Relief of Lucknow" was read
by Miss Clara Squires, aud this, together
with a short reading exercised by a class of
little misses, was remarkably flne. The solo singing
of Misses Maria Thels, Annie Frey and Louisa Cav¬
ern and of little Mary header w as really exquisite,
while the choruses by the entire school, ami, in fact,
the harmonious deportment throughout, fully sus¬
tained the commendable reports which the superin¬
tendents of Public instruction have from time to
time bestowed upon the school. At the close of the
exercises certificates were distributed to the deserv¬
ing students. Until the new school house is comple¬
ted the pupils will convene In the building corner of
Avenue D and Tenth street, which will be ready lor
occupation In about two weeks.

Commencement of the Evening High Heboid.
The Sew York Evening High School, founded In

September, 1800, for the purpose of allowing those
who are engaged In business or mechanical pursuits
during the day aud who desire to cultivate them¬
selves in the higher branches of education, Is uow an

established institution. It Is to the evening schools
what the College of the City of New York is to the
grammar schools; but It Is to the citizens of New
York more than the college, lnanasmuch us any who
upply for admission aud can pass a satis¬
factory examination may loin the school aud
enjoy the advantages offered. Bookkeeping, penman¬
ship, phonography, free band, mechanical and archi¬
tectural drawing, the higher brandies of mat Hemat¬
ics, political economy, grammar, rhetoric, French,
German und Spanish languages, chemistry and natu¬
ral philosophy are taught by competent instructors,
and during the last session of the school some 1,500
studeuts have attended the various classes. Lust
evening the commencement exercises came
off at Hteinway Hall, which was crowded
in every part, und on the stage were the mem¬
bers or the Board of Education, ills Honor Mayor
Hoffman, Judge Brady, Dr. Horace Webster,
Mr. Boese, Clerk of the Board of Education, und a
large number of other Invited guests. A very pleas¬
ing but rather lengthy programme was prepared for
the occasion, comprising the reading of composi¬
tions and reciting of declamations by the studeuts,
while on the walls, at either side, were specimens of
drawiug executed by the pupils. The drawings were
remarkably tine, the compositions intolerably long
und the declamations forcibly delivered. "Sheri¬
dan's ltlde," recited by Mr. O. S. Manning, was most
rapturously and deservedly encored, and a Herman
declamation, by Master James Finlay, was also well
received. Judge Brady addressed the graduates lu
a neat, pithy aud witty speech, referring to the
school and Its advantages, aud to the gri at credit to
which New York city Is entitled for the unmistakable
support it had given the public school system. Judge
Brady's remarks were attentively heard, and the
many telling points which he made were heartily
applauded. The exercises concluded with uu ap¬
propriate address by Mr. II. P. Allen, Chairman o(
the Evening School Committee. Mr. it. L. Larremore,
President of the Board of Education, occupied the
chair, and the entire affair was conducted in a man¬
ner highly gratifying to all present and creditable to
all concerned.

NEW ZEALAND.

The Mew tJovernor.Htorins, Floods and

Kurtliqaakea.
Weli.iNciros, Feb. 7,1WW.

The steamship Kalkowra, which conveys this let¬
ter to Panama, brought us from Sydney our new

Governor, Sir George F. Bowen, with family and
suite. The loyally disposed inhabitants of Welling¬
ton were fully prepared to give him a splendid re¬

ception. The whole town thronged the wharves at
the first announcement of hlB arrival and the great¬
est enthusiasm prevailed. But the ardor of the
Wellingtonians was considerably dampened by the
Governor's uncourteous behavior. After having
kept everybody waiting to receive him he proposed
to stay on board till next day, some say out of lazi¬
ness and others have it bccause some of the local
magnates and authorities had not gone out to meet
him. Anyhow the people here got mightily disgusted
when they heard of the snubbing they received from
their new ruler, and the consequence was that next
morning, when the great man condescended to land,
instead of the thousands of ladles and gentlemen
who had awaited hint on the previous day only those
turned out who were absolutely obliged to be there
except tiie usual rabble of loafers. The ceremonies
were very tame, no triumphaut arches, no cheering,
only the official swearing in and the customary
salutes. Sir George has certainly uot entered upon
his now duties under very favorable auspices.
The weather in the whole colony has been most

extraordinary. Terrttlc storms aud floods are re¬
ported from every part. Here in this capital, as well
as in other localities, a shock of earthquake was felt
on the 1st of this month. The only damage done Is
the tumbling down of several chimneys, but the
scare was considerable. Immediately arierwards a
most curious change of weather set In. being alter¬
nately cold uud hot, calm and stormy in very quick
succession. This was followed by a rapid fall of the
barometer to an unusual degree, and the bad weuther
tiius indicated came with a vengeance.
From Nelson, Picton, Christ Church, Lyttieton,Dunedin, and, indeed, almost from everywhere, we

hear of fearful floods that destroyed the telegraphs
throughoutour Island, tore down dwellings and barns,
carried otT bridges and wrecked vessels. In the
Middle Island it lias rained thlrty-flve days in suc¬
cession, so that thedainage done must be still greater
there than In those parts where the bad weather only
commenced In this month.
Prince Alfred will make Ills appearance here at the

end of March, going tlrst to Auckland.

Serious Accident..Louis Keel, a young man
seventeen years of age, while engaged in feeding
wood to a circular saw at a kindling wood factory in
East Twentieth street, yesterday, accidentally fell
against tlie saw, so that his head and neck were very
severely cut.
