Great I Preparations for the Impeachment
Trial.Ben Butler to Open the Case.Logan
to Follow.Bingham to Close the Case.
Radical Speculations as to the Resnlt. *

'.Washington, March 28,1888.
The extension Of time authorized by the Senate at

Its last meeting as a Court of Impeachment for prepa¬
rations on both sides In view of debarring any
plea of want of time to properly flx up the case of the
President has not been wasted. The Hoard of
Managers on the part of the House of Representa¬
tives and the counsel of the accused have alike de¬
voted their entire energies to the subject before
them. It is known that no further extension of time
will be allowed by the Senate, and each actor in the
great drama about to be enacted must appear ac¬

cording to programme and act well his part or suffer
the disgrace and ridicule of failure. Ben Butler for
the past four days has been head over ears
in work. So determined has been his in¬
dustry that during all this time he has
positively refused to give audience to his numerous
visitors, greatly to their inconvenience. It Is now

very generally known that Ben Butler wiU lead the
van on the part of the prosecution, and as a great
deal depends upon the inauguration of the contro¬
versy Ben has prepared himself for a speech which
will require from four to five hours in the delivery.
This choice was made after a consultation oftiio
Board of Managers among themselves, and great ex¬
pectations are placed upon the opening. If Industry
as well as fitness for the position will accomplish suc¬
cess Ben will not be found wanting when brought to
the test. His speech will be the great event of Mon¬
day, and ft Is believed will constitute the whole of
that day's proceedings. It is now understood the ex¬
amination of witnesses will follow immediately
after the opening speech and consume several
days. Some difficulty, howover, is anticipated
on the additional article presented by Butler in
relation to the Presidential speeches. In this article
it is understood that an effort will be made to prolong
the trial by sending for parties who were mere
hearers, which course could be carried on indefinitely.
This objection was raised against the Butler article
when It was proposed, and after some difficulty, by
way of a compromise, the article was reported favor¬
ably by the Committee of Seven, with the understand¬
ing that If a disposition was manifested to use It as a
means of lengthening the trial It should be with¬
drawn. On these terms the article was accepted,
and there Is no prospect, therefore, of any delay from
thts source.
After the examination of witnesses General I,ogan

will deliver Ills speech, frhlch will also consume
about five hours. Theargumentswlll.lt is thought
require, about a week, Mr. Bingham closing the
case. The supporters of the measure still look to the
final disposition of the question within the coming
month.
The subject which gives rise to the largest, scone

of speculation is as to the result of the trial In
the estimation of those who favor the measure there
Is but one opinion, and that Is that impeachment is
certain of success. The reasons given are

plausible enough, If party power Hnd seir-
Interest are to be tho only considerations
that will be recognized when the last
moment arrives and the Senate Is called upon to de-
termlne by official action, in view of the evidence
and the laws alleged to have been violated whether
Andrew Johnson. President of the Fnlted States t»c
gulsty or not guilty of the allegations of which'he
stands charged by the House of H< prescntat Ives in
the name of themselves ami of "all the people."
Those who profess an extraordinary amount of infor¬
mation give the names of fourteen radicals who will
vote against Impeachment, as follows:.Anthony of
Rhode Island; Cole, of California; Edmunds, of Ver-
mout; Fessendcn, of Maine; Fowler, of Teom>soo-
Frellnghuvsen. of New Jersey; Grime*. of
Iowa; Henderson, of Missouri; Norton, of Mln-
nesota; Ross, of Kansas; Sherman, of Ohio-
sprague, of Rhode Island; Trumbull, of Illinois
and Williams, of Oregon.

Meteorological..There is an old saying that no
man Is a prophet In his own country. It la equally
as true that when the horizon la obscured with
clouds, and people are seen hurrying through the
streets with umbrellas In their hands, rain may he
Ovnected. Notwithstanding, or, rather, because of
the gignlflcance of these facts, a knowledge of the
range 0( the barometer ana thermometer, with
uiher m^teorolotrleal observations of s time past, la
not entire^ without interest. The highest range of
the thermometer during the past week was at four
and five o'clonk A. M. on the 23d instant, 62 degrees,
and the lowest at three and four and half-past six A.
M. of the 23d, 27 degrees, the week ineau being 40
degrees and 25 minutes. The highest range of the
barometer was at seven A. M. of the rid, 30.661, and
the lowest flf seven A. M. of the 34th, 29.781, the
wefek mean being 29.091. The wind throughout the
week varied from northwest and west to east, the

frevailing direction being from some point west,
olar lights were visible on the night of the 34th

and the morning of the 25th. Rain fell on the 37th
and 38th, very slight and fine; duration, 4 hours and
11 minutes; depth, 0.03 inch.
Sunday at tub Park..The Park bloomed yester¬

day, and 10,000 citizens, old and young, rejoiced and
were glad. Old Hoi was in excellent humor, and
smiled benignly upon the cosmopolitan congregation
?liat lined the walks and dotted the beautiful lakes
of the Park, which are now open to the prows of
pleasure boats and Imported swans. For several
hours the l'ark was crowded with visitors from all
grades of society and all nations of the earth. At the
present time the oaks, elms, laroh and winter
creepers are competing with the green pine, spruce,
and arbor vtta for precedence, but the general ap¬
pearance of the Park clearly Indicates that spring la
stepping closely upon the heels of winter.

and fell before the front wheel, which passed over
Ids head, killing him almost Instantly. The body
was taken up and conveyed to the Morgue, where
Coroner Schlrmer was yesterday notified to hold au
Inquest. Deceased was lirty-flve years of age.
