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Important Bill Regulating the Prenidential

Succession.
The bill introduced to-day by Mr. Churchill, of New

York, is looked upon by all parties ait of great im¬
portance, in view of the complication1) which aro
possible in the present difficulties that have arisen
between the Executive and the legislative branches of
.the government. The act of 170*2 provides that in
oasc of the death of the President and Vice Presi¬
dent the President of the Senate pro tempore,
and next the Speaker of the House of Repre¬
sentatives, shall succeed. The bill of Mr.
Churchill extends the succession to the Chief
Justice of the Supreme Court. Also some
serious doubts have arisen as to the necessity of the
Secretary of State ordering an election next fall for
President to serve lu the event of the conviction of
Mr. Johnson during the unexpired term of Mr. John¬
son, as well as the election of a President to serve
during the regular term of four years from March 4
next. Mr. Churchill's bill removes all these doubts,
and declares that no such election for the unexpired
term shall take place. The bill will be brought be¬
fore the Uouse for action at the earliest moment, and
there appears to be the utmost readiness to adopt it.
General Butler's Speech Before the High

Court of Impeachment.
General Butler's opening speech is the all ubs>orb-

tng topic this evening. For three mortal hours he
bored the High Court of Impeachment with a

haranguo Involving a wide range of subject which
In the general run had very little to do with the
Immediate question under consideration. The
speech is spoken of, even by the admirers of Mr.
Bntler, as an exoessively dull and feeble effort,
Car short of the great expectations placed upon
tt. Mr. Butler read the formidable document,
which covered thirty-eight printed pages, in a
tone and gesture which would rather suggest mim¬
icry than sober earnest. Mr. Butler's voico is the
strangest ever mortal speaker saluted the public ear
with. It resembles in its intonations the combined
aad varied noises of a cracked barrel organ and a
churns of bail terriers in a street light.now sharp
and snappish, and again wheezy and rasping. Any¬
body who has ever seen and heard the manager of a

travelling peep show describing to a gaping
«udlence of country bumpkins the picture
which illustrates the passage of the Alps by Na¬
poleon with a cotton umbrella under hi* left arm
will be reminded irresistibly of that individual by
hearing Butler on impeachment. The bottled orator
read his speech and made about as much impression
on his audience as he did on Fort Fisher. Towards
three o'clock a large number of the spectators left,
evidently exhausted and disappointed, and com¬

menting upon the effort In not complimentary
epithets. The general opinion of those interested
In the trial is that if the speeches which follow
on the part of the Board of Managers are as

Impotent the prosecution may as well give up the
ease at once, it is expected Mr. Butler's effort will
get a scathing overhauling from the counsel on the
other side, and it is considered its balderdash will be
pretty well exposed. Certainly impeachment starts
under very unfavorable circumstances.
The Reported Tnrkinh Namacrm In Crete.
The despatch forwarded from here last evening by

the Associated Press relative to Turkish massacres
of married women and old men In Crete is pro¬
nounced by the best otneial authority here an un¬

mitigated fabrication. It is believed to l>e a despe¬
rate effort on the part of certain persons here to ex-
rite sympathy of a particular character. The des¬
patch goes minutely and elaborately into the narra¬
tion of atrocities of a more dlalKJileal nature than
any the savages of the Plains have ever been rullty

SENATE.
Washington. March 30, istw.

The Senate reassembled at eleven o'clock. The
Chaplain asked a blessing upon the Senators, the
Executive, the Ministers of State, the officers and
privates of the army, and all to whom public trusts
are committed or who have assumed responsibilities
in reference to the nation, especially in regard to the
great trial. He prayed that God would give grace
to his servant presiding over this nigh Court, wis¬
dom to those managing this Important case, and a

spirit of justice aud righteousness to those with
whom rests the Issue.
Mr. Edmonds, (rep.) of Vt., called up the bill to

regulate appeals to the Court of Claims, which was
amended and postponed until to-morrow.

THB CASK OP MR. BUTLER, OP TENNESSEE.
Mr. Trumbull, (rep.) of 111., called up the bill pend¬

ing on the adjournment on Saturday to relieve Rode¬
rick K. Butler, of Tennessee, from political disabili¬
ties. The question was on Mr. Buckalew's amend¬
ment to strike out the word "canst^utlon" from the
clause proposing to relieve the disabilities imposed
by the constitutiou and reconstruction laws.
Mr. Buckalew, (dem.) of Pa., resumed the floor,

lie argued that the reconstruction laws having no

application to Tennessee, Mr. Butler could not
properly be relieved from the disabilities imposed by
them. He quoted the testimony taken in behalf of
Mr. Butler and discussed Ills record at length, claim-
iiiK thai he had never rendered any actual military
service.

TIIK MANUFACTURERS' BILL.
At ten minutes past twelve Mr. Buckalew irave

way at the suggestion of Mr. Sherman, (rep.) of
Ohio, who presented the report of the Committee of
Conference on the bill to relieve certain manufac¬
tures from Internal tax.

Mr. Sherman said he, as Chairman, had misappre¬

hended the announcement of the committee and had,
therefore, notified Mr. Howard Instead of Mr. Howe.

Mr. Hendricks' motion was modified so as to order
the printing simply, and was agreed to.
At half-past twelve o'clock the President pro tem.

vacated the chair, and the Senate assumed the func¬
tions of of a Court of Impeachment for the trial of the
President.
After the adjournment of the Court of impeach¬

ment the President pro lem. (Mr. Wade) called the
Senate to order.
CONSIDERATION OP thb manufacturers' bill RE¬

SUMED.
On motion of Mr. Sherman the Senate strain took

up the report of the conference committee on the
bill relative to exempting certain manufactures
from internal tax.
Mr. Gkimkk, (rep.) of Iowa, aaked the chairman of

the committee (Mr. Sherman) why they had exempt¬ed flour and lumber ?
Mr. Sherman replied ti-at there was no reason In

hia opinion why these article* should not pay the
tax. To say that flour oonld not bear a tax of two
cents a barrel was a apcoles of humbug; but he had
yielded rather than peril the bill. He explained the
varioas chunked in the amendments in reply to
queries from Messrs. Hendricks, FreUnghuysen and
others.
Mr. Mokrill, (rep.) of Vt., expressed surprise that

the Senator should call It humbug to exempt lumber
ami flour, which had been exempted from the begin¬
ning. It would be a humbug to tax them now.
Mr. Shkkman retorted that an equally strong argu¬

ment could be made for exemption on clothiug.
They well knew that lumber was consumed mostly
by t ne rich.
Mr. Morrill said it was desirable to exempt lum¬

ber because it aHooted building, and thai very little
profit was made on Hour.

Mr. Chirks said the Senator from Vermont (Mr.
Morrill) had repeated exactly the arguments used by
himself last year against the tariff on exported
lumber. The lumbermen and millers were among
the richest men in the country, and tills would simply
place them on the footing with other manufacturers.

Mr. Comma, (r<p.) of Cat., denied Unit two or
three dollars of tanlT were added to the prices of
lumber.
Mr. Urimks said It was in his section.
Mr. Conklimi, (rep.) of N. Y., condemned the pro¬

vision in regard to whiskey frauds as more battle to
abuse than any previous one. The Attorney Oi ncral
would act upon the representations of the District
Attorney, the very officer against whose malfea¬
sance it was intended to provide. So with the
Secretary of the Treasury and his subordinates. Fie
alluded to the New York system of requiring nolle
pi-oiequi to tic grunted In open conrt where bolli sides
could be heard aud reasons shown.

Washington, Mart h 30, lsoa.
The following IB the fext or the bill to exempt cer¬

tain man'ifteturcs fro;,, jklermJ tax and for otltf*
. ..*'j to by iks senate, rnror.gh tne

report of tbe Committee of Conference, and which
awatta tbe concurrence of the Ilouse:.
Be it enacted, Ac., That sections forty-nine and

ninety-five of the act entitled "An act to provide in¬
ternal revenue to support the government, to payinterest on the public debt and for other purposes,"approved June 13, imm, and all acts and parts of acta
amendatory of said sections, be and the same are
hereby repealed; except only bo much of the said
sections and amendments thereto as relates to the
taxes imposed thereby on gas made of coal,
wholly or In part, or or any other ma¬
terial on lUumluating, lubricating or other
mineral oils or articles, the products of the dis¬
tillation, redistillation or refining of crude pet roleum,or of any single distillation of coal, shale peat,asphaltum or other bituminous substances, on wines
therein described and on snuff and ail the other
manufactures of tobacco, Including cigarettes, cigars
and cheroou; provided that the product* of pretro-
leum and bituminous substances hereinbefore men¬
tioned, except Illuminating gas, shall from and after
the passage of this act be taxed at one-half the ratefixed by tne said section ninety-four.
Skc. 2. That|nothing In this bill contained shall be

construed to re|>eal or Interfere with any law, regu¬
lation or provision for the assessment or collection
of any tax which under existing laws may accrue
before the 1st day of April, A. D. 1868; and nothingherein contained shall be construed as a repeal of
any tax upon machinery or other articles which
have been or may be delivered on contracts made
with the United states prior to the passage of this act.
Sbo. 3. That after the 1st day of June next no

drawback of Internal taxes paid on manufactures
shall be allowed on the exportation of any article of
domestic manufacture on which there Is no internal
tax at the time of exportation; nor shall such draw¬
back be allowed In any case uuless it shall he proved
by sworn evidence in writing to the satisfaction of
the Commissioners of Internal Kevenue that
the tax had been paid, and that such articles of
manufacture were, prior to the 1st day of April, lses,
actually purchased or actually manufactured and
contracted for, to be delivered for such exportation;

every additional $1,000 In excess of >.1,000, $'.': and
the amount of sales in excess of the rate of $ft,000 per
annum shall lie returned quarter yearly to the As¬
sistant Assessor, and the lax on the excess of f5,ooo
shall l»e assessed by tlio Assessor and paid quarter
yearly in the months'of January, April, July and Oc¬
tober of each year as other taxes are assessed and
paid; ami the first assessment herein provided for
shall >>c made in the month of July, 18UM, for the three
months then next preceding.

United Slates shall be guilty of gross neglect in the
discharge'of any of the duties of his oilice, or shall
conspire or collude with any other person to defraud
flic United States, or shall make opportunity for
any person to ilefrnud the United States, or shall
do. or omit to do any act with intent to enable any
person to ilefrand the United States, or shall make
or sign any false certificate or return In any case
where he is by law or regulation required to make a
certificate or return, or having knowledge or in¬
formation of the violation of uuy revenue law by any
person, or of fraud committed by any
person against the United States under tiny
revenue law of the United Slates, shall fail to report
in writing such knowledge or Information to his next
superior officer, aud to the Commissioner of Internal
Kevenue he shall, on conviction, be fined not less
than $1,000 nor more than f»,ooo, and shall be im¬
prisoned not less than six mouths nor more than
tiiree years.
Skc. 7. And >»e 1t farther enacted that no compro¬

mise, discontinuance or mute promtt/mi of any prose-
eutiou under this act shall lie allowed without the
permission In writing of the Secretary of the Treasury
and 'lie Attorney Cenerai.

or other high crimes and misdemeanors." The con¬
stitution leaves nothing to Implication, cither as to
the person 011 whom, or Hie body by wt.yin, or tin-
tribunal before which, or the oifcnces for
which, or the manlier in which this high
power should be exercised; each and all un¬
provided for oy express words of imperative com¬
mand. The House of Representatives shall solely im¬
peach; the Senate only shall 11>, and In case of con¬
viction the Judgement shall alone be removal from
office, and disqualification for office, one or both.
These mandatory provisions l**c.imu necessary to
adapt a well known procedure of the mother country
to the institutions or the then infant, republic. Hut
a single Incident only of the business was left to con
struction, and that concerns the odeuces or Incapaci
tics which are the groundwork of impcachiueiit.
This was wisely done, because human foresight
Is Inadequate and human intelligence fails
In the task of Anticipating ami providing for,
by positive enactment, all the Infinite gradation*
of human wrong and sin, by which the liberties
of a people and the safety of a nation uiay be endan¬
gered from the Imbecility, corruption uud unhal¬
lowed ambition of its rulers. It may not lie uuln-
structive to observe that the framers of the consti¬
tution. while engaged in their glorious and, I trust,
ever enduring work, hud their attention aroused
and their minds quickened most aignally upon this
very topic. In Hit- previous year only Mr. Burke,
from his place iu the House 01 Commons in Kug-
luud, had preferred charges foi impeachment agsinsr
Warren Hastings, aud three days before our Con-
venllou sat lie was tmpcachcd at the bar
ol tue llouso or Lords lor misbehavior in
office a* the i uier of a peoplu wlio.se number* were
count oil by millions. 'I lie until* were then bringing
across the Atlantic, week by week, iho eloquent ac¬
cusation or Uurke, the gorgeous and burning denun¬
ciations ol Sheridan, lit behalf or the oppressed peo¬
ple or India against ouo who had wielded over theni
uiore than regal power. May 11 not have been >h,it
the trial then in progress was (he determining cause
why the frauicrs or the constitution left the <le»cnp-
tlou or offcncea, because of which the conduct of an
officer might Ihj Imputed or, to be defined by the
laws and usages of Parliament as (ouuil iu the pre¬
cedents or too mother louutry, with which our
fathers were us tamiliar as we are wilit our
own. In the light, therelore, or these pre¬
cedents what, aie Impeachable offences uuder
the provisions or our coustitullouf To analy/.e, to
compare. to reconcile these precedents is a work
ruther tor the Closet than the loruui. In order, there-
tor®, to H|>are your attention, I have preferred to state
the result to wlin h I have arrived; and that you may
see the .ml iioritK,s and discissions, both in nils coun¬
try and in huuluud, from which »ededuce our pro¬
positions, so far as applicable to tin* cane, I pray
leave to lay bctore you. at the close ol my aiguuient,
a brief of all the precew'uisaud authorities upon tin*
subject, iu both countries, for whi< h 1 am Indebted 10
th^ exhaustive mid learned laOorsof my friend, the
lion.

I adopt. We define, therefore, an impeachable
high ci iiiic or misdemeanor to be ouo in its nature
or consequences subversive ol some fundamental or
essential principle of government, or highly prejudi¬
cial to the piiuiic Interest; and this may consist of il
violation of the constitution, of law, or an official
oatn or duty, by au act committed or omitted, or,
without violating a positive law, by the abuse of
discretionary powers from Improper motives or for
uuy improper purpose. The IIrut criticism which
»ill atiike the min i on a cursory examination of
this definition is that Home or the enumerated acts
are not within the oiniuon law definition of crimes.
It is but common learning that In the Kngllsh pre
cedents the words "high crimes aud misdemeanors"
are universally used; but any malversation in
office, highly prejudicial to the public interest, or
subversive of some fundamental principle of govern
incut by wmch the safety of a people may be in
danger, is a high crime against the nation, as the
term is used In Parliamentary law. Mallatn. in In*
"Constitutional History of Kngland," certainly de¬
duces this doctrine Ironi the precedents, and es¬
pecially Lord Danby (Case 11, State Trials, tiuo), of
which he says:.

Mr. Christian, in his notes to the commentaries ot
Blackstone. explains the collection and use or the
words "high crimes and misdemeanors" by say¬
ing:.Wheu the words "high crimes and mladc-
nietnors" are used in prosecution* by impeachment,
ths words "high crimes" have 110 definite signiOca-
tion, but ars uifd merely to give greater solemnity
to the charge. A like interpretation must have been
given uy the frnmers of the constitution, because a
like deSnit'.on to ours was in the mln I or Mr. Madi¬
son, to whom more then to any other we are in¬
debted for the phraseology of our constitution, for.
in the Brst Congress, wtien dti:us«lng the power to
remove an oScer by the President. which is one of
the very materia: auctions nefore 'he senate at this
moment, he nses toe following words..

Strengthening this view, we and that within ten
years arterwaids impeachment was applied by the
very men who framed the constitution to the acts of
public offlcera which, under no common law detlnl-
tlon, could t>e justly called crimes or misdemeanors,
either high or low. Leaving, however, the correct¬
ness of our proposition to be sustained bv the au¬
thorities we rurnish. we are naturally brought to th»?
consideration of I lie method of the procedure and
the nature <>r the proceedings in ca*"s Ot impeach*
ment, and the character ami powers of the tri¬
bunal by wtliett highcrimes and niis.lctnecn)rs are
to be adjudge I or determined, one o the Important
