By the regular mail steamer at Lisbon we have adticcafrom Itio Janeiro to March 11.
The Paraguayan War.

The news from the seat of war 0:1 the Parana is to
the etfect that the allied forces were passing the
fortress of Huinalta, and that they had taken Asuncion.
The resignation of General the Baron Porto Alegre

.' and the departure of Generals Mitre and Flores for
their respective scats of government left the Martinis
de Caxias untrammelled in carrying out his "011 to
Asuuclon" plans. These consisted In moving a

heavy body of troops along the Gran Cltaco bank of
the Bio Paraguay to a point opposite the upper bank
of the Rio Tibicuari. which tlows into the Bio

Paraguay about seventy miles north of, and parallel
to, the Rio Parana. This body of troops was to cut
olT all Paraguayan supplies from the Gran Chaco, all
communication by the river with Asuncion, and
also raise the chains and other obstacles

iug the river. Meanwhile, with his rc-enforcementsthe M.irquls commanding was to draw a

cordon from opposite Ytati, on the Rio Parana to the
Rio Tibicuari, thus enclosing the whole Paraguayan
"encampment within a triangle having for its base
the Rio Parana, and for sides the Rio Paraguay and
the allied land line. An attack was then to be made
by nine Brazilian iron clads and sixteen thousand
troops on Fort Humaita; and in case of removal of
the river chains to advance with the balance of the
tleet on Asuncion, about one hundred and thirty

v tnllos above. The whole force now at the disposal
of Marquis de Caxias amounts to 4o,ooo uitffT, fourteeniron-clads and twenty wooden vessels, whereas
Marshal Lopez is reported to have but 12.000 ru n

Fortunato Florcs. This young rowdy on February 5

bad a stormy dispute with his father. In which the
:atter received p< rsonal violence from the son. Fortunato

called out the battalion which he commanded,
placed cannon in the street, and was only checked
in hla bloody designs by the Intervention of
the American, French, English, Spanish and
Italian gunboats In the harbor, (leneral Florcs,
who bail retired to Union, a neighboring village,on the afternoon of the 6tli, returned on the
frth, banished the aiders and abetters of hla son,
dissolved the battalion and sent Fortunato lo
ftnenos Ayres. The authorities there, however, determinedto arrest hiui for a murder which he had
committed some time ago In the Argentine I'on-

federation, w hereupon young Flores took refuge on

an Italian gunboat until lie could escape to Europe,
our despatches do not state who Is the murderer of
tioneral Flores but It is probable that he was soine

cashiered alder und abetter of the son.

Colonel Lorenzo Battle, Minister of War. has been

SPLCIAL TELEGRAM TO THE HERALD.
The I'uiigrnnt Naturalization Treaty l'a««nl
by the l.otiiwlaiure.t'ouut Dininorrk'n ltcmtirktt.

The North German Parliament discussed and

passed t>y a dual reading to-day the emigrant
naturalization treaty lately concluded with the
United States of America, the provisions of which
have been published.
The Polish members in the Legislature, who

make a strong element of the opposition, \oled la
dissent.

| Count Bismarck delivered a speech in which he
said mat me measure would be carried out on the
part of North Germany and the Prussian governmentin a kindly and liberal spirit.

THE -PRESS TELE6BAH.
The ( ermnu-Amrriran Naturalization Treaty.

Berlin, April 8, 18«8.
The naturalization treaty just concluded between

the United States of America and the Confederation
of the North German States has been Dually rat ified
by the federal Parliament. All the speakers praised
it with one voice, and It was almost unanimously
approved by the members,
Count Bismarck, tn a speech explaining its provisions,declared that it was unnecessary to make

any defence of tlie treaty, as it seemed to meet with
favor on all sides, lie summed up his explanation
by stating that the compact was clear on all points,
and that hereafter no native of Germany naturalized
in the United States w ould be molested al account
of his obligations to his pareut country wliiiiu the
borders of the Confederation.
The Polish members were among the small minoritywho voted against ratification.

ENGLAND.
The Debate on the Irish Church.Indictment
and Defence of the Establishment.'The Liberalsin Support of Gladstone."Audacity"
and "Inconsistency" of Premier Disrneii.

London, April 2, lsiw.
hi uie nouse 01 commons uus evening ilie ad

joiirncil debate on ttie Irish Church was contlnueil.
Mr. Koebuck, member for Sheffield, said he had

ever been opposed to the Church Establishment In
Ireland, and lie considered himself bound to
support the resolutions of Mr. Gladstone, though
at the same time he did not think that that
Church was the worst ill of Ireland, nor did he considerIts existence a badge of serfdom for the Irish
people. The legal objections which had been made
to its abolition, he said, were absurd. What Parliamenthad given it could resume. He hoped the Irish
clergy would be treated with consideration, and t'.iat
if the tories were beaten on this question the liberals,when in ofllce, would meet, not shirk lite issue.
Mr. Joseph w. Henley, member for Oxfordshire,

opposed ttic propositions of Mr. Gladstone, and expressedthe fear that the introduction of such resolutionswould cause a revival of Peniunism.
Mr. Robert Lowe, member for Calne, quoted sin-

.I,-.,.*- UllltUUIWUC|J.I|.||lationof Ireland seventy-eight were Catholics, nine
were Presbyterians and twelve belonged to the Irish
Protestant Church Establishment. The latter
Church was alone aided by the government,
though the congregations were made up of tlie
wealtnlest classes of the community. The Irish
people would M) more than human If they could
tamely submit to this. The tories claimed to l>c
"truly liberal." Let them prove it or retire. The
liberal party in the Mouse bad a lender whom they
could trust; ttioy were sure he would fultll all his
professions. Mr. Lowe ridiculed what ne termed
the legal quibbles and zigzag course 01 the ministers.Such a line of action would destroy
all confidence between the executive and legislativedepartments of the government. Each night the
Ministry presented to the House a new phase of selfcontradictionuntil all honest men were disgusted.
The Premier had carried inconsistency and audacity
to a height which Mie Mouse, consulting its dignity,
could not tolerate on a topic so solemn us that under
discussion.

.Mr. Horsfall, member for Liverpool, and Mr. I,efroy,member for Mubtin University, both spoke in
support of the government, urging the adoption of
Lord Hiantey's resolution for a postponement to the
ne*t Parliament.
Mr. Gorge Cllve, member for Hereford, opposed

the postponement of ;i question of such pressing Importance.
Sir .lohn Gray, member for Kilkenny City, gave full

statistics of the wealth, population ami religious
Herts of Ireland, and pointed out the absurd and dlspn(portionedattitude which the Irish Church Kstab
lishment aHsumcd In the light of these figures. lie
urged tlie adoption of Mr. Gladstone's resolutions In
justice to Ireland.

Mr. Osborne, meml»er for Nottingham, said he
should sustain the resolutions, but he feared the
reform proposed would take a longtime.

Sir fetatfonl Nortln otc rose in defence of the government.lie said the resolutions before the House
wen.? merely Intended to furnish the liberal party
with a rallying cry, and be stigmatized them us
worthless, A less vital question should have been
choaen for inch a purpose. Be asserted thai
I be ministry had been consistent throughout this
discussion. They bad always said that measures
such as were proposed in regard to the Irish Church
were premature. Parliament should await the result
of Investigations on the subject. The governmentdid not question the competency of
Parliament to legislate in regard to* the
status ol tie- Irish Church. He concluded
b> expressing the hope that the House would yet
pause for the bt'ti' r consideration of the problemW
loie It.
