Nothing either lively or important occurred in the
proceedings of to-day. Two shorthand writers testl-
Sled as to the correctnesa of thelr reports of the
President's famous speech at St. Louis, and Mr,
Robert Chew, a thirty-four years veteran clerk in
the State Department, explaned the form of com-
misaions fssued to ofMcers of the government before
and since the passage of the Tenure of Offlce
act. After Mr. Butler got through with this witness
Mr. Stanbery put a leading and very pertinent ques-
tion to him, to which Mr. Butler Interposed a sudden
and vigorous objection. He asked the witness,
‘whose long experience was certainly worth some-
thing, if he knew, during his prolonged service, of
any head of a department being requested to resign
and refusing to do 8o, The witness was on the polnt
of replying in the negative, though perhaps reserv-
ing the recent exception of the Individual who has
stirred up the present strife between two branches
of the government, when Mr, Butler sprung from his
seat, and, in that indescribable volee of his, exclaim-
ed sharply, “Stop! 1 object—I object to that,” And
the experience of the witness was lost Lo the world.

The documentary evidence which rollowed proved
nothing beyond the fact that President Adams, in
the year 1500, sent certain nominations to the Sen-
ate soon after the vacancles were created.

When all was over Mr. Curtis made a brief, cogent
and dignified appeal for a few days' time to prepare
for the defence. The Senate was evidently im-
pressed wwh the candor and reasonableness of his
request, and would by a majority have granted it
there and then, but some frrepressible radical was
bound to make a motion agaiust it. 014 Simon
Cameron, who has been commendably quiet thus
far, wanted to know what the defence required more
time for. The Managers were prepared to go on,
and he thought the defence ought to be equally
Teady.

didates from the columns of the democratic organ
in Hartford. The latter might have been by acel-
dent, because it Is not likely the democrata will
surrender the State without a contest after all thelr
lute blustering.

Although it has been comparatively Kept in the
background, the subject of negro suffrage 18 one
upon which the people of Connecticut will be catled
upon to vote to-morrow. The measure was defeated
In 1865 on & popular vote hy a majority of 6,272, The
next Legislature will be required to vote upon the
amendment to the State constitutlon giving free suf-
frage to negroes, and as the body stands so wlill the
question be declded., The Legislature hns nlso to
choose @ United States Senator In place of Hon,
James Dixon, whose term expires with the present
Congress,

Election in Michigan To-Morrow.

The election in Michigan on the adoption or rejec-
tion of the New State constitution will be held to-
morrow (April 8, The following propositions will
be voted on separately :—Whether there shall be an-
nual or blennlal sessions of the Legislature: whether
e Legistature shall or shall not prohibit the sale of
ardent spirits as a bevernge, and whether negro saf-
frage shall be allowed, In 1866 Michigan gave the
republliean candidate for Governor 20,035 majority.

Election in Wisconsin on Tnesdny.

The election in Wisconsin for Chief Justice and an
Associate Judge of the Supreme Court will take place
on Toesday, April 7. The democratic candidates are
Mesars. Dunn and Ellis, The radleal candidates are
Judges Mxon and Palne,  Last year Wisconsin gave
4,784 majority for the republldfan cendidate for
Guovernor,
