THE NEW ENGLAND SPIRITUALISTS.

Bpeeches—Insplrational Poewms and Hymny—
A Terpsichorean Festival.
Bosrow, April 1, 1588,

The twentieth anniversary of the discovery of
modern spiritualism, or what was at the time more
popularly known as the “Rochester knockings," was
celebrated here on a liberal scale yesterday and last
evening by the spiritualists of New England and
vicinity, The festivities took place in the Musle
Hall and were of a varied and somewhat jovial char-
acter. Probably not less than two thousand par-

FINANCIAL AND COMMERCIAL.

SATURDAY, April 4—8 P. M.

The gold market has been very firm to-day, and the
fuctuations were from 1383 to 1884, the closing
quotation belng 138'¢ 3 1383, The rates pald for
CAITYing were easier than yesterday, most of the
loans having been made at about 364, but the latest
transactions were at 1-64 per ceat. The extreme
range of the week was from 139% to 137%. The
gross clearings amounted to $47,461,000, the gold
balances to $2,605,451 and the currency balances to
$3,074,638. The steamer Europe, for Havre, took out
$560,340 In Apecie and bullion, and the Denmark, for
Liverpool, $66,400, making a total of $1,281,082 for

the week. The advance in the premlum was due to

the partlal abatement of monetary stringency and
s diminlshed pressure in oconsequence to sell
coln  for cash. Most of the brokers car-
rylng securities having previously made thelr
arrangements for money untll Monday, there was a
very light demand, and although an elghth per cent
waa offered to turn stocks intil Monday during the
forenoon, and seven per cent in coln was pald for
loans, there was the usual Saturday change for the
better before three o’clock, and the legal rate in cnr-
rency was aocepted by those who had balances to
lend. The Indications are, however, that the ensuing
weck will open upon renewed stringenocy, although,
of course, not to the extent already experienced, as
the return flow of currency from the luterior will,
before next Saturday, have materially augmented
the volume of loanable funda 'at this centre.
The stock market respondsd but feebly to
this change in the monetary situation, snd the
tendenoy of prices was drooping until after
the second board. The motlors in the Vander-
blit Erie sults came up to-day before Judge Barnard,
and were further adjourned to Saturday next. Mr.
Jay Gould, the director arrested and baltled at Albany,
made his appearance in court, and after considerable
argument It was agreed that he should be served
with & bill of interrogatories, returnable on Wednes-
duy next, he meanwhile giving ball in the sam of
$5,000,

The statement of the assoclated banks of this clty
