which In the aggregate absorbs a very large amount ]
of capital, and will probably continue to de so on an
increasing scale for a considerable length of time to j
come. How far this will Interfere with speculation i
in Walt street remains to be seen, but It is reasonable t
to suppose that U will diminish the number or buyers t
of speculative stocks and Induce sales by those who i
have hitherto held them for investment The SubTreasurybought seven-thirty notes and sold gold to ja moderate extent; and as its purchases «f the
former, on the whole, exceeded its sales of the
latter, these operations had some little Influence
in mitigating the severity of the money pressure and >,

sustaining the market for government*; but its currencybalance was too small to enable it to extend J
any substantial relief to borrowers on stocks. The
banks as well as the private bankers did all they
could to accommodate the last mentioned, the high
rates offered being a great temptation to money lendersto strain a point. It was impossible, as may Ik;
supposed, to obtain discounts or sell commercial
paper 011 ordinary terms, and tills was a source of ,
some embarrassment to the mercantile community i
and contributed largely to the dulness of trade. '

discounts; but the loss in reserve is smaller than was jgenerally expected, the legal tecder notes having *
