REMARKABLE SCENES ft COURT.

T\ie Examination 'to be Resumed
To-Day.

Yestferclay a'large number of counsel, including,
among other i, Charles O'Conor, ex-Judge Henry E.
Davies, Day ,d Dudley Field, A. J. Vanderpoe), Charles
A. Rapallo and D. B. Eaton, appeared before Judges
Barnard, lngraham and Cardozo at the general ternrt
of the Supreme Court, to argne a number of appea r,
from Various proceedings had at special term a' id
from, ex parte proceedings in the great Erie Railv /ay
ItUgfetion. Tae court assigned the whole day to 'the
hAarlng of argument, the time to be equally divined
between the two sides, and as many counsel on <t ach
kdde as they chose to address the court within the
plotted time.

court admitted the question he (Mr. Brady) was entl!)tied to an answer, and If it was excluded he was entitledto whatever benefit would accrue from on
exception.

Mr. Brady.How does the court rule on this point?
The court stated that it did not perceive the relevancyof Hie question, but that the witness could

answer it or not as he chose.
Mr. I'rady said he understood this fervent gentleman(witness) to undertake to say that Mr. Field had

selected htm as the man In all the world who could
exert this great iuflueuce. and he now desired to
know how ue had got the means of securing this
friendship.

Mr. Brady thought that tf this was the case of a

poor hodc&ri ier, or even an eminent merchant, whohud refused, us witness had <lone, to answer questions,he wc.uld be placed under charge of an officer,
and so aisr. It should be In this case; no friendshipshould lutf rpose here.
A prom iscuous discussion here ensued, In Which

nothing \hat was said by any one was distinctlyaudible.
Mr. R apallo thought that this was going outside

of thee ise of Jay Gould entirely, and that If It was
persisu d In there could be no chance of arriving at a
condu don in Mr. Gould's case for some time to
come.
Mr. Brady resumed:.Q. Have yon ever been presentwhen any application was made to Judge Barnardby a lawyer for allowance In any case, such applicationbeing made out of court? A. I don't reuiember any case of the kind.
<I. Had you ever an allowance made to you? A.

iy.i, yes.
Q. In which capacity? A. As referee.
<J. Were you ever present when an application was

made to Judge Barnard for an allowance of $.1,000
by a person who had no connection with the case?
A. I know of no such case.
Q. Now, us this case standByon cannot enlighten us

as to the special reason Dudley Field had for calling
on you to uccept a retainer? A. I suppose the special
reason was the assumption on Ills part that I might
be able to induce Judge Barnard to grant the moditicatlon.

o. Did Dudley Field assign any reason why he
called upon you? A. He said he desired to give me
a retainer uo the Drew side of the controversy.

(j. Did you receive a cheek from him? A. No, sir;
lie offered me one for $1,000 as my retaining fee and
1 refused It.
This examination was continued some time further

in this peculiar vein. Mr. Brady, among other
things, requesting that the witness would produce
his check books to show what moneys he had receivedsince Judge Barnard was elected to the bench,
which the witness refused to comply with.
Mr. Clark then resumed the direct examination. In

the course of which Mr. Haskin testilled that Mr.
Field Informed him that Judge Barnard would be
uciiiiiicu biiu uruugni. ueiure uie Legislative c;ummltteean less the injunction was modified. Mr.
Field, however, he said, iiad stated that he would
take no part in that matter by reason of his acquaintancewitli Judge Barnard.

Universal excitement was evinced at some stapes
of the examination by the witness and the counsel
on both sides, and personal encounters were deemed
probable and imminent. At the conclusion of Mr.
Haskin's testimony Mr. Dudley Field was called to
the witness stand, but us it was nearly half-post six
o'clock Judge Barnard directed the further hearing
to be adjourned until to-day ut tiiree o'clock i'. M.

COURT CF C0MM0N_PLEAS.CHAMBERS.
The Ja.> Gould Contempt ('use.Hnbens CorpusProceeding.

Before Judge Barrett.
Thi ftuiple ex reU Jay Gouki vs. James O'Brien,

Sheriff', rfie..In this case Judge Barrett granted a
writ of habeas corpus returnable on Saturday, when
he directed that Jay Gould be transferred from the
custody of the Sheriff to ttiut of James Oliver, an
oiticer oft lie court. The further hearing of the case
was adjourned until yesterday morning.

Mr. Vauderpool, on the case being called, inquired
for Mr. Gould.
Counsel for Mr. Gould said he was unable to attend,

being at present detained in Albany by illness, and
read affidavits in corroboration of the statement.
Counsel urged for an adjournment of the case for a
week.
Judge Barrett referred to the Indiscretion and improprietyof the officer in'allowing Mr. Gould to go

out of the jurisdiction.
Mr. J. T. Brady, counsel for Mr. Gould, observed

that it. was anticipated that Mr. Gould would have
been present. At least he was so advised by his
counsel.

After some discussion Mr. Field said that a traverse
had been hastily tiled. A despatch hud bceD received
yesterday stating Mr. Gould's illness, aud the
traverse was then tiled. The following Is tiie
traverse mentioned:.The relator (Jay Gould)
traverses the return made by the Sheriff to the writ
of habeas corpus, and says he was arrested by him
and taken into his custody before either of the orders
to which the papers attached to the said returns
purported to be copies was made, and that he was
not arrested by virtue of either of said orders. The
relater further alleges that the writ of attachment in
the order mentioned was allowed by Judge Barnard
ex parte, and that the same was, by direction of said
Judge, bailable in the sum of $500,000, and that such
attachment was issued to the Sheriff of Albany, and
that thereon was endorsed a direction to said Sheriff
to hold the relator to ball In the sum mentioned.
