The gold market was somewbat drooping to-day,
and the fluctuations were from 1383 to 138%, with
the closing wransactions at 138%;,, Loans were made
al b o 0 per cent per snnum for carrying, the bor.

The money market was stringent, ow Ing In part to
the distrust of lenders and the consequent calling in
of loans, and seven per cent in coin was paid in not
a few instances, but before the close the supply was
equal to the demand at the legal rate In currency
on government securities and other first class col-
laterals. Erie is, however, rejected by the banks,
and the Vanderblit stocks are treated with great
cautlon, In consequence of the litigation and heavy
