Bitwt »> «! the Report of the Secretary of
Htate ea the Claim of Patterson and Min
jtnleaie
The report from which the following extract Is

taken bears the date of January 17, 1807. writing at
that date the Secretary of state says:.

ft was ascertained that Thomas R. Webster a Co,,
citizens of the United States, are now actually In possessionand occupation of the Island of Alta vela, adverselyto t'aiteiaou aad Uurguiendo, other citizens
of the United States, aud that the former are peaceablyengaged, under the authority of the government
of St, DoinInno, in removing whatever guano
remains un the lsiaud. The forcible Interventionwhich the claimants solicit necessarily
Involves an executive decision that the claim
of Patterson and Murguiendo is superior In law
to the claim of TUoinas K. Webster A Co. The conflictIs between citizen* of the United Stales. It
arises under the laws of the United States and the
laws of nations. The contending parties are amenablenot to the Executive Department but to the
legal tribunals of the United Stales, aud those tribunalsare expressly Invested witu jurisdiction to decidethe controversy, and clothed with ample authorityto carry their judgment into execution. Under
these circumstances it would be presumptuous on
the part of the Secretary of State to rocoutmend the
employment of armed force by the President to determinea purely lejal controversy. If It shall
be Insisted, on the other hand, that the
Republic of St. Domingo Is the responsible
party, aud not Thomas K. Webster A Co., the
Secretary of state xuust answer that the controversy
Is only Incidentally a taiional one, while really it
Involves nothing more than a pecuniary quostlon of
lawful right between contending oitizeus of the
United States; that the courts of Taw are competent
and obliged, on due application, to Investigate and
decide it, while the iiuestiou whether the Executive
imparl mem, siiuu luicrvuiie is one which me constitutionand laws refer to tne discretion of the President,and that discretion Is to be exercised with a
principal view not to the Interests of Individual cltlecus,but to tho rights, interests and honor of the
United States.
Nevertheless the Secretnry will proceed in his examinationof the subject upon the supposition that

this difficulty of conflicting claims of Patterson and
Murgutendo and Thomas U. Webster & Co. has been
overcome and removed. It seems quite clear
that the Executive Department could not
lawfully have instituted any proceedings whatever
for tho relief of the claimants until after they bad
filed tho bond prescribed by law. Their bond bears
date of March 13, lssi, but it was not presented to
the department and tiled therein until the 25th of
January, 1800. The eviction of Patterson aud Murguiendofrom tne island oi Alta Vela, or their "dotiusiou,"as they call that proceeding, occurred and
was complete not only before the day when they
lllod their bond, but oven berore the day on which
It purports to ha\e been executed. The secretary
might be unwilling to insist peremptorily on this position,but he Uiiuks it is lus duty to stand upon It
until a diirerent construction of the act shall be pronouncedby the courts or declared by Congress.
The question remains whether, when Patterson

and Murgutendo took peaceful possession of Alta
Vela, that island was not in the lawful Jurisdiction
of some foreign country.
The Secretary of Stare will not, In theflrst instance,

go backward beyond the political era of the republic
of St. Domingo. That republic declared and achieved
Its Independence troni the republic of Haytl on the
27th of February, 1*44. it was subsequently recognizedby limit Britain and France aud other nations,
as well 'as the republic of ila.r li, and is now recognizedby and holds treaty relations witli the Uulted
folates. It adopted and proclaimed a national constitutionon the ltttt day of November, 1844. What
the constitution declared in regard to territory Is,
that the ancient Spanish part of the island of St.
Domingo, with the ' adjacent Islands," form the
territory of the Dominican republic; that the boundariesof the Doninicau republic are the same
which divided the Spanish p.tit of the Island from
the French part, as fixed In tiro year
1793; that the territory of the republic is divided
into live provinces, Coiupostela de Azua, Santo Domingo,Santa Crus del seybo, La Conception do la
Vega and Santiago de lbs Caballeros; that these provincesshall be divided into communes, whose uumtierand distribution shall be regulated by law, and
that the city of St. Domingo shall be the capital of
the republic.It has been already seen, by the report of Mr. Cazneau,that the islands oi Jieata and Alta Vela were,
toy a law of the republic of St. Domingo passed in
ls6&, named and described as dependencies of the
province of Azua.

The laws of the Dominican republic on the subject
referred to are two.one passed In 1844, the other in
1604.

extract from tiik i.aw of 1844.
"Article 2. The province 01 Coinpostela de Azua

4b divided Into niiic communes.namely, Azua (the
capital of the province), Neyba, San Juan, lliuchu,ELus Mains Ue Parian, lianica, Caobas, S. Kafael and
IB. Miguel. The military station of liaraona will be
Attached to the commune of Azua, us the nearest,
and Petltru to that of Neyba. The adjacent islands
depending on this province are Ucuia and Alta
Vela.".(Appendix Mo. 62.)

EXTRACT from the LAW OF 1864.
"Article 4. The province of Coinpostela de Azua

is divided Into the loiiowiug communes:.Azua (capitalof the proviuee), Keyba, San Juan, Las Ma fas,
IBanica, Hincha, San ltutucl, Sail Migualand Cuobas.
The military-post of li.irahona will depend upon the
commune of Neyba. The adjacent islands depending
on this province are lieuta and Alia Vela.".(AppendixMo. 63.)
A treaty of peace between France and Spain was

concluded at Araujuez on the 3d of June, 1777. It Is
historically known that the French and Spanish
Erovlnces In the Island of Uuytl acquiesced in that
oundary line which has always been understood to

have been established in that treaty, which boundaryIs the same with the boundary or 17W3, referred
Co and adopted, as before mentioned, In the constitutionof 1644 of the republic ,uf St. Domingo. The
present constitution of the republic of St. Domingowas adopted on' the 26th of September,1806, lu the twenty-third year of
the Independence, and lu the fourth year of
the restoration of that republic alter its violent overthrowby spuln. The constitution declares that the
republic embraces all tnat has bceu before known
as constituting the territory of the republic, namely,
the Spanish part of si. Domingo and its adjacent
Islands; it declares that the boundary line which
separates its tenuory lroui lluytl Is the same as
agreed upon between France and Spain, In the
treaty of Aranjucz, on the *1 of June, 1777. The severaldivisions are couiiiiued us in ihe constitution
of 1344, including the province of Azua.
The boiiudary line tuus tl\cd in 1777, itctween the

(French aftd Spanish provinces and rcpuplics, has been
idcllncated on every known map oi the island of Hay tl
isLnce the year 1777. It begius at the river Dajabon,
iln Maticeuiliu bay, on lue north coast of iiayti,
and is accurately marked by monuments along
the course of rivers and mountain summits across
the whole island to the mouth of the ri\er i'edernales,
or Des Anscs-h-l'iiro, on the southern coast. The
(boundary line nowhere approaches the island of
lUcata nearer than thirty-four miles, or the island of
Alto Velo nearer liiuu tntriy miles.
The claltii of Jurisdiction over Alia Vein thus made

toy the republio of St. Domingo in its constitution and
laws seems to bear the test oi geogiapiucal inquiry.

report of tub i'mithb states coast sl'kvky.

Abe middle of the southern coast of the island of

bears west by north four utiles irom lienta Point, it
about live mile* long from north to south, two

miles broad, mostly covered with brushwood, and
from tllty to eighty feet high. The southern point ts
the most elevated; toe north end terminate* lu a long,
Jew point, and not iar iroui it there is a solitary hut.
The west side trend* about north by east half east,
aud Is bold and steep-to. Oil some pans of tins side
there Is no bottom wnh 1.0 fathoms of line nt threeSuartcrsof a mile fiom the shore, and otT others a
cpth of twenty iailioius nearly a mile distant.

From the southwest point a ledge stretel cs off
Borne distance lu tluit direction, and there are only
four fulhoius at three cables' length off. The east
hie is vcrv sieeti. but the north and northeast shies
are connected to Ucaia roint by a shallow white
bunk, an wtitcli the greatest depth is reported to he
three fathoms. Mori 11 by cast of the Island there Is
a breaker, (food anchorage will he found In from
seven to nine lathoms water at about hiif a mile
from the western shore of the island. This anchorageIs exposed to the west, but the trade wind here
Invariably blows hoine.

Attn VrtQ..A It a Vela lies southwest half west six
and a quarter miles fioin the southwest part of Beata,
and about fifteen nules iroui lieu;a Point. It Is threequartersof a mile loug in n nurtueast hv east and
Southwest by west direction, ami half a mile
wide, and Is almost entirely composed of a remarkablet>ell-sliaped hill, the summit of which Is ftoO feet
above the sea. At three quarters of a tuile from the
north side there Is a small, low, flat, black rock, and
coral bank of soundings, varying from fifteen to

eighteen fathoms, stretches off a mile from the
southeast side. Vessels bound either east or west
will find the hill a most valuable point of departure.
The position of Alta Vela was accurately determined
by Captain W. Owen, K. N., who plnces the summit
or the hill m latitude if deg. as mln. 60 sec. north,
nd longitude 71 deg. 39 mln. 44 sec. west.'*
"Loa Krades, or friars' Kock, lies north hy west

Three-quarters west, nine and a quarter miles from
Vdta Vela; west ten miles from the north end of
lieata. It Is about half a cable In extent and thirty
vfaet high, and at the distance has the appearance of
la oltister of sharp peaked, rugged rocks, with white
ops.the effect of birds' dung.heuce the name."
"The channel between Alia Vela and Heata is qn to

clear; but It will he prudent to keep outside all. The
ohannel between Beata and Heaia l'olnt Is navigable
Tor steamers, buMhty must be of light draught, for,
a wa have said ulmve, there Is a depth or only thrca

fathoms, and the s well is generally very heavy."
It Is thus seen that, lieata island is distant only

four miles from Beata Point, and that Alia Vela, insteadof being twenty, or Ufteen, or ten mlies lieyoud
the extreme sonihcrn point of Dominican territory,
as the clalinante contend, or live leagues, as sirpposedby Mr. C'ozn an in his report,* Is In fact only
fteen miles from Cape deals, and only six and oucTOurthnttlea from the southwest part of Beata Island.

Alta Vela being ww met nigh, is hi full view, not onlyfrom the Island of Bests, but even from Heata Tolnt.
The distance from the Island of lieata to Alto Vclo
being six ami one fourth miles, exceeds by only 1,040
yards the modern range of cannon shot. It is
Worthy of remaik, also, that although the channel
between the isuimbof beata and Alta Vela is quite
clear, yat It is so In,perfect, that It Is deemed prudent
by navigators to keep entirely outside of both. The dq.
population and dosoiation of the province of Azua,

which hntsocotored to live frtqtoiMwan between the
States of Haytl ana St. Douiluao,W indeed hard
extended over that part of the prcwtnoaof Aaua
which Uee nearest the boundary line; bU< those wars,
nevertheless, were not waged for a contested boundary,but were national wars on the part df Haytl
for conquest.on the part of St. Domingo for selfdefenceand Independence. The Secretary does not
thin* that the suspension or Absence of lawful authorityor of deyiuxo occupation by the republic of St.
Domingo affects the question. Sovereign States,
whether insular or continental, acquire territoryby discovery, by purchase, by conquest or by voluntaryannexation. Occupation or demonstration of
power rtejticio in every minute part of a country la
not necessary to establish or maintain a title which
has been lawfully acquired by any or the processesnamed. When territory has been so acquired it devolvesupon new claimants to show that it has been
distinctly conquered und held adversely, surrendered.abandoned or conveyed. It is only upon this
principle that the United States at present retain a
long range of Islands which extend through fortyfivedegrees of latitude In the Pacific Ocean, nut to
speak of many reefs, keys and islands in the Atlantic
Ocean.
in Piayfalr's Geography, vol.«, page 624,we read:.

" Near the coast of tit. Domingo arc several islands,
of which the following are most considerable." Afterenumerating and particularly describing Tortuuoas having been always unsettled and unoccupied,Gonalve as occupied, and Navazza as desert,and Cow's Island as uninhabited and frequented bypirates, and also the island of tit. Louis, he comes to
Deata, which the author describes thus:." La Deata
is an island opposite to Cape Mongou (Cape Beata).It is nearly two leagues anu a half from east to west,
one league wide, and three-fourths of a league irom
land. Tlit} soil la good, aud was once In a state of
cultivation. Till the fall of St. Douilngo it wua the
great resort of French privateers.
In Alccdo's "Geographical and Historical Dictionaryof America ana the West indies" we llud this

account of the city and province of Azua:."Azua, or
Azuca, a town of the Island and government of St.
Domingo, settled by the Adelantado Velasquez In ISM.
It wus called Compostela, from the Comendador
Gallego, who had here an Inheritance. This name,
however, It afterwards lost, and took that of Azua,
which It held In the time of the Indians. It is very
fertile In sugar canes, from which much sugar Is
made. In this district are also some mines of gold,which were formerly worked, but aro at present
abandoned. It has a very good port on the South
Sea, aud Is twenty-four leagues from the capital of
St. Domingo." The author also refers to Ueata:.
"Cape Ueata, a point of the Island of St. Domingo,
on the south coast and running a great way into the
sea. It Is eighty-flve leagues from the city of St.
Domingo, longitude 71 deg. IS mln., latitude 17 deg.
42 min. Ueata, a small Island close to the
south coast of the island of St. Domingo,
and opposite the point of Its name."
In the lllstoire d'ilaiti, vol. 1, page 268, Madlou

tells us that during the I'reuch occupation of the
Spanish part of the island of St. Domingo, the Island
or Ueata wus made luto a canton, and that as such
canton It had the boundaries of the ancient province
or quartier; and that the Island of Ueata, as such
canton, was attached for purposes of criminal jurisdictionto tne canton of Ncybe.
The discovery of guano on the Island of Alta Vela,

although one of the fundamental conditions for movingthe government of the United States to secure
temporary possession of the Island, can have no effectto disturb the lawful rights of the republic of St.
Domingo. That republic, U It luid lawful Jurisdiction
over the island of Alta Vela, could not lose It by failingto appropriate, or eveu by failing to discover, depositsot guano. Indeed, It Is only the commercein guano that is modern. The article
Itself was found In l'eru und adjacent islands in
use as a fertilizer when these regions were conqueredby Plzarro. Guano came luto use as an articleof commerce in 18;>». Certainly the United States
do not forfeit by non-use the coal, Iron, copper aud
gold which are" reported as being so profusely distributedthroughout the lslamls and main land of

The title of St. Domingo to the Island of Alta Vela
has been found by the Secretary of Slate to bear the
test of historical research. Curlstopher Columbus
on the 17th of April, 1402, stipulated certain terms
with the King aud Queen of Spaiii concerning the
hoped-for fruits of the greut enter prise which lie hud
projected:.First, that ne should have, with perpetualsuccession, the utllco of admiral In all
islands aud continents which he might discoveror acquire In the ocean; second, that he should
bo viceroy and governor general, under these
monarch, or all aalil Islands und continents; third,
he reserved to himself one-tenth, deducting expenses,
of all peurls, precious stones, gold, sliver, spices and
all other articles and merchandise in whatever mannerfound, bought, bartered or gained within his admiralty;fourth, he was to huve sole Jurisdiction,
subordinate to the government of Spain, in all causes
uud disputes arising out of traillc between the countriesto be discovered and Spain; tilth, the right to
contribute an eighth part of the expenses.which
contribution he made. These stipulations arc still in
existence, bearing the signatures of Ferdinand and
Isabella. (N'avaraete, vol. a, p. 7; li ving's Columbus,
vol. 3, p. 114.) It was In pursuance of
this contract that Columbus took formal
possession of St. Salvador, his tirst discoveryin tho West Indies, on the 12th of October,
14U2. It was in pursuance or that same contract that
he afterwards took possession of the island of Cuba
lu the name of bis sovereign, and it was in pursuance
of the same contract that lie afterwards entered the
harbor on the west end of the island of Haytl on the
Gth of December, 1402, und named it St. Nicholas.
In pursuance of the same contra* t he raised a cross
on the 12th of December, w hich cross is still seen in
ihe.cathedral of St. Domingo. In pursuance of the
sanie contract lie built a fort, La Navldad, on the 4th
of January, 1403, and founded a city of that name.
While executing the same contract he afterwards
discovered and named the promontory of Monlo
Christo, the Jtlo del Ora, or Santiago, and
the Golfo de las Flechas, now known as the Gulf
of Samana. When Columbus, returning from
his first voyage, arrived at Valparaiso, und related
his discoveries to the King of Portugal, that King
set up a pretence that, by virtue of an existing papal
bull, and of previous capitulations between the sovereignsof Castile and Portugal, the islands and continentswhich Columbus had thus discovered w ould of
right inure to Portugal, and the King accordingly
set on foot an expedition to seize and occupy ihciu.
(Irving's Columbus, vol. 3, p. 267.) Having arrived
at l'aios, in Spain, Columbus despatched a letter to
his sovereign announcing his discoveries, Hie letter
was acknowledged by a reply addressed to him with
the title of "Don Christopher Columbus, our admiral
of the ocean sea, and viceroy, and governor of the
Islands discovered in the Indies." On going
to Barcelona, in April, 1403, Columbus gavphis sovereigns a minute account of tils voyages,
and a description of flic Islands he had discovered,lie displayed specimens of their animal, vegetable
and mineral productions, and exhibited natives of
the newly discovered countries. He pronounced all
these mere harbingers of greater discoveries yet to
be made, which would add realms of incalculable
wealth to the dominion of their Majesties, and w hole
millions of proselytes to the true faith. 'J'hcy assigned
to him a coat of arms, in which the castle and lion
were quartered with his proper bearings, which were
a group of islands surrounded by w nves, with the
motto, "Columbus gave a new wot id to Castile and
Leon." (Irving's Columbus, vol. 3, pp. 26s, 274.)
The conillctlug pretensions of {Spain and Portugal

to the regions discovered by Cqhimbns were referred
by them to Pope Alexander VI., who issued a
bull in which he drew a line of demarcationbetween the territories of Spain ami
Portugal, namely, an ideal line drawn from tlie
north to the south pole, one hundred leagues to the
west of the Azores and the Cape do Verd islands.
Ail laud discovered by the Spaniau navigators to the
west of the line which had not been taken possession
o! by any Power before the previous Christmas was
to belong to the span,sit crown. This line was, on
the 7th of June, 1404, by capitulation between tho
Kings i'f spam ana Portugal, moved to 870 leagues
west of (lie Cape tie Verd islands. So promptly and
so decidedly was settled the greatest questioner
title and t<oundary whiclithe world lias ever known.
(Irving's Coiiiuiiius, vol. h, pagesoo.)

I'nder this papal bud the Spanish monarch
hastened to prepare for ne w and furtlu-r discoveries.lie established an odlce of Indian alfalfa
and custom house ul Seville, with a correspondingoiflee In St. Iiomlngo; and the crown assumed
all the expenses of the colony of St. Domingo and was
to receive all the emoluments. Thus provided, besidesbeing entrusted with tho royal seals and authorityto use ilie name of their MaJ>-siies In letters patentand commissions within the boundaries of Ida
jurisdiction. Coiuinbus proceeded on his second voyage.On his wav out he discovered and took possessionof the islands of Dominica, (.audaloupe,
Antigua, St. Martin, Porto Hlco and others of the
t'aribirean Islands. He arrived at his former harbor
and city of La Navldad on the 27tti of November,
14»iL His forfress was demolished, but lie promptly
repaired It, fouuded the city of Isal* lla and distributedmilitary forces throughout the Island.
Alter these proceedings he visited Cuba and Dominica,and returning from the latter Island to

Hajtt he saw on the 80th of Angnst, 14U4, and gave
name to Cape San Miguel, now know n as Cspe Ttburon,the southern part of the island of Haytl. Here
the natives recognized aud saluted Ulni by his title
ol admiral. At the end of that mouth, according to
the account which he rendered to his sovereign, he
am hured at a small Island, or rather a rock, which
vlaSS ulntflu nllf flf tllA BAU (Iiit.<>alln »n a brnw nana

stretching southward from the centre of the island,
to which promontory he gave the namo of Cape
Heata. The rock at which he anchored had an uppenranceat a distance of a tall snip under sail, froin
which clicumatnnre the admiral called It Alta Vela,
.several seamen were ordered to climb to the top of
the Island, which commaudcd a great extent of
o< can. and there to look out for the two ships which
had parted from the admiral during his voyage. Descendingiroin the summit the sailors killed on the
Island or Alta Vela eight sea wolves, which were
sleeping on the sands. Knocked down many pigeons
and other birds with sticks, and took others with
their iiunds; for In this unfrequented Islands the animalsseemed lo have nonf of the wlldness and timiditywhich Is produced by the hostility of man. (Irvlug'sColumbus, vol. 3, page 434.) Columbus remainedat this anchorage of Alta Vela six days
(Churchill's Voyages, vol. it, page 53a; Herrern, Docad
1, liber 2, chap. 15); and having then been Joined by
the two missing caravel, ho coasted along the
southeastern part of the Island, passing the country
watered by a lmn< h of tho Jtey va. This country
w as n fertile plain tilled with hamlets and detached
bouses so close together that for the space of a
leigne It was a continuous village. (Hist. Han, Domingo,by San Antonio del Monte y l'eyada, 1851,
page >30.)

i omnibus began his third voyage on tho JOtli
of Hay. WW. After having mads large discoveries
on terra tirina or the mamiend of 3omji America, bo
reiurubd to tue Island of II lytlfbr nuron: and Inn ill.
on ihe iOtli of August he acrWAd ht his formot anUiiOrageunder the ill'Is Inland ftt llenm and from
Chat place ho coaiuiuugtu4 WtUr tun Uo U-t, wm»
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wm then exercising, by deputation, the authority of
viceroy over the Island of Haytl. Certainly Columbusooold not have entertained a doubt of tbe tine of
Spain to any of the islands which he discovered. In
nil last will and testament he wrote as follows:.

' In tbe name ofthe most Holy Trinity, who Inspired
toe with the idea, and afterwards made It perfectly
clear to me that I could navigate and go to the
Indies from Spain by traversing the ocean westwardly,which fcommunlcated to tbe King, Don Ferdinand,and to the Queen, Donna Isabella, our sovereigns;and they were pleased to furnish me the
necessary equipment of men and ships, and to make
me their admiral over the aald ocean In all parte
lying to the west of an Imaginary line drawn from
pole to pole, a hundred leagues west of the Cape de
Verd and Aacre islands; also appointing me their
viceroy and governor over all continents and
Islands that I might discover beyond the said line
weetwardly, with the right of being succeeded In
the said offices by my eldest son and his heirs
forever, and a grant or the tenth part of all things
found In the said jurisdiction, aud of all rents and
revenues arising from It, and the eighth of all the
landa and everything else, together with the salary
corresponding to iny rank or admiral, viceroy, governor,and all otner emoluments accruing thereto, as
Is more fully expressed In the title ana agreement
sanctioned by tbelr highnesses.

" And it pleased the Lord Almighty that In the
year one thousand four hundred and ntuety-two I
should discover the continent of the Indies and many
Islands, among them lilspanlolh, which tbe Indlaus
coll Avte, and the Moaicougos, Cepango. I then returnedto Castile to their highnesses, who approvedof my undertaking a second enterprise
for further disooverles aud settlements; and the
Lord gave me victory over the Islaud of lllspaniola.
which extends six hundred leagues, and I conquered
It and made It tributary; and 1 discovered many
islands Inhabited by cannibals, and seven hundred to
the west of lllspaniola, among which is Jamaica,
which we call Santiago, aud three hundred and
thlrty-torce leagues of continent from south to wesL
besides a hundred and seven to the north which I
discovered lu my first voyage, together with many
Islands, as may more clearly be 6een by my letters,
memorials and maritime charts. And as we hope In
God that before long a good and great revenue will
be derived from the above Islands and continent, of
which, for the reasons aforesaid, belongs to mo the
tenth and the eighth, with the salaries and emolumentsspecified above, and considering that we are
mortal, and that It Is proper for every one to settle
his affairs and to leave declared to his heirs and successorsthe property he possesses or may have a
right to, wherefore I have concluded to create an
entailed estate (mayorazgo) out of the said eighth of
the lands, places and revenues In the manner
which I now proceed to state." (Irvlng's Columbus,
vol. 6, p. 444.)
" Tlie Hlstorlade Santo Domingo," by Don Antonio

del Monte y Tejado, published In Havana In the year
1833. contains Columbus' original account of his discoverieslu that Island, and is Illustrated by a chart
which seems to have been copied from the original
charts of Columbus himself. On this chart appears
the Island of Alta Vela, undlstingulshable (probably
by reason of the smalluess of the scale) front tho
main land.
In "Churchill's Voyages and Travels," published In

London, 1744, the author gives this account of tho
discovery of Alia Vela:.
" on Saturday, the l td, a cacique came to the ships

crying aJiniruiUe. aluilranle; that Is, admiral, admiral;whence he inferred that must be the point of
lilsp tnlolu, lur till then he knew it not. At the m l
of August he anchored at a small Island, which looked
like a sail, becauso it Is high, and called it Alta Vela,
being twelve leagues from I.a Beata. The other two
ships being out of sight lie caused some men to go up
to the top of tho island to discover them, and the
seamen killed live Mali that lay asleep on ihe sands,
knocked down many birds with staves and took some
with their hands, lor that part not being Inhabited
they tied not lToiu thoin. Alter six days the other
slops came up; they proceeded to the island I.a
Ucata, which is small, and thence coasted along
liispaninla to a river, on which lies a curious plain
very populous, now called Do Caiattnn; that is, Catharine's,from a lady It belonged to." The same account
of tho discovery of Alta \ela and Beata Is given by
Churchill In the chapter entitled "The Discovery of
the West ludles by Christopher Columbus, together
with his Life and Actions."

In a map which accompanies M. L. E. Morean do
Saint Mary's "Description, Topographical, Natural,
Civil, Political and Historical, of the French part of
the island of bt. Domingo," published In I'liihrdolphla1707, there are laid down, on the southern coast
of Huytl, Cape LaBoaia, the island La Beata, the
island Alta \ ela und two Islands called Los l'r.iiles;
aud the boundary between the French part und the
bpanish part of St. Domingo Is distinctly traced from
the mouth of the river I'edcrnales, on tlie south, to
the bay of MancenlUa, on the north, as It has been
heretofore recited.
On a French war map of St. Domingo, made during

the revolution for Independence lu llayti, the demarcationline as fixed "between Hie French and
hpantards in 177«," w indicated, and rape lieata,
Keaia Island, and Alta Vela are delineated us falling
within the Spanish part, and as Included In the provinceof Aaua. Xlcata Inland 1m separated from Cape
lieata by a strait live miles wide. This strait Is
marked as having a depth varying from twenty-four
to thirty feet. Alta \ela Is separated from lieata
Island by a strait a little less than six miles wide,
and Is fourteen in Ilea distant from Cape lieata.
"Cood anchorage" la marked oif lieata island, only
live miles distant from Alta Vela.
In llakluyt's Voyage, vol. 4, page 103, first publishedIn the year 1699, directions ure given to the

mariner for his voyage from St. Domingo to Nucva
Espauuas, In these words:.

"If you will sayle from St. Domingo, In Hispaniola,
In Nucva Espanua, stlrre away south-southwest untilyou come upas t'arrc as the point of Nig&o; and
from thence stlrre away west-southwest, and so you
shall flnde the Isle ol lieata. And if you salle from
this point of Nicao for Ocoa you must passe along the
coast west and by north until you come to Puert o
llernioso, or the beautiful haven, which Is 18 leagues
distant from St. Domingo; and Ir you proccedc from
Puerto ilcnnoso for Nucva Kspuuna you must stlrre
away south-southwest uutil you looke out for Bculu
and Alta vela."

lie continues to give " markes of the Isle of
Beata":.

" Beata Is a small Island, and not very high; yon
may passe along tne outside thereof, and there is no
danger hut that you may see; und by and by you
shall raise Alta vela; and from thence you must
stlrre away west and by south to give a birth from
the Islands called Los Fralles or the Friers. Ami
when you are us farre ahead as the Fralles, then you
must stlrre away west and by north, and so you
shull goe right with Bacoa, and before you come to It
you shall see high cragglecllifes, and at the descendingof them white paths like great shectcs; these
high craggle mountaincs arc called Las Sierras do
Donna Maria. And before you come to the sayde
point of Bacoa you shall discover a little lowe Island,
even with die sea, and full of trees, which is culled
Islu Daque."
At page 113 of the same book, under what Is called

"The second rattier for the West Indies," are given
" the latitudes of the headlands, capes and Islands,
as well of Madera, the Canaries and the West Indies,
and of the Azores and the Isles of Cabo Verde." In
giving the latitudes of the ca|>cs of Hispaniola the
author puts " the point of the isle of Suoua in 17}i;

Across the
lower part arc written the words, "Tola lernt
Inuenta p. Crlstofa Colonbo Juuueusls dc He de
Spanla."
on another chart, without date, of the same collection,of particular parts of America, the West India

Islands are given without names, except Cuba and
Bahama and "Spagnola," while Yucatan Is marked
us an lslund. Two small Islands are found adjacent
to "Spagnola," corresponding to llea'a and .vita
Vela, but are without names.
A very ancient chart of the oaRt coast of America,

Still another map is fonnd, which Is a copy of the
original which was made and engraved in the year1684, by the well known Italian chartographer, Paulo
Forlano. The original bears the inscription, "TheIsland of Spagnola, now called the Island of St.
Domingo, which is most fertile in many things; for
instance, in cotton, gum, aloes, cinnamon, gingerand other apices." Oir the southern coast is marked
Cape de los Bos and eight islands, two of which are
named "Beata" and "Aha Vela," and all of iheui are
colored as belonging to Kapanlola.In a map of the Authlian islands, drawn by Martinesin 1578, the island of llayti is found under the
name of Spugn<>i,<, with two Islands very close to
the shore, one of which is named "Biata"and the
other Fruiles. Aha Veladoes not appear.A further map appears which was copied from a
work entitled " Description de las iudias ocidcutulcs
de Antouia do Herrara, 1001." The map has the title
" Description del dlstuco del Audteuela de la Espaiiola."The geographer who made this copy remarksin regard tu this mup as follows:."Thoughthere have been made already before this time (ltiol)hotter and more complete maps of tho principalWest India islands, of Cuba, of Hayid, Ac., still
this map is remarkable as a general one of all
those regions, giving in a pretty full aud completemanner all the names of tho Islands and of the
principal settlements, capes, Ac., and showing the
positlous and relations ol' ah those Islands in a very
true aud correct manner. In the original the uanie
of the Antilles is not to be found on the map. They
are called 'Ynlaa de lu mar del Norte,' (the islands |
01 uie i\oiin isea.) Many or Uio names appear probablyfor tlie tli>ir lime on an engraved and printedmap." The towns of St. Homing* and Azua ait)
given, and tlie peninsula of Beata U called La Culogia,separated iroin wlilcti appear the islands "Sabeata"and "Altobelo," with oilier islands correspondingto Los Fralles.
We nave 110 cvldeuoo that any part of the original

Spanish province of St. Domingo was over alieuaie<i
by Spain before the Dominican revolution. By
that revolution the whole of that dominion inured to
St. Duuilngo. We have seen that tlie republic of St.
Domingo lias ever since maimed the whole of It, Includingthe isle oi A it a Vein.

Legislators can seldom expect to foresee all tho

THE ELEVATED RAILWAY.

An Experiment'Character of the Road.
Security Against Accidents.Peculiarities.
Rapidity of Travel.Fare.Promises.Fat
Dividends and Aceonimodntlon.
Those of our readers who at any time within the

past six months have passed through the lower or
southern end of Greenwich street must have ob-
served on Its western side a railroad track, upheld
by a scries of strong looking plltara of wrought iron,
extending from Battery place northward half a mile,
or to the near neighborhood of Cortiandt street.
This elevated road.a section of one that In time may
extend to Yonkers.has been put up for the purpose
of testing the capabilities of a track and curriagc,
the whole modus operaall of which Is the Invention
of Charles T. llarvcy, and secured by upwards
of twenty patents, covering sotno eighty claims,
that since 1806 have been secured In France, Kngland,the British Provinces and the United States.
The road, taken as a whole, is unique, and Its success,although no actual experiment has been mado

upon It, is admitted by Intelligent engineers and experiencedrailroad men. As a means of conveying
passengers quickly, cheaply and safely from one end
of the island to the other there seems to he little
doubt of Us future superiority over roads laid on the
surface of the ground or "in the deep besom of the
earth buried."
on the completion of the material inventions of

Mr. llarvey, In 1809.that Is, of those which were

necessary to the sure working of a railway such as
Is contemplated, an association was formed, and the
Legislature of the ,State Incorporated it under the
title of "Tito West Shlc and Yonkers Patent Hallway
Company," and authorized It "to operate exclusively
by means of propelling cables attached to stationary
engines, placed beneath or beyond any street through
which a railway may pass, and shall be concealed
from view so far as the same may bo detrimental to
the ordinary uses of said streets."
other rights not hurtful, however, to the public,

were granted this company, upon condition that its
failure or success should depend, so far as the workingof the road went, upon the opinion of a Hoard of
Commissioners, three in number, two of whom were
to he appointed by tho Governor, and the third by
theC'roton Commissioners. On the passage of the
act the company commenced the erection of the experimentalhalf-mile section, but Its progress has
been slow. I.ast summer, when ground was broken,
nn Injunction was sued out by interested parties and
the work delayed two months, when tho Injunction
w.-w removes, anu it pernaps is won nerc to sratc
ttiatat no time have owners of property on the projectedlino raised objections to the necessary excavationsfor the purpose of building vaults in which
small engines are to be placed for operating the road,
the rains commenced and it was not until some

months subsequently to tho erection of the
llrsl Iron column that visible progress could be made.
During the past winter every propitious day was
seized to push the section forward, and It Is now alt
hut ready for the crutla exptrtmentum that is to
decide Its fate.
The road, we should here remark, Is built with a

single track, the design being to have lines of toad
on opposite sides of the thoroughfare through which
It may pass, the cars or trucks movlug Iri opposite
or contrary directions. Each track will bo live feet
In width between tho centre of the rails and be supporter!by a series of columns of about nine Inches
diameter at tho surface of the pavement. These
columns are, In the section erected, placed at, Intervalsof about twenty-five feet, except at street crossings,where they are necessarily further apart, along
the curbstone, between the sidewalk and the carriageway.These again are attached by girders or
braces to the track, which Is placed perpendicularly
to thctr entres and at a distance In the clear of fourteenfeet from the pavement.
The engines in the street vaults, built Immediately

nn.lop tho trass* at .llotanoAo /.f Half a miln siro in-

tended to revolve endless steel wire mpe*. to which,
by en ingenious device, the carriages arc, while
passing up or flown, to bo attached or disengaged,
aivl is perfectly under the control of the brakeman.
The steel wire rope Is monnted with small "trucks.''
with shoulders, at regular distances (ifto feet), and to
these the car is attached or detached and stopped
with perfect safety and without notse or Jar within a
distance of thirty-Ave feet. This result Is obtained by
means of a series of elliptical springs on a revolving
shaft, placed lengthwise to the car. Ity means of
this splial shaft.under, as we have said, the care of
the brakeman.the cars are mounted on patent
wooden tread-whwls, also a new Invention, faced with
single or double flanges.run without noise. This
wheel has been pronounced infinitely superior and
more durable and less txpenslvp than any heretoforeInvented, and wittdn ten years will sujiersede
those now used on cars propelled by steam.

It la the Intention (A the eompanr to fit up below
the Park, at distance* or a guattoror a tulle, sub-
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statical; above the Park there will be places at everyhalf mile. These stettoos are to have receptionrooms, with every convenience for ladles and ctiil.dren, and walling rooms for gentlemen. The passengerenters one of theve places, ascends stairswithin the building to the secoud story, where lie
pays his fare and then steps oil to a platform, if a carIs at hand, and thence is whirled away at a comfortablerate to his destination, be it one or many uuartersof a mile.
The peculiarity of the coaches on this roa<l Is their

perfect safety, certainty In time, freedom from smoke,dust, noise and, we may add, the light a tut air which
are commanded by their elevation from the ground.The track and trucks, carriages and wheels are so
well guarded that It Is impossible f«r an accldeut to
happen. The cars cannot be capsized. Tiiey are
provided with friction or protecting rollers at each
eud of the platform, and these, with side guards,
prevent the wheels iroui being ihrowu oil the track.
In this respect they are absolutely safe.
Each car is entered by a side door. At the end of

each carriage a platform will be placed; oue exclusivelyfor the brakeuien, the other for express packages,Ac.
it Is lutended to run these cars at intervals of two

minutes, and their average speed, Including stoppages,will be about fifteen miles an hour. Morning
and evening trains from and to Youkers will be run
at a much higher rate, to accommodate the working
classes. From the battery to Harlem river the time
will be thirty minutes, and to Youkers about fortyflvoor fifty minutes.
Thus It will be seen, at all seasons, despite of

storm, rain, lee or snow.the workiugman, now
con lined to small, crowded, lugh priced and poorly
