French Opinlon of the Irish Church Question,

That old edifice, the Established Church of Ire-
land, the organization and imperfections of which
no one ventured to denounce, is about to be battered
down, to the great stupefaction of its admirers, who
are confounded by so much sudacity. Mr. Glad-
stone will derive honor from having struck the first

After along period of politionl quiet and Iinaction wo
have been, since the feturn of the Grand Vizier, kept
constantly on the gui vite, important and unlooked-for
changes belng announced almost daily, The removal
of Rushdi Pachs, Minlster of War, followed by that of
Ealmil Pacha, “m": Grand Councll, was,
it appears, ohly setting on foot one of
the most important innovations that has taken place
here for many years, which affords striking evidence
of the desire of the Bultan to promptly carry out a
system of reform, the beneficial effocta of which will
be speedily felt throughout the whole empire,

For some monthe past the Sultan has been dealrons
of establishing & colnell of atate, which might co-
opernte In carrylng out the views of s Majesty; but
the nefr nnan 1a8 boon delayed in consequence of
goveral of t ﬁ&m aving hitherto advised
agalnst Ib cil Is forthwith to bo organized
under the ney of Midhat Pacha, Iate Governor

ing tranaformed into & Judlclal conrt of appeal.
The attributeg and dutiea of the new Council are to
ryvise the laws for governing the provinces, to study
the best moans of amellorating the condition of the
population and of improving the resources of the
ompire, aud to adopt moasures for Increasing the
revenues aud rostoring the nances to & sound and

healthy stale. The new constitution will also rellewe
the Grand Vizier of much burdensome labor and re-
sponsibility, which has hitherto fallen upon lis
shoulders,

Three members have been already named, two of
whom are considered a3 belonging to the party of
“ Young Turkey," whose admission to the new coun
il has astonlshed many people here, and (3 regarded
a8 an lmportant step tending toward the reallzation
of parllamentary institutions. Fuad Pachs, In a
despatch recently published in the Turklsh Blue
Book, calls attention to the progreas made by Turkey
during the past twenty years, while he says it took
Europe four centuries to emerge from the darkness
and errors of the middle ages. In view of what 18
now passing under our eyes, we begin to hope that
Turkey will keep on the track of reform, and that,
ere many years, by dint of developing (s vast re-
sources through wise adminlstralive measures, it
may yet clear up its difculities and assume I8 right-
ful tlon among the Powers of Europe—in fuct,

The friendly relatlons between Turkey and Persia
have recently been disturbed by a difficulty that has
arisen in regard to the settlement of the long stand-
ing boundary question.

Mr. Chief Justice Cliase delivered the opinion of the
court;—This cause is now before us on motlon to dis-
miss the appeal from the Clreult Court from the dls-
trict of Misslssippl. On November 12, 1867, a writ of
habeas corpus was lssued from that court upon the
petition of McCardle, directed to Alvin €. Gillem and
E. 0. C. Orq, requiring them to produce the body of
the petitloner, together with the eause of his impri-
sonment, and to ablle the order of the court Ia
respecl to the legality of such imprisonment. At the
time of lssulng the order E. 0.0. Ord was Brevet
Major General commanding the Fourth Military
District, and Alvin O, Glllem was Brevet Major Gen-
eral commanding the subaistrict of Mississippl,
under the Reconstructlon scts of Congress. Im
obedience to the writ Major General Giilem, on the
218t of November, made a return of the canse of im-
prisonment, from which It appeared that McCardle
had been arrested and was held in custody for trial
by a military comm!sslon, under the alleged
authority of the Reconstruction aets, for charges,
firat, of disturbance of the publlo peace; second, of
ineiting Insurrection, disorder and vivlence; third,
of libel, and fourth, of impeding reconstruction,
On making this return Major General Gillem surrens
dered McCardle to the court, and he was orderad in-
to ¢ustody of the Marshal, Sabseguently on the
25th of November, 1867, the Clrcuit Court mljuﬂga
that the petitioner be remsnded to the eusiody
Major General Gillem, feom whiteh jJudgment the ﬂll-
tloner pruyed an appesl to this court, whioh
was allowed and a bond for costs %l\‘uu aceords
ing to the order of this conrt n  the 25th
of November, on 8 motion of the petitloner,
he was admitted to bail on his own recognlzan
with suMletent suretles, In the sum of one muusnﬁ
dollars, conditloned for his appearance to ablde by
and perform the final judgment of this court.

This
tlon seems to be an objection to the Jurisdiction of
the Circuit Court over the cause rather than to the
urisdiction of this court on appeal, and the latter
