“The British Army in Hopeful Advauce—Sixty
Miles from Magdala=King Theodorus Une
eany=Fine Condition of the Queen’s Troops.

QuEeN's Horer, Loxpoy, April 18, 1868,

~ The War OMce has recelved despatches from Major

‘CGeneral Napler, commanding the army in Abysainla,

‘dated at his headquarters, beyoud Lake Ashangl,

«dated 23d of March.

The General reports that he would march from
Lat on that day at the head of the first column
‘of the army, & portion of the troops having
started |n advance towards Magdala the day before,
1224 ultimo.

The army was nnencumbered by baggage and
;lltl already crossed throngh o mountain pass rang-
“Ing at an elevation of ten thousand feet above the
Aevel of the sca.

"The sccond column of the army was one day's
muarch In the rear of the headquarters foree, and &
'mumber of elephanta carrying the cannon, with the
"ast column two days march behind.

General Napier, with the extreme advance, was
WXty miles distant from the furtress of Magdala.

Reports recelved by the Britlsh otlcers represent
IElog Theodorus as having become uneasy at the
prospect.

The British troops were a3 in good health and ex-
cellent condition and spirits.

Alarming Assassinntion.

. Featherstonhangh, Esgq., of Westmeath, one of
the wealthiest men of that county and a great land
owner, was shot and killed last night near his
resilence by an unknown man. The pssassin escaped
in the darkoess, The police are on his track, but
have as yet made no arrest,

(Mr, Featherstonbizngh, the murderad gentleman,
was amau of blgh soclal standing, a strong supporter
of the government and what is termed an ** active
magistrate' on behalf of the Crown, 11is assassination
will, therefore, cavse deep dismay, perhaps alarm to
the royal party now in Ireland. The name of the
deceassd gentieman 18 not unknown on the judicial
records of the city of New York. Some few years
since an Irishman was arrested at Haverstraw, in
this State, charged with “attempt to murder in
Ireland, and luis extradition, under the Ashburton
treaty, sought by the DBritish authorities. The
original warrant for his arreat was signed by Mr.
Featherstonhaugh, but, although the man was iden-
tified by a very intelligent Irish pollceman, one of our
most distingulshed lnwyers obtained his dlscharge
oun the ground that Featherstonhsugh's commission
to act ns a magistrate of the Queen was not duly
proven before the court.]

The bloody carnage of vesterday ut Cart's Rock,
