Speech of tinrral Kchuficld Before the Rf«
construction louventlon.He Opposes tin
Teat Oath.Some Sound Advice.Ilia t'ouu«
ael U Rejected.

Richmond, April it, 180*.
A committee of ttie Convention having Inquired ol

Ceneral bclioticld whether lie had any funtier torn
munication to nuke to the body previous to lu a<L
journinent, the chairman reported to-day that the
General would either communicate or wait upor:
them in person. At noon to-day, for the first tune
Geueral feehofieid entered the Convention unan
nounced, and was escorted to a seat uear the chait
by Mr. Thomas. After a brief introductory, the
General said:.
Mu. Pkksident ami Gentlemen ok the Convex

tion.It atlords me inucit pleasure to cougratulute
you upon tl>e near aDnroacli of the terminatloa ol
your long ami arduous* labora. I have watched yotu
progress with interest and at tunes with no tittle
anxiety. Representing as you do every shade <>i
political opinion.every extreme of Interest, policy
uud purpose.it is not strange that you should have
found in the course of your deliberations difficulties
which seerued almost insurmountable, uie* which
could only have been overcome by long, patient and
persevering labor. I have not hesitated to say
to you, through those gentlemen of your body
Who have been pleased from time to lime to
ask my opinion upon ihe subjects presented for your
consideration, that there were certain provisions proposedto be engrafted into the constitution which, in
my judgment, if adopted would prote fatal to thai
instrument. 1 refer more particularly to the extendeddisfranchisements and disqualifications for
office not provided for by the acts or Congress. You
have wisely, as I flunk, determined that so far us
disfranchisements are concerned to leave the subject
as ordained by Congress. In other words to frame
your constitution in that important particular upon
the basis laid down by your friends in Congress.
There only remains, so lur as lam aware, a single
provision that i regard as seriously objectionable, l
refer to that portion wiiicli prescribes the qualificationsfor office, and which, 1 believe, Will be, if
allowed to remain la its present form, detrimental
in ils effect upon the adoption of the constitution.
It Is practically impossible to carry on a government
in Virginia predicated upon that basis. I have been
now for more than a year administering the laws in
accordance with the reconstruction acts of Congress
in this State. I have had to select and appoint registeringofficers, as well as civil officers, in the dliferent
counties throughout the state. In sonieof the counties1 have been able to Hud one, and only one; in
some two. and in some three, men of either race, who
could read and write, and who could at the same
time take the oath of office. There are, I believe, m
Virginia, some counties which will require to carry on
tin* government by thirty or more civil officers, such
ii» iiiagisjraies, toierius, constaoies, overseers 01 me
poor, Ac. you cannot iiud m these counties
a number of men who are capable of filling the
ottl. es and who can take the oath you have prescribed
here. They pay u very limited salary ami even the
common laborer could not alford to come from
abroad for the purpose of filling' them. I have no
hesitation In say Ion that 1 believe It impossible to Inauguratea government upon that basis. I have
heretofore abstained from any attempt to exercise
the slightest iniluence over your actions. As you
will remember at the commencement of your session
1 even referred to yourselves the question of the
returns and qualifications of members, leaving you
free to adopt such a course as you should deem wise
ami proper. Now, however, my duty, it would seem,requires me to convey to you what conceive to bo
the effect or such a iaw, iw practical bearing upon
the political affairs of the country and upon the interests,if you please, of the party to which you belong.That provision, if left in the constitution, will,
I believe, be not only opposed to the wishes of your
friends, but will be fatal tokthe constitution uml
perhaps fatal to yourselves. I cannot, of course, say
that all the other provisions, aside from thai, are
such us I would have (nought best and wisest under
all the circumstances, i presume that no per in
could suy that of any constitution la the Tinted
States, an being more or leu the result of compromisesmade between the opinions of a hundred or
more men ami may not m every particular please
every one. Hut as far as I can see your constitution
in all essential particulars is neither better nor worse
than the constitution of any of the States now In the
t'nion. Whether the trovernment established r.nder
it will prove good or bud will stmpiy depend upon
tlie kind of men you elect to (ill the different offices.
If good men are elected you will have a good government;If bad, you will certainly have a bad one.
Kspeclally is this true of the ineu you elect. 10 form
the first legislature. That legislature will «have a
work to do scarcely less Important than that
devolving upon this Convention, !t will be
necessary to modify the code or laws to correspondwith the new order of political principles
on which the constitution Itself Is based. The mannerin which that work Is to tie done and also the
necessity that may exist for future changes und the
modes prescribed for making them should determine
the qualificationsof those elected to that body. I say,
then, whatever your government organized undet
this constitution will lie, s good or a bad, one ts to tn
determined by the qualifications of the men electei
to carry It on. Iu this view of the case you should
have left open ttie widest field from winch to etioosi
these men, ami I kuve no doub* that both parties wil
exert their utmost strength and put forth their bes
ami ablest men to inaugurate he new government
if this is done I see no reason whatever why Vtrglnh
may not at once enter uncn a course of prosper it;
and happiness, rapidly lending toward ihat grea
destiny which I fully nobeve a km I und lieneficen
Providence has in store. I roc no m i-on wi.y, unde
a wise constitution, if Inaugurated and put in opera
lion throughout the Stale, she mav not at once rc
siimc her proper place among the sister
hood of States, (icntlcmen, 1 wish you al
success in your laudable aspirations, and especially
in y our efforts lo restore Virginia to her place lu thi
Union. Nothing will afford me greater pleasure (ant
I hope the time is verv near when I can e.Mieri&nci
it), than to turn over to the constitutional represen
tttlitiof the people of Virginia the newer I not

Ten Thousand Hollars Curried Oil".

One of the boldest and. for the criminal, most successfulcases of peculation, whereby a well known
business flrtn was swindled out of a large sum of
money, has just come to light. Although the discoveryof their employe's crime was known by the
firm several days ago, for obvious reasons the facts,
which are as foilons, were withheld from the
public:.
Morris Koegel for sir years past has been In the

employ of Messrs. I. Walxel A Hrothcr, cattle dealers,
whose office la on the corner of Madison and La
Salle street*. Acting for tbent In the capacity of
bookkeeper and cashier he enjoyed their fullest confidenceand was looked upon ns a younir man of
houestv and much worth. He was accordingly
trusted with the greater part of their monpy matfra,
collecting bllla which had become due and frequently
having cheeks signed in blank left at Ids command
with which to draw funds from the hank and payoff
the debts of the firm. This latter circumstance was
especially the case a few weeks since, when the
senior member of the firm went East on business.
Before leaving the city he signed. In blank, several
checks and left them to be naed If necessary.

Last week Koegel, who had probably waited for
sucli a favorable opportunity, filled several of these
cheeks out at different times and sent them to the
bank, drawing in all the sum of ffl.*oofr«m the
bunking house where Messrs. Walxel deposited their
money. Not satisfied with this large sum and determinedto swindle the firm ss much as possible he
collected Mils which had become due, to tha amount
or $a,4uo more, and with th« entire amount, |1o,juo,
left for parts unknown. Not alone, however, for
with him went a woman of the town, called Katie
Newton, but whose real name Is Catharine Reynolds.
Koegel lias been keeping her for some time as his
uimtresa. The two left tills city on last Saturday af.
fernoon at half pnsf four o'clock via the Michigan
