All the eminent men of the republic in the city were

present. Speeches were made and appropriate resolutionsadopted.
The State of Oaxaca has abolished the local tax on

provisions and domestic products.
The Indian war continued In the State of Sonora.
Governor McCormick, of Artsona, and the Mexican

Governor of Sonora had had an Interview, at which
arrangements were made for securing the tight of
transit through Mexican territory.
A Protestant church bad been opened in the Mexicanoapiui.

[A dry and a rainy season are experienced with

great regularity in Abyssinia. The rainy season
extends from May to September, and with the exceptionof a few showers in the beginning of November
little more rain falls during the year. The temperatureof the highlands is mild, but at great elevations
the cold is very severe. Malaria, which induces the
most fatal inflammatory fevers, prevails In the valleysduring the rainy season, and it is almost certain
death to sleep In some portions of the low districts
during Its visitation; the entire populations of villagesascending to the mountains at such times to
escape It. J

Leopold Auer, with the brothers Muller, have been

performing uuartet In Berlin and other places in
Germany with great success.
An electric organ Is being built for her Majesty's

The organ Is u>
be erected at a distance behind the scenery, as usual,
but the organist will for the first time take Ills place
near the conductor, and In the orchestra. An
electric cable of insulated wires will pass beneath
the stage, connecting the keys with the Instrument.

NOTES ON ART.
The brilliant sun and sort, balmy air of Saturday

succeeded In drawing to the clussic halls of the
Academy of Design a large number of visitors. The
fair women of New York turned out in force on the
first Saturday of the spring exhibition; and the
ladles could have no better place than the Academy
in which to display their Easter clothing. The large
rooms, the many pictures and the handsome dresses
combiucd to form an ennemble aa striking as beautiful.
The present exhibition is a decided improvement

upon the one of last year. There are few large pictures,and thus uot only is au opportunity given to
modest merit, but space Is not monopolized by a
few men. Auother very pleasing feature In
the exhibition Is the absence of those portraitswhich, like Charles Lamb's jokes, were
good.In the way of entertainment.booanse they
were so bad. The few portraits on the walls, with
one or two exceptions discreetly hung almost out
of sight, arc fine exponents of this noble branch of
painting. Quite a number of some of our most
prominent artists are conspicuous only by not being
represented. Tills bus made the collection interestingby giving space to works by. young and comparativelyunknown painters. From the older men
we should have known what to expect; bnt° there Is

is agreeable if not sometimes umusing. Many of
the pictures by the new men, although very poor,
intrinsically, yet give signs of promise, and lead us
to expect speedy and valuable accessions to the
ranks of those "whom Genius calls her own." The
defect is, these works arise mainly from drawing,
the majority of the pictures showing a good eye for
color and strong handling. With careful attention
and earnest study many of those artists who are
now deservedly laughed at would, in a short time,
become eminent brothers of the brush.
In a notice like the present it is impossible to give

a critical digest of all #the pictures; we shall, therefore,content ourselves for the nonce with some of
the most noticeable. Very attractive paintings are
the two companion pieces by Mr. W. 11. Beard,
entitled severally, "Evening on the Prairie" and
"Morning on the Prairie." In the former is depicted
a troup of sandhill cranes busily searching on the
marshy ground for food; dim twilight is stealing
over the picture, and tu the background are seen
the last faint gleains of the setting sun. In the
other, "Morning," the picturesque birds are heavily
rising and taking flight "to fresh Holds and pastures
new." The moist ground and quiet water, on which
are sleeping pond lilies, arc lit up by the ascending
sun. The light trickles through the uiorulng mist
and a brilliant hand stretches above it. The atmos{iliertceffect in both of these pieces is fine, purtlcuarlyso In the "Morning," the delicate gradations of
color in the midst being extremely well rendered.
The warmth and heat of the departed day are also
well given In the "Evening."
Mr. Uiguoux sends but one painting. It is called

"I^ike in the Wilderness," and is replete with that
Bolt, tender warmth for which the productions of hla
pencil are so well known. A smooth sheet of water
occupies the centre; at the back curve mountains
and to the right are stately nodding pines. The mist
Is slowly lifting from the mountains and Its curling
forms are reflected In the water below, "the sun,
shorn of his beams, looks horizontal through the
misty air." The workmanship of the painting Is soft
and delicate, fully in accordance with the conception
of the subject. The detada and minor points are well
worked up and the light effect carefully managed.
Mr. Gignoux is a skilful artist, and, as this picture
tells, a successful student of nature In her most
poetical and beautiful moods.

Mr. McEntee exhibits three pictures." The Ruin,"
"Ad Autumnal Afternoon" and "Lake Placid" In
the Adirondack Mountain. The flrst of these is an
Impressive painting; a ruined tower rises over ail
empty, dreary waste of snow and stands out in bold
relief against the wintry moon creeping up into s
chilly sky; the cold, dreary effect is striking. The
"Autumnal Afternoon " is bright and pleasing; well
painted are the variegated grass and the birches
with their turning leaves of glowing colon; diffused
over the scene is a dim, shimmering haze. Mr.
McEntee in this picture is happy in hU rendering of
the rich loxunousness of an American fall. The
" Lake Placid " is equally good; in the distance is the
mountain, robed In mist and crowned with brilliant
sunlight; the water is in repose and reflocts rocky
bauks adorned with the gorgeous tints of fall.
