The Old Colony Is a staunch and swift boat. She

was built in this city in 1805 by J. Knjtlis A Son. Her
ngines were made at the Allaire Works. The boilers
ire two in number ami of the tubular kind, having
n each boiler sixty tubes or pipes. She is 310 feet in
length, forty-three feet breadth of beam and fourteen
Ml three inches depth of hold. When loaded her
liauirht is ten feet six inches.
