A littke light thrown upon the operations of the
‘Treasury ring just at this time would be productive

‘of mueh good. Whatever change may take place in
administrations or parties, the Treasury ring re-

muing, ready to adapt itsell Lo any political exigency
80 long as 1L 14 permitted to manipulate the people’s
money for its own benefil. Changing one form of
government security for another and making a fat
commiasion on both; making secret salea of govern-
ment gold, so a8 to leave o handsome margin to
operators, and depositing the people's borrowed
money in pet national banks, without interest, are
among the favorite operations of Lhia infamous com-
bination, which exists only by the timidity of politi-

The blll prohibiing the deposit of public money in
national hanks in pluces whore government Sub.
