Id the conduct of the case. When he did speak,
however, his words were listened to with breathless
attention. Unlike preceding days, Senators did not
bBSJ themselves In writing letters, reading newspapersor chatting with each otUer; they did not quit
their places and wander to tltfretlring rooms or galleriesfor refreshment or relaxation; they all remainedfixed In their seats, spellbound by the eloquenceof the speaker, and for a full hour during the
impressive peroration which lie pronounced a pin
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ao still and attentive were his auditors. It la surpriaingbow many converts bave been made to t.ie
aide of acquittal since this address, and bow general
has become the opinion that the trial canuot possibly
result iq conviction. It will require arguments somewhatmore powerful than anything that has yet emanatedfrom the honorable Managers, and eloquence
of a higher order than Mr. Butler's or Mr. Houtweli's,
to destroy the etTect of Judge Uroesbeck's brilliant
effort of yesterday.
Monday's Proceedings the Impeachment

Trial.
The entire proceedings of the High Court of Impeachmentto-morrow will be devoted to speeches on*

the side pf the prosecution. Mr. WUllains is expectedto lead off with an argument of about three
hours' length, discussing the legal questions
involved in the case. Tliad Stevens will
follow in a speech of fully six columns, devoted
to the Tenure of OiQce act. There seeuis to be considerabledoubt among the friends of Mr. Stevens
whether he will have the strength to get through
with his speech. To-day, however, he feels In good *

spirits, and thinks he will be aide to accomoiish his
task. Great cariosity Is exhibited to hear what Old
Thad has to say for himself.
Mr. W. P. Peddrlck, of Philadelphia, who has been

health are now issued from that port; also that the
cholera lias ceased at St. Thomas. Up to the 2lst of
Karen, the date of the last official report, there had
been 621 cases and 389 deaths. The Consul adds:.
"Since that period bat two deaths have been reported
to tbe government and clean bills of health are
Issued by the authorities there. The quarantine
here, however, still continues on all vessels &oin St.
Thomas. Slight shocks of earthquake still continue,
but none of any severity have been felt since the
11th, 23d and 27A of March."

Tbe Itelected Testimony. What Rtnnton

The Cabinet testimony excluded by a vole of the

Senate -was greatly needed to complete the President'sdefence for purposes or historical reference.
Tlie main poiuts bearing npon the case and calculatedto luiluence a decision are embodied 1n the
President's statements, which were admitted as evidence;but there were some specific details which an

interlocutory examination would have developed
that would not only have shown the coinciding tendencyof Mr. .stunt-.n'n opinions, bnt would have revealedthe fact that he was an earnest advocate of
the coarse which the President subsequently adopted.
That the substance of the Cabinet testimony was
well known u> those members of the Senate who
voted against Its admission cannot be doubted, and
it la equally certain that considerations as to Its
quality and weight must have determined their
action.

If the main point was to obtain a partisan verdict
by depriving the prosecution of an ordinary and legal
Beans of <tcfence, It is now a matter of serious conaideration whether such a result would not have
been gained at the hazard of consequences that Insteadof promoting political advantage might uitimately prove to be sacrlOcial. «

The rejected testimony. If each Individual member
of the Cabinet bad been placed upon the stand, IncludingMr. Stanton himself, would have shown that
the Secretary or War was the drat sad most earnest
to condemn the Tenure of omcu set at the drat meet-
Uik of the Cabinet called to consider and discus* IU
peculiar provisions. It would have shown, if admitted,thai i* the Cabinet consultation upon this
question there was enure unanimity; that Mr. Stantonwas the most positive and emphatic In his

requested ;he aid of some of the members in
the preparation of the objections unanimously
agreed upon In consultation; that to Mr. Bunionand Mr. Seward was assigned the labor of
preparing the veto message; that Mr. Stanton

write the message, because lie was suffering from a
rheumatic affection which made It dimcutt and painfulfor him to labor with his pen, but that he volunteeredto furnish legal data for Uic argument, and
that he actually did so.

Representatives during the past two years.

It Is a well known fact that some of the members

to the solicitude of the Secretary of the Senate to
furnish an incumbent for the collectorahip of the port
of New York. If Andrew Johnson la Impeached and
removed from otllce, no sane man can doubt that
the masses will not only be eager to hear, but will
demand his vindication by oracular statements and
documentary proof, whetuer It be la the form of
the rejected testimony or evidence that the world
does not dream la In existence.
At the present time even the most radical Senators

are in great doubt as to the ultimate consequences of
impeachment, The Managers and their adherents
are unequivocal in their demand for a verdict of
guilty, but those members of the Senate who anticipateno Individual benetit are well disponed
to weigh the consequences. It is understood an 1 appredatedthat to acqnlt wonld be an admission of
failure; but the consequences of an unjust condemnationare strikingly suggestive. The majority of
the radical Senators comprehend the fact that they
are not responsible for the result any further than to
perform the duty assigned them, with a full sense of
the obligation incurred and tneir responsibility to
the whole country. Titey foresee that political resultsdepend upon their action, and they are daily and
hourly forewarned by the admonitory shaking of Thud
Stevens' threatening linger that those results may be
fatai to the radical party. But they do not lose sight
of the fact that Stevens la not Immaculate, and that
it may be more disastrous to their party to be driven
by him than to yield to their own convictions of
right. In this view of the ca*e It is becoming a matterof very serious doubt with some whether convictionmight not be more unfortunate than acquittal.
The result of the late elections Is suggestive of
future consequences, and it is argued that inasmuch
as the Senate is a check npon the House,
it may use its prerogative now and judge this
cause upon its merits rather tlun pronou ice the
President guilty In acquiescence to the reiterated
uuu uuiuiikwcu ucumiiu <Ji pjrijr ucoesisu/.

want of Intimacy that amounts almost to estrangement.The democratic and conservative Senators
are quite reserved, making no effort to obtain tbe
confidence of those with whom tney are at political
variance. There seems to be prevalent an honorable
understanding to avoid any Intercourse that might
be construed into au effort to couiprouiibe the intcgrityof any.
Tliaddeus, the ancient and feeble master of ceremonies,is dally placed in his chair and carried by

two robust young men to the door of the Senate
Chamber, from whence he totters, unaided, to his
seat. During the performance of one of his journeys
he is said to have perpetrated a dismal witticism.
With that lugubrious expression peculiar to him he
looked first at one and then at the other of his stout
bearers and said:."What will I do for somebody to
carry me when you are dead and gonef" After
taklug his seat In the Senate he generally sits out the
session, partaking ol wine and other refreshments In
his seat. He does not relax his malignity towards
tbe 1'resldent nor his confidence In conviction.

A despatch from Uharlottivllle, Va., dated yester-
aay, announced me acam vi me gentleman wnose

name heads this article. Mr. Rives waa ono of the
few remaining members of a certain class
of society in Virginia that di<l much to give
the Old Domtnton the prominence she formerly had
in the United states, lie was born on the 4th of
May, 1783, in Nelson county, and had consequently
passed his seventy-fifth year at the time of hia death.
After receiving an excellent education at Hampden,
Sidney and William and Mary colleges, he engaged
In the study of law under Jefferson, and at the proper
time waa admitted to the bar. He does not appear
to have devoted much time to the practice
of his profesNlun, for we Hnd him In 1814-1&
acting In the capacity of aid-de-camp with
the forces called out for the defence of
the Stale. In 1*1# he was elected a member of
of the Convention called to reform the State constitution,and from 1817 to 1819 he was a representative
to the Legislature from Nelson county. Subsequentlyhe removed to Albemarle county, and for
two years devoted his attention to law. in 18«i
however, he was again sent to the Legislature, and
during tne year following he was elected a Representativeto Congress, and served as such for six
years. In 18'iO President Jackson appointed the deceasedUnited States Minister to Prance, where he
remained until 18J1 Returning to Virginia he was
elected a United States Senator rrom that state, aud
served in that capacity, with but a few months intermission,until 1&M. He then retired Into private
life, and abstained altogether from politics until
1849, when he was for the second time appointedMinister to France. On his return
hutne he withdrew altogether from politics,
an<l devoted his time to law and to literature.Ills " History of the Life and Times or
Jamem.Mftdtson" added considerably to his reputation.For eight years Mr. Ktves avoided everything
like political life, but the secession movement of isel
brought h>m out again, and he appeared before the
public as a delegate to the Peace Congress held
ilnrlnc that mr That he was warmlv Ilarh*.! u

and niter V irginia had weeded accepted an election
to the rebel congress. In which he did all be could

respected.

The Trade Returns and Foreign Trade.
[Prom the London Times (city article), April 14.]
The export trade of the United Kingdom the year

before last attained an amount fourtecn^cr cent
in excess of all former experience. The returns for
last year show a diminution of four per cent from the
unprecedented total thus reached. Out, allowing for
tne recent considerable reaction in the price of many
of t ie principal articles of raw material employed in
our inanu actures, there is reason to believe that so
far as it represents the money return for the labor,
capital and skill employed the total of xs«7 is the
most favorable ever uttaincd. The subjoined table
shows the manner In which our commerce Is distrlibitted, the respective countries being placed In the
order in which they rank as our customers. Of the

News from Dr. Livingstone.
The Transvaal (Cape of Good Hope) Argus of

January last publishes the following intelligence on
the Authority of Captain J. F. Wilkinson:.
The captain informs us that he has just arrived

from Marlco, where he had seen Br. Martblnus
swarts, an elephant hunter, well known In this republic,and who bad Just returned from one of his annual
shooting excursions In the interior, near the Zambesi.while engaged in hunting at a certain point
above the Victoria Falls, fii the montn of
July last, he had spoken to a number of
natives who Informed him that they ha<\acted as guides to Dr. Livingstone, whom
they praised highly, and who, they stated, had dis->
missed them at the Chief (tetania, giving them at
the same time various presents. These natives had
come a distance of twenty days' journey on foot;
from Central Africa, to where Mr. M. 8warts met
thein.viz., at some distance above the Victoria Falls,
as already stuted. The doctor was well at the time
they left, and no attempt had been made on his 1 fo;
on the contrary, he was exceedingly popular, ana
Was everywhere well received. From what these
guides stated to Mr. Swarta It appears that the doctorhad explored some very large river, and was
about retracing his steps when they left hiin. t'eoopoIs the name of a chief the " other side" of
Ketanga, whom they stated the doctor had visited.
We have no reason to doubt the truth of this Inforination;on the contrary, we have every reason to
believe It to be correct.
