improperly dependent upon Congress, lie would
prefer the Supreme Court for the trial of impeachme.it,or rather a tribunal of which that might form
apart. Mr. Governor Morris thought that no other

Supreme (,'ourt was too few in number, and might be
warped or corrupted, lie was against the dependaneeol the Executive in the l^cgiMaturc, consideringlegislative tyranny the greatest danger
to tie apprehended. But there could bo 110

facts, especially as lu four years lie could l>e turned
out. 'i'hat was (invernor Morris' wisdom as to the
extent to which titc >enate might tie trusted, under
the sanction and obligations of their official oaths.

Trlnl of OeorMC W'i Cole lor »lie .Murder of
lu nnrri* Ilincock* nt Albuny.«Coutiiiuutlon
of the Testimony lor the Defence.

Albany, April 2s, iro*.
The court met at ten o'clock and continued the examinationof Dr. J. S. Sherby, United Mates Navy,

HOTELS AND HOTEL LIFE.

I'lniliili of Ilotcln Down Town.Prospective
Hotel Centre*.The Eurouenn Finn mid Its
Eflecti*.Profits of a First House.New
Hotel* on Rroadwny and Ulsewlitrc.
The closing up of wjveral hotels down towtfand the

reduction of others to the grade of restaurants simplyare suggestive facts in the history of the business
in this city and of its probable future centres. The
year opens with a practical abolition of the hotel
business below City Hull square, especially in what
are termed Its lirxt class features.though Cortlandt
street still maintains Its position as a sort of lunlliiK
place for travellers from the direction of the great
avenues of travel which bisect New Jersey and
which constitute the nrterlos of the New Jersey,
Pennsylvania and Southern traillc. Even Oortlandt
street, however, is less bnsjr than formerly, partially
owiiiif to the faet that the Southern travel and traitlc
ore of le«s importance lliuu formerly ami pari tally
owin^ to the further fact that centre* of trade are

gradually moving: uj> town. Already one or
two of the formerly flourishing hotels on
this thoroughfare of cross travel have been
reduced to the Importance of mere restaurants and
others, which were once tlrst class, have become emphaticallyof second rank:. while, meantime, the
high rents on Broadway have driven hotel keepers
out of the market as far down as the Astor House,
which Is now the most southerly situated tlrst class
establishment in the city. Any person of years'
residence in New Tork will recollect when
there were several hotels on liroadway between liarclayand Canal streets, all of which were doing excellentbusiness; and also how, one by one, as commercedemanded more room, these hotels were expelledfrom their Uroadway haunts. Some of tliom
took refuge in cross streets, and went down by slow
degeneration, while others were blotted out altogether,and are remembered only In the note books of
the travelling public. Then sprung tip gigantic buildingsfurther up to\Wt; and Broadway, above Rleecker,
became a sort of paradise of hotel keepers, and has
so remained for several years; though the Indicationsare that the time Is near at hand when the leadinghotels will be compelled to take refuge ai>ove
Union square, which Is even now almost a business
centre' having l>een broken Into by business some
six years since and gradually overrun. Fifth avenuebelow Its Junction with liroadway Is also yield-
nig us lormen v muirniucciu residences 10 ousiness

purposes, and has already two first class hotels and
one or two eatrtig houses, while the corresponding
liortIon of Broadway la dotted with them on every
square, especially on the west side. The same Intluenceand competl; Ion which have driven the email
ho'cls out of Broadway have seemed to t>e favorable
to their location along the Bowery, which has more

hotels than any other thoroughfare of the whole city,
without a single mammoth establishment for Its
whole l tiKtli. The patronage extended to these
hotel.-* \< mostly local, and with one or two except Ions,
which still have a moderate run of custom, there la
really not a single hotel from City llall square
to 1 nton s«|uare, l»y wav of the Bowery, which
is at all known to the travelltnsr public. Farther up
on the east side nn<i along Fourth avenue the cordon
<>r small hofls, which is broken at Union square by
the Intervention of a couple of first cla-s house*, la
tak^n tip* und In the vlclnltv of the New Haven and
llnrlein Itn llrcad dejiots there Is a cluster of small
hotels and ie auronts without the Intervention of a
muitIo ii *a>- iiou-"', where 4 first cln-«s house is
enmi'Mith needed, and would supply a desideratum
to K it em travellers. True, Hroadwujr, I tilon squareand Iiv ntf place atford several first class houses
within luoi'iM itt* distance, hut a I'rst class house on
Fourth uvenue in this immediate vicinity could not
hut tlnd iN»if iti good business, and even overrun
with trnusicnt trade. Instead of this, however,
will* Ii Wuu'il he ,m it should he, six or seven second
clan* hotels have ctr< cteil a monopoly of the situation,and reci ivc ;»tolerable patronage, for the rcnsonthat any hotel of any standing could hardly l.ul
tonav a resnecaMe n.t..

minor vice, Immorality and Ill-breeding which infectsthe c*y is due to tho want of anything like
restraining lnnueauea«t home; for the lodging house
habitue ku really no fcome, and is little better than
a genteel vagrant aitd itinerant, subject to Cvery sort V<
of temptation froiu the very looseness «r his mode
of living and falling under no adequate counteracting {,'social influence*. This subject, however, is one for ^consideration Hi and of Itself, and, though i*i
an incidental topic, cannot be reckoned w
as falling strictly under tne head ei JJlidtel life proper, which is scarcely better JJadapted to tfe culture of sound principles of social M

and business economy. Without exception, people
who subsist in tills way fall into habits of luxurious
living and elieer extravagance, though this is to a
greater evtent of what Is termed the European
plan of living, out of which the lodging house systemhas been developed. Twenty years ago a Hotel on 0
the European plan would have been a novelty in New
York city ; lit teen years ago as a mode of living it
received very little patronage; ten years ago the
system had not become at all general, and It was not
until as late as 18U0 that the system Itoi^iue general-
ly popular. The tlrst attempt to carry out this ays- q
teni was made In connection with the Hotel d'Europe,
in Houston street, which was then considered an e\ceedlnglyaristocratic street. For a year or more this
was the only house of the kind In the /city, anu was
mostly frequented by stylish foreigners, 'i'o the foreignelement, in fact, are largely due the general d

then It was far more expensive than regular board.
The system strengthened, however, and waxed more
universal from year to year, principally l»v reason of
its convenience, and partially no doubt by reason of
l.s irregularity and warn or restraint; since, under
it, It was quite possible to know nobody and be
known by nobody, a desideratum to a class of rather 1,1
Irregular young men who had no liking for regular t(habits. To this system, therefore.which begets,
lirst, irregularity In habits, and, secondly, and as a
logical consequence, Irregularity of morals.New. L
York Is indebted for a great part of the petty dishonestywhich prevails even in the best circles;
and it is to be hoped that a relorm and return to
regularity of habits may be in Borne way brought s
about.
Unfortunate as the system is In its effects upon

public morals, and, indeed, upon manners, there
seems to be uo remedy lor it just now; none, in f.ict,
until easy egress to the suburbs shall have been
opened, for people niitft abide somewhere, and very
few indeed can afford to be economically particular
It requires, in fact, some little capital to start in life
in this city upon economical principles, and veryfew ever succeed in amassing the little capital which »
is necessary. A hand-to-mouth system of living In
hotels and lodging houses is the consequence; and r,this bein.' a system which from its expensiveuess {entails itself, tin re is really no hope for persons with M
small incomes who have once fallen into it. It is, in
short, a sort or Promethean existence, m which, n
bound to the rock of dally wants, one is compelled ®
to be slowiy eaten up by landlords and restaurant h,
keepers, and remediless poverty. With all these j|
arguments against it the system is, however, on the
