1t
was about the year 1824 or 1826 that Thurlow
Weed made his appearance in Albany a8 a re-
presentative frowm Rochester, Monroe county, In the
Assembly @8 the peculiar exponent of the prin-
ciples of the anti-masonic party. If the curl-
oug in such matters will refer to the history
of the proceed the Legislatare, from
the entrance of Mr. Weed into Albany, they
will find from that session the first formulable
movement for the formation of a lobhy, or, a3 it is
now termed, a Third House. At that time the old
Albany regency was in full power anl stood high in
the contldeace of the democracy throughout the
State, and fully belleved, as the late Willlam L.
Mirey expressed it (o victis!), that to the “vietors
belong the spolle.”  The regency embraced some of
the ablest men in the nation among (63 members, -
cluding Martin Van Buren, Benjamin L. Knower,
Silas Wright, Edwin Crowell, Enos T, Throop, Asarinh
C. Flage, Erastug Rool, Samnel Young, Churchill .
Camberiing and many others, whose edicts, as
fuiminated from the onfice of the Albany
Avgns, were esteemed as the most perfect law
for the government of the democracy of Lhose
days, t was of the highest moment to
Wiilinm H. SBeward and hus friend VWeed to break the
Influcpce of the regeney among the masses of the
people, and it was Lo the accomplishment of this
grenl work that these iwo men applied thelr unsar-
pussed cnergies and undoubted taents,  For twenty
yerm these two leaders of the wilgs, anti-Masons
wnd republicans applied their cunning adrotiness
and shrewd wanagement to the work before then,
and doally actueved g triumphant success through a
biunder of the democracy by the sdoption of the
=rune constitution of 1546, When that constitation
was pul into operation a8 the undamental law of
the Stale the power of the regency was at un end.
1t eonld no lemger hiold the organizations of the dif-
ferent countica of the State under thelr magic ln-
fluenee. The Govenuor was stripped of all power
and patronagge, and the regency hivl nothing to give,
Froin the year 1844 4 new urder of things was in-
stitated.  The leaders of both parties and of ali par-
ties must have something to do. The expedient s
mmediately adopted—thanks o tne quick eye of
Beward, w.th the nelp of his chief lioutenant Weed—
and nn embargo wias at onee placed upon all meas-
ures of speelal leglstation, such a8 rallroad grants,
banks amd ipsurance charters, and ludeed nearly
every measure ol any lmportance was made to Y
bith in money and stoek, the members of boih
houses belng personully nterested.  This aystem had
the efect ioug foresven by the sagacious prime
movers of this great scheme, by placing the whole
capital which naturally centres at Albany in the
hands of Thuriow Weed as the active agent of Sew-
ard, who was thus enabled to wield the whote poiltl-
cal power of the State. The democracy wel‘:rgnm-
Iyeed, The superfor tactics of Weed and Seward had
taken the once potent regency by surprise,
What was at first esteemed a8 o mere speek, a
clond no bigeer than & man's hand, in the political
Urmament, hag Ineressed n dimensions to o rnado
of the first magnitude, and threatens to engulf
CVEry measure which has to pass the ordeal of legis-
lative scrutiny.  From the yoar 1846 the acquisitions
Lo the lobhy foreeg have been rapid. We find at the
present session King Thurlow, supported by soch
adrolt muanagers us Abrahsm Van Vechten, Hugh
Hastings amd George O, Jones, of Albany: Randail,
forimerly of the Central Rallroad; Baidwin, of Utica;
Clapp, of Buifulo; Belden, of Syarcuse; Bemis and L,
Sessions, oi Chantanqua; aond from the city of New
York, John Pettigrew, Georee Law, Jacob Sharpe,
John Kerr, Waldo Hutehing and others too numerois
o dtiem, Inciuding the agents of Commodore Van-
derbil! and Danlel Drew.

The whole career of the lobby, since It was for-
mally orcanized by Thurlow Weed, o the year 1s2,
dowin o 1568, s been warked by o reckless disre-
gard of every principle of common honor, justice gud
Tl wling, o much so as to imvolve (he absojaie
necessity, on the part of those having in churge (he
tinancial interests of the city of New York, to guard
agalust the mﬂ}ugpuc of this secret combloatiofl.
