Yesterday, in accordance with & sort of settled
cugtom among landlords and tenunts, was the great
moving day of the year, or rather the ollmax of the
one week of general migration, for moving duy ace
tunlly began on Monday, and throughont the wholo
week were scutlersd sporadie cases of the migra-
tory fever.
