London, April is, 1M8.
Easter Monday dawned very brightly, and before

Ive o'clock A. M. thousands of volunteers were ofl
for the grand review and sham battle at Portsmouth.
[ shall not undertake to describe the scenca at and
near that seaport. It would b»old news before this
letter could be published; and besides this, field (lays,
which are such wonderful evects to the English volunteers,are quite familiar to the citizen soldiers ol
the United States. Your purpose will be bettei
lerved if 1 briefly criticise the main features of the
Usplay.
The distance from London to Portsmouth is about

two hours and a half by ralL The volunteers carried
neither knapsacks nor baggage, and were therelore
easily conveyed by the trains.as easily as ordinary
passengers. All arrived In time, and there were na
accidents. Nearly thirty thousand volunteers and
Dne brigade of regulars. The review.or " march
past," as the English call It.amounted to notliing.
All the best corps shirked It, and with very few exceptionsmarched directly to their stations. The
most of the battalions reviewed gave one a very poor
Idea of the volunteer forc«. The men kept their distancesbadly; the artillery horses were all abroad.
The sham fight was held on the hills and in the villagesabove Portsmouth, the country Bloplng down

to the Bea, and a fleet of gunboats taking part In the
conflict. The plan of battle, Uke all amateur attempts,was an impossibility. No enemy could or
would land and advance as had been arranged; no
army could or would repulse an enemy in the mannerlaid down on Monday. At times the scene was
very picturesque, especially when little villages
teemed overcrowded with troops and white pudfe ol
smoke burst from the thickets and hedgerows; but
at no time did it at all resemble a real battle. This was
partly the fault of the men and partly that of the oitlcers,but on the whole the latter were the more to
blame.
For one feat the volunteer engineer corps deserve

credit, in ten minutes they constructed a pontoon
bridge over a creek ninety feet wide and made it
passable for skirmishers; in six minutes more artll-
lery rolled across it. ui course tne enemy lookeu ou
at this work without firing a shot to Interrupt it.
Daring the day a squadron of cavalry was missed for
some hours, and was afterwards discovered banging
away at the gunboats. At Intervals great gaps and
breaches were left In the lines of the volunteers, and
a single regiment of real enemies would have made
short work of the whole array. The volunteers were
very unsteady when formed In line, and
those who were behind the works kept
popping in and out in a manner that must have delightedthe enemy's sharpsnooters. if he had any.
No officer knew enough to send his men to cover
wheu a bank or fence was available, and the men
were quite careless In their firing, shooting Just for
the boko of noise when the enemy was supposed to
be very far out of range. On the whole, the best
military men assert that the English volunteers have
only shown themselves fit for defensive work In forts
and fortified places. We know from experience that
the American militia can do something better than
that.
These criticisms, by no means unfriendly, are concurredIn by the leading London papers; but, with

all Its faults, the display was far from discreditableto the volunteers. On the contrary, it did them
credit, for 30,000 men, to give up their national holiday,ride down to Portsmouth, find their own refreshments,tramp about all day aud return home,
thoroughly fagged out, late at night, Is certainly a
very patriotic proceeding, when Its object is to increaseEngland's capacity for defence against her
foreign foes. But when these men are compared
with the volunteers of America the contrast Is not
very favorable to them. In uniform, In drill, in
parade, In the camp, at the review and on the
Held the New York volunteers are lmmeasnrably
unnArlnr t.n tlintu* of 1 .nil(Ion. But those SDCCtatorg
who were disappointed In the evolution* of the volunteerswere more than compensated by the appearanceof the brigade of regulars.splendid fellows,
who marched like one man, and moved like
machinery. They were armed with the Snider rifle,
and you could tell when they came into action by the
rapid firing, Just as the Chassepot announced its
presence at Mentana,
In London Easter passed off very gayly; excepting

the absence of nolBC, It seemed more like the Fourth
of July than any other day 1 have spent outside of the
land of the free.

the Chamber of Deputies has been engaged tn dlstilling the question of the forced currency of the
notes of the National Dank. Everybody feels this to
be a grievous burden, both in and out of Parliament;
but there Is not equal unanimity upon the proper
means of getting rid of It. Count Cambray Dlgny,

' Minister of Finance, Informed the House that In order
to effect the abolition of the forced currency he

' would require a sum of 001,000,000 francs, In gold,
at least. The treasury waa in no condition
to meet such demand, and the Minister

' therefore proposed not to deal with this
question until after the adoption of the various
financial measures he had laid before the House.
These, consisting of various economies and administrativereforms, together with the imposition of the
grinding tax on cereals, would reduce the present
alarming deficit to Insignificant proportions and
raise the credit of the country at home and abroad.
Then the abolition of the forced currency might be
effected upon much less onerous terms than at present.The Minister clinched his argument by some
very plain statements which considerably startled
the House, little accustomed to such candor from
previous finance ministers. Count Cambray Dlgny
insisted upon the paramount necessity for the adoptionof the measures he proposed, more particularly
the "grinding tax." If these measures were not
adopted within the first half of the present year a
financial catastrophe would be Inevitable. Italy, he
sold, must have reorganized her finance and made
provision for the future before July next or national
bankruptcy must ensue. Those, therefore, who
caused delay would be responsible for tho conse,quences.
This was a very grave declaration from a responsibleMinister, and produced great effect in the

independent group of members who fluctuate betweenthe right and the left without vowing allegianceto either, and who do not always even follow
the lead of their chief, Slgnor Depretls. This party
wad alarmed at the Idea of being made tho scapegoatfor the consequences that might result from
unconditional opposition to the Minister, and thus,
to the disgust of the left and the glad surprise of the
right, they voted with the latter upon both the Importantdivisions that have taken place this week.
Early in the debate Slgnor Rossi, a member of the
right, proposed an order of the day engaging the
government to present, as an Indispensable complementto ltd financial measures, a bill for removing
the forced currency. Meanwhile a committee of
seven members Bhould be appointed to examine the
question, and report "by the 16th of April upon the
best means of effecting the abolition. Thto order
of the day the Ministry accented. But the left
made a stubborn fight to bind the Minister
of Finance to abolish tbe forced currency
within some stated period. In this view
they concurred In an amendment proposed to
Rossi's order of the day by blgnor Depretis, chief of
the tliird party, or trimmers, as they are now most
often called. The amendment provided that the
committee of seven members, Instead of simply reportingon the question, should embody their proposalsIn a formal bill. Tbe left doubtless expected
that the third party would vote with their chief, but
alas, when the division came, the third party passed
over bag and baggage to the right, who thus gained
an important victory. In fact, the Ministry regarded
the matter as a Cabinet question and were prepared
to stand or fall 'by the finance measures of Count
Dlgny. The proposal of the amendment that the
committee should draw up a bill for the abolition of
the forced currency was clearly in contradiction with
the first paragraph of Rossi's order of the day engagingthe government to present a bill. The Ministerof the Interior declared als^that the faculty of
presenting bills rested with th#%overnment or with
Individual members, and could not constitutionally
be exercised by a committee. i ne result 01 me vote,
211 to :m, approving Rossi's order of the day In Its
Integrity was a significant demonstration of the
weakness of the left, which on this occasion made
strenuous efforts to turn the fortune of the day.
A very scandalous scene took place the day previousto the vote. A discussion arose relativeto the manuer of putting Rossi's motion

and the Depretis amendment to the vote. The
left were dissatisfied with the President, and refusedto allow him to prooeed by raising a terrible
clamor. President Lanza's energetic character, and
the respect and authority he enjoys with the House,
were on this occasion of no avail to restore order.
In vain was the rinsing of the bell, In vain the President'sindignant apostrophes against his unruly colleagues.Hoi n were met by an angry roar of deflunce,while many bitter things passed between the
two sides of the House. Finding it impossible to
quell the rioters, the President at length put on his
hat and the sitting closed abruptly. Penitence followedthe next day.two members of the left, deputedby their colleagues, expressed regret for wiiat
had occurred, although declining u> accept the whole
responsibility.
The adoption of Rossi's motion leaves the Minister

of Flnauce at liberty with regard to the
period of introducing liis bill for the abolition
of the forced currency. This defeat, however, did
not discourage the left, who made a fresh, vigorous
effort to upset the Minister's plans in a most importantpoint. The opening or the debate upon the
grinding tax ou cereals bad been fixed for Monday
next. Last Wednesday, however, several speakers
of the left urged that this tax should not be discusscd
until all the other financial measures had been voted;and on Thursday Signor Crlspi, chief of the
party, proposed an order of the day to that effect.
Count Catnbray Digny at once declared It to be impossibleto accept such a proposal, and renewed the
declaration he had already made respecting tiie absolutenecessity for the prompt discussion of this tax,
so that if approvod it might come into operation on
the 1st of January, 1*A9. The question was decided
jcnwiuo* am iuwii, n ucu i-uc tivunc irjctivu pi^iiui
Crlspl's motion by 213 against 108 voted. On thin, an
on the previous occasion, tbe whole third party voted
with tbe majority. Two decisive defeats within a
week will have a discouraging effect on thu left, and
may attain produce that absenteeism which a Rhort
time back wan Imagined to bo the foreruirner of total
abstention.
The late debates have, however, sufficiently shownthat the left contemplated no mirh suicidal policy.

They must accept the position of a minority with the
best grace they can. while rejecting crispl's motion
the Chamber approved two others, proponed by Mlngbettiand Bargoni. The first binds the Minister to
present within a month proposals for effecting economiesand administrative reforms to the extent of producinga gain to the Treasury of one hundred million
llres. Hgnor Bargonl's motion Is to the effect that
after having discussed the grinding tax the Chamber
shall withhold Its definitive approval of that Impost
until the other ministerial financial measures have
been voted.

All other business having been exhausted, the debateon the "grinding tax" commenced. This
tax Is so serious and unpopular a measure that
nothing but tbe sternest necessity urged the Minister
to pro|>ose it. The left, It is to lie hoped, will not
allow party passion to carry them away so fur as to
excite popular feeling on the subject.
Count Cauibray Dlgny has given a very satisfactory

assurance of his Intentions respecting the taxation

Tbe two brothers were mounted, while the deputy
drove a light cart. About a mile from Oria Siguor
Domenlco's horse was stopped by two armed i
men, who appeared to have issued from a
small bouse by the roadside. Achille Lanza >
was at this time riding on a little distance
ahead. Domenico was armed with a double *
gun; which happened to be loaded, and Immediately <
the men seized his horse's bridle he gave each of
them one barrel, stretching both dead under his j

horse's feet. This brought out ten more brigands 3
from the house close by. who, enraged at the death
of their two comrades, Instantly killed Domenico by
a general discharge. Achille Lauza, on hearing the (

report of bis brother's gun, Immediately turned bacla {but had to fly for his lue before the rumans who had <

Just murdered his brother. Achille was by far the
richest of the party, and It is supposed that the 1
brigands stopped Domenico by mistake. Already <
furious at the loss of their comrade, und unsatlateu
uy ine slaughter of Domenlco, they turned upon the
hapless Deputy Priauo, who, despite his entreaties
for mercy and oilers of a large ransom, was savagelymurdered on the spot. The above are but a few out
of many similar atrocities that have stained the
southern provinces during the present year. In some
remote villages the brigands are perlectlords paramount, very much as the Highlandchiefs once dominated the lowlanders. The Mayorof Han Vlttore one day punished a woodcutter
for some offenoe against the law. This man,
to obtain revenge, Joined a band of brigands, and by
the aid of his companions seized the Mayor one night
and carried him onto the mountains. The functionary
was only released after payment of 14,000 ducats aud
the loss of an ear. At Vfcnafro the brother of the
Bishop had to pay 10.000 ducats for his release, and
hnmbler Individual named Mora 4,000. Certain

districts are the centres of manutenQoil, or supportersof brigandage, and to these the brigands resort
from time to time for supplies of provisions, arms
and ammunition, for which they pay very heavily.
8uch a state of things as this not only keeps the
towns and villages in a constant state of alarm, but
has a most vitiating and demoralizing Influence upon
the peasantry, many of whom are tempted to Join
the brigands by their success and comparative impunity.

TBAGEDY IN MISSISSIPPI.
Murder of an Entire Family Summary Executionof the Murderer*.
A brief account of the discovery of a murder perpetratednear Omega Landing, on the Mississippi

river, has already been published. The following
details are from the Vicksburg Timet of the 22d
April:.
The citizens living in the vicinity of the scene telegraphedto this city requesting that Deputy Marshal

Kesor be sent to investigate the matter. Captain
Resor proceeded to Omega Landing, within a mile or
two of the Meek, and there obtained Information
which convinced him that the criminals bad
crossed over in a skiff, and were making their escape
In an easterly manner. Accompanied by General
Pock and Captain Cavalier, Ilesor crossed into Misslssipiand succeeded in coming np with the fugitiveson the Becond day. Four negroes are supposed
to have been implicated In the matter. Two, who
are yet at liberty, planned the murder, and two who
were burned at the stake executed the act. The two
arrested were taken singly, the first one acknowledginghis guilt at once and Informing on his accomplice.
From the confession made by both soon after their

arrest it seems that Keenan, who sold wood to
steamboat#, had been singled out as a victim several
days before tUe plan was put in practical operation.
The negroes were waiting until he disposed of
and received the money for a lot of wood
he had piled oat on the river bank and
ready for sale. On the 11th alt. a passing bout
landed and took the wood. Keenan stayed at the
landing until the boat left, and then, as he wu re-

'

turning to his cabin, was shot with an old musket
In the hands of one of the negroes. Hastily searchinghim, they discovered that he had no money, with
the exception of a single three cent piece. Concealinghis body with leaves and anderbrush, and Infuriatedat this disappointment, they then proceeded
to Keenan's house, Intent on completing their work
of death. At the door of the house they met Keenun'flwife and in ati Irmnlnnt :mrl Mirpulpninor munnpr
demanded something to cat.
The woman replied that there was not much In the

bouse, but that her husband would return in the
course or a few minutes, and such as it was they
could have a portion. One of the negroes then
remarked thai she need not wait for her husband:
that he wouldn't be there; that they had
"fixed him." The woman Itecamc seriously alarmed
at this stage of the proceeding, and, feeling that she
was in imminent danger, attempted to soizo a pistol
lying on the mantelpiece. She was rudely, pushed
asitie by one, while the other, with a blow from an
axe, stretched her bleeding on the floor. Attempting
to arise, another blow almost severed her head from
the trunk, and she fell back a second time, her bead
in the Are blazing on the hearth.
The oldest child, a boy some ten yearn of age,

stepped Into the house at tbls time, and, seeing the
position of his mother, ran forward to extricate
her, when the axe was again raised, and the boy
sank beside his mother, killed at a blow.
The second child, a girl some years younger than
the boy, was sleeping iu a bed and being awakened
by the noise l>egun to cry and call for its mother. To
have treated it as they did the boy would have been
an act of mercy. They set the bed on lire and, bindingthe child on It, burned her alive 1 The arresting
party secured the prisoners aud on the following day,
the 20th, delivered them to the proper civil authoritiesat Omega Landing. Having confessed their
guilt and waiving an examination. Judge Noland
committed them tor trial and placed them in the
bands of his constable to be conveyed to the
parish seat for Imprisonment. The constable
took them in cfiargu and started on
his journey, but baa only got a short
distance, when a crowd of negroes overtook him,
demanded and tben took forcible possession of the
murderers, and building a huge fire deliberately c
burned them at me stake. uotn met tneir rate witn- u
out protest or expostulation, and were apparently i
convinced that they fnlly merited the terrible death
which they finally guttered.
While the burning wax in progreaa, and thinking

to prevent a continuance of such horrible neelies, j
ueneral Peck and Captain Cavalier rode up to the »

crowd and ordered tliem to desist, but the negroes (
engaged refused to comply with the order, saying i
tliat the murderers should lie burned then and there, t
It is more than probable thai the two negroes who (
arc supposed to be Implicated in the murder will be
arrested In the course of a very few days.
