The Pope commences his Holy Week labors tomorrow,being Palm Sunday, and the state of his

health Is sufficiently vigorous to allow of his going
through the whole eight days' work without latlgue.
But as all Pontificates have a traditional terminus

before completing twenty-five years, of which Plo
Kono has already completed nearly twenty-two,
