there, affording much Interest to those living lu the
vicinity and visiting those squares, and doing much
valuable service In destroying the mo«qultoes and
moth millers, and preventing the destruction 01

carpets, woollen cloths and clothing by the latter,
and completely annihilating the measure worm.
Previous to the laying of these boards lu the fountains
the birds could no*, get water and did not locate
there, and the measure worms were an Intolerable
nulsanco suspended from the trees and actually pro
venting people walking In those squares. Clothing
was frequently stained by them permanently. The
«*ggs from which these worms and caterpillars of all
muds are hatched when the leaves are developed
are placed In bands around the small
branches of the trees, and the birds aro now
eating these eggs. In the above parks no worms
were seen last summer, hut In the City Hail Tark and
every other place containing shrubbery and trees
without water they were numerous and destroyed
the foliage to such a degree that many trees died. In
the City Hall Park several large ones were dead and
cut down last full. The walls of the lower pon l In
the Central Park are perpendicular, and the birds
cannot get water. Hoards should be placed in it tc
Induce the birds to locate near It. In those putks ol
the city wiiere there arc trees and shrubbery a sinal
stream of water should be supplied for the birds. A
<iiiantiLy that would pass through a tobacco plpt
stem kept constantly Mtitdng wouid afford fresh w.i<
t ;r, and the basins of t.»e fountains should be ke;>l
full, with a board In them for the birds to light upon,
When water Is supplied it! a convenient manner for
t >e birds the worn and mosquito plague will ceaan
in all parts of the oitv.

OUR STEAK VESSELS.
A Vitlt to Oar Pimwtw.CarrylM 8iMB»r»PreeutUMAgalw rtn-CoadUlsa W Maektofry.NrtM of Eacape far Pa.fn«w« la
Caaa af Accident.IJfe Beau aad Tbelr Ap»

The laws enacted by Congress at various times

since the year 1&18 relating to the thorough Inspectionof the hulls and machinery of passenger vessels
plying upon the seas, lakes, rivers and sounds surroundingand within the territory of lha L ulled State*
are measurably sufflclent in their various provisions
for the great end In view.the protection of life
and the security of property. But since the passage
of the SteamlHKit act of 1*52, wherein there arc

embodied wise aud just requ'"emeuts lu regard to
the excellency of materials required to he used in the
construction or hulls, the surtlclcncy und adequate
character of machinery, the precautionary measures
to prevent tire, and the necessary provislotf for life
preservers, Ac., each an I all have so repeatedly been
violated an I non-complied with that frequent disasters,the direct consequence of sucli action, have
made the nation shudder with horror and clothed
sections of the land in mourning. Slnco the first Introductionof steam navigation in this country the
long, sad list of vessels that have met with accidentsat sea.upon rivers, bays aud along
tlio shores or sounds.can be referred to
by the tires. M.in v of these accidents at tirst were
trivial lu their nature yet they have been attended with
appalling culminations simply because the enacted
laws to avert such calamities were not compiled with,
aud this record hits caused a blot upon the country's
fame. Owin? to the existence of this stain, and
as the proportional loss of life from disasters to steam
vessels is greater with us than with any other uation,
It Is not amiss, as a measure of apology, to Inquire
upon whom the responsibility rests, that by Ignorance
or criminal collusion have and aro continuing to
contribute their share to the disasters of the sea and
its tributaries the loss of lives and horrors incident
to which are universally conceded to be tlio worst of
all terrors.
Inspectors appointed under this act, ostensibly "for

their knowledge, skill and experience In the uses of
steam for navigation, and who are competent judges
not only of the character of vessels, but of all pans of
tlie machinery employed in steaming," arc widely
distributed throughout the United States at large
annual salaries. By the provisions of the enacteif
law by which they hold office they are delegated with
the fullest power to put Into etfect such remedial
measures, wherever required, that the lives or passengersmay not so often be subjected to Jeopardy.
Do such Inspectors conscientiously perform these
duties? I)o they fully execute the laws tending to
the required condition of steam vessels, not alone in
making hasty "annual inspect ions" of all such as are in
their respective departments, but in "seasonably
examining steamers arriving and departing, so often
as to enable them to detect auy neglect to comply
with the requirements of the law?" Character,
merit uud skill ihev may possess, and though many
steamships are fully and religiously equipped and
provided for as demanded by the authorities and the
public, and with whom the thousands of miles of
ocean travel amid the auger of the elements have
been free from accident, yet others do exist, both of
ocean and inland desigti, that are, in their
many details, in such flagrant opposition to
ttio requirements of the act referred to and in their
owners' adoption of remedial measures for the
ends iu view, that we present the following recital of
some of the principal causes of disasters at sea,
witn observations regarding the proper measures
which should be resorted to to arrest or remove
them. To this end, and as examples, a few of the
steam vessels in our harbor yesterday were visited
and their coiiilition noted respecting the compliance
with the law. Should It direct the attention of owner*
and officers of steam vessel* generally to the great
responsibilities of their position, causing tliein to
reflect upon the nature of their duties, both to the

public and to themselves, some good in:ty be affected
thereby.

NF.OI.KCT OK SKCURITY AGAINST FIRE.
Section two of the law of 1852 says "that it shall

l>e the duty of the Inspectors of boilers and engines
to examine and sec that suitable and safe provisions
are made to guard against loss or danger from Are."
This Includes first, the construction of boilers and
tiie arrangement of their appurtenances. These,
with Internal furnaces like the ordinary marine
boilers, should nave water bottoms to prevent tire
from oemg communicated to their*beds through
openings caused by Imperfect fittings of the legs to
the beds, or by neglect in the workmanship. When a

natural draft Is useu for combustion, the exhaustion
within the furnaces, tubes, Ac., is such as to cause
a current of air to lead lulo and through any aperturesopening to them, and hence Ore and sparks are

prevented from being emitted through any ordinary
opening* or joints about a boiler. Where a blower is
used these conditions are radically diiferent. The
pressure then within the furnnccs, flues, Ac., Is such
that flro sparks and occasionally small pieces of
ignited coal will be forced through any opening that
may exist, and as It Is Impracticable to construct a
boiler without a number of Insecure openings, such
as these of the furnaces, ash pits and flue doors, Ac.,
lire Is liable to lie constantly forced out through
them, and a great number of steamers have
been destroyed through this cause alone. The
momentary firing of vessels from this cause is
so probable and of such frequent occurrence that if
the travelling public were fully aware of the risk of
life tliey Incurred in steamers where blowers are
used the abandonment of them would be universal
and their owners would be compelled to remove the
objectionable feature forthwith, their lnt»rests In
this indncing their attention thereto more effectually
than any law that might be enacted to reach them.
me use or mowers is ho opposed 10 an propriery
and their abandonment no essential to the requirement*of personal saft-ty that inspectors should
decide and follow up their decision with such
measures that a vessel In which they aro used
nhould be proclaimed, on n»er, lake, Hound or
(M ean, iinseaworthy.

Included in this section, the effective covering of
boilers with felt should never be lost sight or by
Hume executing IM provisions. The propriety and
necessity of thlH ih no appiirant that ail competent
engineer)! In every character of steam vessels demandlis use, Its utility being recognized In restrictingradiation of heat, and as a security against fire
being communicated by uti over-heated boiler It is of
the nrst Importance, for the reason that Immediately
upon Its being burned the peculiar odor of Its combustionIs readily recognized, and the attention of
the engineer and llremen on duty Is Immediately directedto the circumstance and remedial uiu»*ures
resorted to.
The act also imperatively demands that the woodworkaround twilcrs, their steam chimneys or drums

shall Ih- placed from it as far as It may be practicable,
consistent with the capacity of a vessel. This should
be very particularly and religiously attended to by
inspectors In Its many requirements. Thus, when a
boiler is in the hold ol a single decked vessel It is not
practicable to afford much space lietween Its top and
Hie under side of the deck beams alsive It without
malting a break In the deck.a means not always
consistent or desirable. Neither la It desirable
when the tollers arc npon the guards of a
steamer, to constrncf a covering to them of
sufficient height to secure It tntti being llred
bv radiation of heat. Great distance Is not essentiallynecessary between hollers ami their surroundingwoodwork If Inspectors see that the
latter Is properly protected. All woodwork about
the boilers, as well as the top and sides of the
Ilrerooms, should be covered w ith Iron or zinc, the
sheets well secured, placing the laps of the sheets
upwards. When this protection Is not used several
ci.ats of thick whitewash mixed with glue answers
the purpose well.
Again, great regard Is had in this act. for the

proper provision of pumps, hose, Ac., on board
steam vessels. It Is most Important thai, all steamers
should !# provided with Independent steam lire ami
bilge pump*, anu an auxiliary owner in those or magnitudeto work them. Fitted to them- pumps it sufficiencyof hose (In good order) to lead to any part of
the deck or hold in called for; a<l<le<l to wnlch a
ntimber of hand Arc pumps, placed foro, aft and
amidships, wlUi a sufficiency of hose mi fitted as to
be capable of l»elng attached to the Independent
pump* Is required. The spirit of economy mime
owner* dealro to carry out should never l>e heeded
tiy Inspectors, ami although many think a requirenientof steam pumps altogether unnecessary ami
Imposing too (treat a burden upon them, tlicy forget
that flttinic* of this character monthly nave upon our
coast an'l the ocean many stcatnera from burnintf or
winking and under circumstances when the ordinary
engine and hand pump have proven totally lnad<*
quale to meet the exigencic* of the case. Inspect
ors ahoold also fully we to that provision of the inw
regarding the carrying of Urv bucket* and axes, and
rigidly enforce It,

In a w<>rd, fire at sea in conceded to he the ternr
of the ocean, and where Inspector* and owners alike
fall art lo the means of s'ltNiuIng II, the public can
liave but little confidence In such steam veasela, and
it is loo often the case that thev are thus Inadequately
fitted. Were It otherwise travellers would not upon
Its occurrence exhibit that want of rcliance In the
ability 10 arrest it which Is ev» rs«> fatal to the chance
of subduing It.. The law lavs particular «tros« upon
these provisions regarding lire, arid Inspectorsshould
tie more zealous In their execution. When the officer*of a vessel arc aware of tli« insufficientmoana la their pqwemlvii to surest

that observance of obedient* ktXd renin.ut due lo
discipline and a reliance in their o(llcere, there can
be little combination of effort*, and when the inflammablecharacter of steam vesaela if considered, it
must be admitted that It la not frota th* labor* of
one or even a few individuals that sueeeea In anticipated.In such a state it rcqnlriM a liH>h order of
compulsory discipline for a crew to continue at tlielr
posts with the knowledge that passenger* are not
ouly cutting off their means of saiety \,y occupation
of the boats, but, terror-striken ami freuzied. they
may be destroying that only means by their eonfusedand Ill-directed labors.

The merit they possess is that they can be hove overboardwith ease, will right themselves as soon as
they touch the water.

They are at all times ready for use, are devoid ol
complications that could in any way impair their
usefulness, and many of them can be propelled with
oars. The steamship Fulton, which runs between
here and Aspinwall, is furnished with one capable ol
holding fifty people, and the Kicliard .Stockton,
plying between this port and 8out.li Amboy, has
another, different, however, in construction.
