Hon. Thomas Murpuy, Superintendent of Indian
A Hairs:.
Sik.I have the honor to state that I have lately

returned from the Indian camps of the Indians of
my agency, and flud them all in a very happy and
quiet slate. 1 issued their subsistence to them, aud
they appeared well contented in consequence. I
found them, previous to the provisions being issued,
tn a very destitute condition, almost starving, the
buffalo having Iclt the country in which they
were ranging. They appeared well pleased
with their treatment by the government
te supplying them with provisions. The effect,
bus been exceedingly good, and It is to be sincerely
hoped that this policy will be continued. It will do
more toward keeping them In u state or quiescence,
making them contented with their lot and tending
toward civili/.i&g them, by weaning thein from their
old liaoits, than any other plan that could be adopted.
Most of the Indians of m.v agency are coming north on
ihe Pawnee Fork and Walnut creek, and will be in the
etghborhood of Fort Dodge and Fort Lamed this

Fpnng and summer. There were various rumors sent
twnkimeiv in regaru 10 uic Indians snowing evidence
f hostility in this neighborhood, all of which I beg

to inform tlie department are absolutely false. Very

the gentleman meant it. He repeated that he
