A Dublin andlence |a asserted to be mere severe
and yet more truthfully critical than any other
wWithin the area of Great Britain. No eharlatan
escapes Ite censure; seldomn genuine merit 18 passed
by. In the exercise of that generally accorded
abllity the motives and actionsof his Royal Highe
ness the Prince of Wales are belng reviewed here at
present,  For the first week auxiety to get a sight of
the royal palr was the prevalling feeling; the
troubles incidental to bad land laws and church
property gave place; dispuilng jourpals forgot
polemica to chronicle thelr reception at the various
places they visited; but now tuat ourlosity has beeg
matlafied, the probabiliies of bepedelal resalts to the
country are publicly and gencrally dscussed,

The Prince, personally, is regarded as *a nloe young
man," as thoroughly lgnorant of Irish character as
the majority of other Emglishmen are. Dut po faith
whatever seeme to be sttnched to the hombastie
promises of “'a new era." A len days' visit to Dub-
lin hns not won baek the confidence estranged hy
years of neglect, The reception accorded to thelr
Koyal Mighnesses was, on the whole, much warmer
than many anticipated; but the sl aud cheers of
enthusiastic loyalists were not sufflecnt on many
occasions to drown the hlses and groans which
greeted the Prince.  The pepulace continue to be
pleased by the gractons manner of the Princess and
the anxiety she has shown to fulfil all epragements
made in her behalf, nlthough the fatigue causes
much uneasines: to her physicians, who are in dally
attendance,  This feehng of respect 8 much in-
creased among the Roman Catholics by the marked
favor which shie has bestowed on hig Emloence Car-
dinal Callen.
