An Indiscrect OfMcer.

SENTENCE OF DEATH ON HIKITA LEWAKI, RETAINER
OF BIZEN NO SHOSHO,

.[From the Japan Herald (Yokohama), March 7.]

On the occaslon of your passing through Kobe,
weapons were used agalnst forelgners on the protext
that they had broken your ranks, and in aggravation
of this the Americans and French who were trying to

esrape and alse the-Foreign Ministers were fired
upon, nor was any attempt made to arran, the
matter there, This I8 an outrageons and eriminal
act. The reformation at present in course of bel
carried out causes much anxiety to the Imperia
bosoin, especially in the case of foreign relations, in
which is greatly concerned the stability of the nation.
His Majesty 18 determined, whilat preserving his own
dignity, to act in secordance with the public law of
the universe and to perform those things which are
right and proper. To have disregarded this state of
things and to have, on the contrary, acted In a way
crleutnted to cause shiume to His Majesty 18 a flagrant
crime and one whieh cannot be passed over. The
man who gave the order to fire I8 therefore con-
demned to perform hara-kari in the presence ol wit-
nesses of the diferent nationalities,

American Neuatraiity in the War,
NOTIFICATION,

Having been oMoelally informed that war exiats in
WJapan between his Muajesty the Mikawdo and the Ty-
eoon, and being desirous of taking measures to
gecure the observance of a atrict ueatrality on the
part of eitlzens of the United States of Awmerica, I

ve notice to such citizens that active participation
o thia war, by enteripg into service, the sale or
charter of vessels of wur, or transport'ships for the
transportation of troops, military persons, military
despatches, arms, aminunition or artlicles contra-
band of war, to or for either of the contending par-
ties, and similar acts, constitute, aceording to tnte-
national law, a breaci of neutrality, and may there-
fore be treated as hostile acts,

Persons 1n such military service wounld subject
themselves to the rules of war, while ghips, nml
other means of conveyanee enguged ina brogeh of
nentrality, wonld render thewselves lable to cap-
ture aml confiscation, which rule may extend to
cargo belonging to neutrals.

Such breaches would al=o involve the ¢itizen and
vessel in the danger of forfelting claim to the pro-
tection of thelr government as well as the rights and

rivileges granted by the ireaty between the United
stules and Juppn.

Great Tempests=Marine Disasters=Voleanie

HoxoLvLw, April 3, 1808,

In eommon with other parta ‘01' the worlil we have
had our proportion of gales, earthquakes and vol-
canic eruptions, For the past six weeks the wind
has blown a gale from the northeast and from that
point to cast, at times making frame bulldings shake
to their foundations. Trees and shrubbery in the
town, but more partdcularly in the suburbs, have
euffered much. Our coasting fleet has made but
little runuing, several vessels have had sails more or
lesa blown to pleces and suffered some in rigging and

#pars, As an instance of the severity of the gales [

note the case of the schooner Aunis, a Hilo pucket,

which left here the same day with the steminer

Idaho, bound for Hilo, the steawer for San Francisco,

and both returned to this port together. The Idaho
had salled four thousand two hundred miles and
discharged and Joaded %a San Franclsco, while the
echooner had but five hundred miles to accomplish—
atrip which In good weather could be made In
twelve days, The Hawalian bark, R. W. Wood, leit
here for San Francieco durkng the height of the blow,
and the frst night oot had a fall suit of sails Lbiown
away, and carried away the forctopgallant mast., A
young Germsn who was aloft at the time was blown
overboard and never seen agaln. The bark being
deeply laden with refinery grades of sugar in bags,
labored heavily, and started a leak, npon ascertaln-
Ing which the captain determined to return. A
second gult of salls was bent which shared the fate
of the first in° less than twenty-four honrs, and the
bark was 81X days In making to windward what had
been run off In a4 many hours, To cap the disaster
the burk was fonnd to bé on fire the second night
after her return to port, and the water which was
thrown into her to extingulsh the flames damaged o
large quantity of the cargo.

Arrivals from HMawall report the erater of Kilanea
to be very active: and a later arrivil reports & new
voleano and lava flow, which promises to equal if
rot exceed the flow of 1550, and from what T have
gnthered It s In about the same locality., The new
eruption occurred on the Zth of March, at hall-past
five o'clock in the morning: and, antil the view was
obscured by clonds and smoke, the sight was magn:-
ficent.

MAZATEAN, Aprll 16, 1804,

Another Mexican revolution 18 dead and burled,
By special telegrams to the HERALD the reader has
already been informed of the sudden and overwhelm-
ing defeat of the revolutioniste in this State on the
8th inst, and of the ignominious Aight of ita leaders.
The battle fought on that date, the particulars of
which are now forwarded by first mall for New York,
was one of the briefest and most declsive that has
ever oceurred in this revolutionary republic. At
half-past elght o'clock in the morning & detachment
of cavalry from the Guard of Honor, under com-
mand of Commandante Antonlo Parra, opened the
fight, and at nine o’clock Martinez and his army of
8,000 were shattered as If struck by lightning. So
violent was the shock that the revolutionary leaders
were utterly amazed, each in his newly born agony
shrieking with Richard, * My horse! my horse | my
kingdom for a horse " Colonel Gransdos, the so-
called Sherman of Sinalos, and Colonel Adolfo
Palacio, the “herole military lawyer,” fed
to this elty, followed by o few terror-
glricken adhereats, and early in the afternoon
sought safety from the wrath to come by embark-
ing in a coast schooner and instantly departing for
the commercinl metropolis of General Lozado's
kingdom, S8pn Blas, In the adjacent State of Jallsco,
Gengral Jesus Toledo, who had been appolnted com-
mander-in-chief of the rvevolutionary forces, was ln
this clty while the fght was golng on at the Presdio,
being slck, s was stated, and unable to take the flekd.
On his first Learing of the reports of the disasters
that befel Martinez his excitemont was 8o great that
the drooping apirits of the General were immediately
restored and he made one of the healthiest retreats
on record, without even walting to say to his friends
adios or hasta luego. Toledo sought refuge on the
same ark with the congenial brethren Granados and
Falaclo. The military commandante and prefect of
this city, lawyer Paz, and his predecessor, Sefior Mol-
lino, with several other prominent revolutiont
were nlso seized with a manla for sea-going life and
embarked on board the schooner, Granados, Palacio
and Toledo are the authors of the frry pronuncia-
tidlentos issned against General Corons, transiations
of which were forwarded the Hemarp upon thelr

coming to light. The latter hero 18 the Individual
who bombastically proclal.luml that he was eager to
¢ross awords with Corona, but who was the first to
ask protection from lmpending danger from (he
captiin of the English man-of-war.Chanticleer, This
English oMeer not desiring to make a speciol trip to
San Blas In the interesp of revelutionary dead heads,
Toledo and his feelng fugitives avallsd thewselves
of the manner of escape niready menioned,

When the news reactssd Mazatlan that & battle was
raginge at the Presidio, or rather that the revolution-
1st4 il been routed horsge unil fool, the consternn-
tion of the citizens of this city was at its height, The
sacking of the city was #o confidently predieted that
the merchanis and business men took the gold and
shiver from thelr safes and bid the precious metals
wlherever they thought it most secure. Chimneys,
bed tleks, oid hoots stowed away in nusly cornoers,
holes in the walls amd like places were maede the re-
cipients of golden cagles and silver piclwa-—-lhuh'v
Jewels of commerce—tie bragen sales alone contuin-
ing some few dollars in copper money. Revolvers,
ahot guns amd rites were in demand, the merchants
arming themselves, their elerks amd porters 8o a8 to
make o bold fght i the defeated revolutionists in
gucking the city carrvied things to an exireme, A
temporary miiltary commandante was elected and o
home gl erganized to defend the life and property
of the city, All night of the sth a cavalry and in-
fantry patrol, with a strong reserve stationed at the
City Hall, snxlously watched over the doomed eity,
44 was supposed, By ten o'clock gearcely a soul was
to be geen in the strects excepting the patrol guards,
and the brlght moon looked down on what appearcd
to be a mystlcal eity of the dead.  Stores were douile
barred and bolted; private reslilences gave not o
slgn of light or life, and wherever one wendod
his way there were evidences. that the people
felt the greatest insecurity. Buot the clty was not
speked.  Indeed, the revolutlonista were themselves
B0 suddenly suckoed, bugped, ggattered, shattered
and broken, that those lucky eaough to escape
thought more of thelr lives than of money and phin-
der; for e 18 g0 sweet that even a revolutionary
chieftain prefers it to the great ambitlons of life—
money by forced loans  and  power by forced
bayonets,

e days immediately preceding the battle were
marked by o bitter feeling existing among the revoe-
lutiontsts,  Granmdos and Palaeio were plotiing to
proclaim agninst Martinez, and the lntter, hearing of
the seneme, hurried to the (ront and accused Palicio
of inteuded and premoditated revolt.  Granados,
belng o Bgnting man, dikl not relish the fdea that
General Toledo, a slekly chieflaln, should be made
communder-in-chilef, und Colonel Almwin looked
with supreme disgust upon thelr bickerings.  But
the great sgaree of discontent arose from the fact
thit Martineéz seemed to pay more attention to the
financial ufuirs of the Cusiom House than to the
wints und requirements of his army, He had pro-
cured Iurpfu Auts of money in this way and by foreed
Ioans, and it wns only through begging that Granados
and other subordinate chiefs could get money
encugh to half provide for themsclves and thelr
forces, The revolntlonary army, too, was discon-
teniwd, A large portton of It was composed of men
forced there by a mwosl merciiess conscription, and
the remainder was of the regular army, foreed to
proclaing for their chiefs when the latter pronounced
aguinst the government, St all held wogether, the
teqders through the coliesive love of public plunder,
e soldiers through a tyranuical despotisan.

On the morniog of the tght the State and national
forces, 1,600 strong, Infantry and cavalry (only one
Mfehd pivce of artiliery belng used), were unaer con-
mind of Generals Guerea, Parra, Tolentino and Robi,
The revolutioniets, 5,000 strong, principally infantry,
woere commanded by Martinez, the provisgional and
military governor, Colonels Granndos, Palaclo and
Almmdi.  The attack, ed by Commandante Parra,
was promptly supporied by a divizion under General
Paria, 660 strong, witleh diviston, with a whoop and

ell, dashied themsodves agalnst the revolutionary

orees withwach rapidity that in an instant the en-
gugement became gencral.  Poclions of the revolu-
Houary aeiny furht with dedperation, especiaily the
wroops under Grangdos, bhut owing to the dissensions
alredy mentioned, there wis o want of setive ¢o-
operation.

Atthi= moment the cons-
flict became o hand-lo-hand conwst, The contending
Torces shol each oiher with revolvers aid plaiols and
fought for mestery with hayonets and sahres, Severnd
Instanees of personal heroisim are recordoed.
