After leaving the city for the Fashion Course the

M» doubt some of them have suiliuient reasons (or
this course of conduct In respect to their horses; but
independent men should never be deterred from
doing what they think is right, in any sense of the
word. Owners of running horses, on the contrary,
aU over the world, are not only proud of their tine
hones, but are delighted to see their names, either
M winners or losers, in the public prints; and why
abould not this be the case with the owners of trottenTAre they less respectable than the owners of
mnnlng hones r If so, reformation is needed somewhere;for certainly in a utilitarian point of view
the trotting horse is entitled to precedence. It would
be well for gentlemen owning trotters to review the
aabjeot and see where the fault lies.

The private deepatche*
at that time were to the eflbct that the Preatdeara
acquittal was considered certaiu. The grow clear-
ings amounted to $W,4jn,0U0, the gold balances lo
$1,522,180 and the currency balance* to |x,U7,«S3.
There was a moderately brink borrowing demand
for coin, and loans were iuade at rate*
varying from four to tlx and a half per wnt per annum.The Treasury told atxmt a hundred ihou«snd
dollars of coin during the day, and bought three
quartern of a million of seven-thirty note*. The disbursementstn payment of the May interest at the
Sub-Treasury up to the clone of hiwlne«i on .Saturdayaggregated $10,061,000. The imports of specie at
tills port from foreign ports last week amounted to

$171,704, making $2,M6,3»2 sluoe the 1st of January.
For the time being the approaching conclusion of

the Impeachment trial and Its result are the sbsorbinjgtheineof public Interest, but to-morrow w^J terminateIhe suspense with which the vote of the Henateis awaited, and a sense of relief will be experiencedfrom Maine to Texas when it becomes known.
After a brief Interval Congress will turn Its attention
to the financial question, and particularly
the currency, the tariff and the Internal
Kevenue law, upon each of which a
wide division of opinion exists, both In
and out of Congress. There will be a powerful
'force brought to bear In flavor of Inflating the currencyto the extent of a hundred millions, more or

ss, and another powerful party brought to bear
against It, and whether the Inflationists will carry
their point or not remains to be seen; but It would
obvlonsly be bad financial policy to depreciate the
value of our currency by adding to Its volume. Temporarilyit would stimulate trade, speculation and
the general prosperity of the country, but It would
expose us to the danger of Increasing it
frnm Mma f/t tfmo uMll niiirn until tho irhula maaa

was threatened with the fate which overtook the o.'d
continental money of oar own oountry and the
assignats and mandats of Prance. Nevertheless, the
Inflationists of the West wlU light hard for more

greenbacks, but it is to be hoped that their effort*
will be fruitless. There will be a struggle to alwli.sh
the Income tax, and the sooner the country is in a

position to remove this inquisitorial Impost the better;
but the government cannot afford to re<kuoe taxation
largely without making equal provision for the reductionof its expenditures. The burdens of taxation
are, It Is true, enormous; but each part of the fiscal
machinery of the government must bo adjusted to
every other part, so that the credit of the nation may
not only be maintained, but Improved and the currencygradually appreciated In value.
The stock market was dull and unsettled all day,

and until late in the afternoon prices had a

drooping tendency. Among the miscellaneous
shares PaciHc Mall was heavy and declined
about two per cent, while Fort Wayne was the
weakest of the r&l/way shares, sales having been
made at 106K* In other stocks there was no material
change and just, before the close there was an Improveddemand (or New York Central and Erie at
a slight advance. The decline In Fort Wayne was
due to sales to realize by parties who had pro-
bably bought It under the impression that It
wm a sound ten per eent stock, whereas the Fort
Wayne Company In Its last and previous reports
shows that It coald not pay dividends at all
If it ceased to sell new stock. The report for the
jcai muiu|$ uwcuiirar oi, iooi, uiiurmn tur ivuca*

holders that the company sold $1,210,040 of new
stock daring the year and paid $1,034,896 In dividends,so that it actually sold nearly $200,000 more
stock than It declared dividends, and In this way Its
capital stock had up to that date been increased to
$11,600,000. The fact that Its train mileage in 1807
was 4,723,003 miles and that its gross receipts from
all sources were only $7,242,126, or at tits rate
of $1 63 per mile, shows that the company
was hardly paying expenses, and to declare dividendsunder sucfi circumstances merely to bolster
up the price of the stock in Wall street Is a fraud
upon stockholders and a flagrant mismanagement of
the company's finances. The supply of money continuesabundant at 0 a 7 per cent, with the majority
of transactions at six to first class borrowers. The
return flow ef currency from the interior is gradually
Increasing the loanable resources of the banks, and
monetary case for a protracted period Is assured.
