aome Importance in the north frontier of Ecuador.
Antonio Fiores went there alone with his pistol,
took off by force their guns from the hands of
toe rebels and submitted them without bloodshed
kj bis bravery. Notwithstanding, the government
was so afraid, even after the pacification, that they
have determined to suspend the conscription law,
which has created so much dissatisfaction and so

many troubles. This law of the last Congress has
become, indeed, very unpopular and obnoxious.
The cocoa and all the fruits of Ecuador are low as

ever. Money Is not to be found at any price. The
agriculture is ruined, and more, even the commerce.

Everybody complains of the prostrate war with
Bpaln, which costs Ecuador more than any other
republic, as cocoa, its principal staple, is shipped
especially for Bpain. In this article alone Guayaquilloses one million and a half every year.
From Chile we learn that General Prado had gone to

Santiago and met with a very enthuslastic'reception.
On Saturday evening, April 4, at about twenty-live
minutes past Ave, a shook of earthquake, preceded
by a low subterranean rumbling, was distinctly felt
throughout Valparaiso,

CENTRAL AMERICA.

Barthqnakee in Guatemala.Imports aud Export*la Salvador.Health of >icarnvau.
CoMa Rica.

Panama, May 1,1868.
By the steamer Guatemala, which dropped anchor

here yesterday morning, we have later news from
the Central American republics, with the exception
of Honduras, whence no mail was received. I And
nothing of particular Interest in letters or papers,
but condense the items into tiie following
paragraphs:.
In Guatemala several smart shocks of earthquake

were felt on the 8th of April and following days, but
no damage was reported. It is said that in one night
ttiere were felt not fewer than twenty-one. The
wharf at the port of San Joe<? is making rapid progress;708 feet had already been concluded and a

speedy termination of the entire work was expected.
The statistical reports of the Secretary of the TreasuryIn the Republic of Salvador show that in the

flret quarter of the present year the value of the importswas $1,0*21,488, and that of the exports $2,453,872.asum far in excess of the correspoading one of
last year and very respectable for a small country
like Salvador.
According to,statements published in the official

Eizefte of Nicaragua the sanitary condition of the
terior cities nas again become very bad. In Leon,

up to the I4tti of April, one thousand cases of malignantfevers were reported. Similar information
lind been received from Granada. It is stated that
only two or three per cent of the attacked have died
so far and thai the fevers are not or an epidemic
character. But where about twenty per cent of the
population arc down with fevers the state of the
public health is rather alarming.

The cotlee crop of Costa Rica was almost entirely
In port. The prices continued low, and the complaintsof growers and merchant# were pitiful. The
rainy season was very late betting in.the same as
on tnc Isthmus.

enormous custom duties, ail Imported goods of
foreign manufacture or art; bat In this they were
fertunateiy unsuccessful. It is sad that we lislf of
ttogoti ehould be merged in starving misery, but it
would be downright folly to try to remedy this local
evil by an Injustice le the rest of the Inhabitants of
this republic.
Congress is most likely to finish its labors towards

the end of this month, after having accomplishedjust about nothing. The only bills of importance
now under discussion, and which, perhaps, mav
become laws, are one about public order, giving the
federal Executive certain powers in cases of revolutionswithin individual States, and another about
public credit, endeavoring to bolster up this shaky
concern.
Amung the other Congressional labors of the pastfortnight | may mention that the Senate has thrown

out for good tUft bill reducing the number of Secre-
lanrs 01 i*i»u; io mree, and won reconsidering the
bill providing for life pensions to nuns deprived of
tuelr sustenance by Mosquera's decrees. In the
House of Representatives the following bills have
bten passed:.Denying the right of the State of
Panama to send live members; fixing the army on
peace footing at 1,500 men, and honoring the memory
of the late President of the Isthtnus, General Vicente
Olarte. A proposition to extend a similar complimentto Uk past administration of Santos Acosta
was under consideration and had passed in first reading.
Santaodar, Boyaca, Cnndinamarca, Antloqnla and

Tolima are reported perfectly quiet. Tlmoleou Meza,
after his defeat In 1'ollma, withdrew to Antloqnla,
where he tried to take the town of Manizaies by surprise.He had only about one hundred men with
nim, and the State government was early apprized of
his Intentions and enabled to frustrate tliein and dispersehis guerilla force.

In Carthagena the same state of affair* continued
as spoken of in my last. The conservatives accused
of revolutionary plans, but stoutly denying them,
martial law supreme, the government aud everybodysuspecting everybody else and a c«mplete standstill
of business.
Here on the Isthmus, fortunately, everything Is

quiet In spite of the predictions or some and the
threats of others. From Chlrlqui and the other deEartmentsof the Interior the fall restoration of pubctranquillity is announced. In other respects it
appears that we arc not destined to lead a happy and
peaceful life here. No sooner has the fear or yellowlever subsided.which may be every moment brought
back from the south coast.when a new alarm disturbsas of serious apprehensions for our lives and
our property. The fact of the matter is that the
Isthmus has become a regular place of rendezvous
for murderers, thieves, ramblers and loafers of all
descriptions, hot only "from South and Central
America and the West Indies (whence we used to
receive a sufficiently strong consignment to satisfy
anybody), but now we are receiving a regular influx
of dangerous characters from New York, and especiallyfrom California, who are Induced to favor us
with their presence by the low fares of the rival
steamer lines, by the dread of Northern prisons and
the Impunity they enjoy here, as they cannot be
caught for the past offences in the absence of an extraditiontreaty between the United States und this
country, and as the insufficiency of the police here
guarantees to them an easy plying of their calling.
Of several cases which have lately occurred here, I
shall only mention a few. On the 28th of last month
a steerage passenger by the Nebraska was robbed in
broad daylight, In the presence of at least fifty persons,of his valise, containing all his earnings, $0,000
in gold, which was placed under his seat in the car,
during the short time It took him to purchase some
oranges. The thiefmust have been well acquainted
with the fact of the money being hidden in the valise,
and must have had several helpers. Home believed
.that a Jewish looking individual who was coining
down on the Sacramento, but left her and his baggageand took passage 011 the Nebraska, was the
principal thief. This man Instead of going South, as
lie intended, went by the French steamer of the 1st
to Martinique, atid is said to have appropriated the
trunk of a poor woman on the trip over,
But attention was soon called to another ease

which happened two days afterwards and may be in
connection with the former. On the morning of that
day, in a by lane not far from the railroad house, was
found the corpse of a Swede called de la Guardee,
who had arrived b.v the Nebraska from Mazatlan,
wiiere he had been engaged in surveying. The body
was found to be stabbed in several places. A rather
suspicious character, formerly a wheelwright, but
lately a gambler, who had embarked at the same
place and remained here in Panama, was arrested as
one of the guilty party, because his hat was covered
With blood. He had been seen much in the murderedmail's company, and he had spent a great deal
of money in the last two ila.va, while at his arrivaj he
was without a penny. The man denies stoutly all
guilt, but It is said lias made certain statements
which caused the arrest on the 4th of about a dozen
foreigners of different extraction living at what is
Irnimn no »l.n I!,iThn n... ...i i.i..

of tliis ease. At the same time an Italian wan robbed
of (600, and among other thieves the opposition
steamer brought us also the fellow Beusteiu, who
stole $4,000 In Han Francisco from his employer, in
February, and left for Mexico. Then there is a case
of an "honest miner," named Peck, who had come
down from Sau Francisco with a lot of bogus gold
dust and a very ilshy story relating to it. The merchantwho had bought part of it, some $1,300 worth,
had him arrested on suspicion, which at first induced
General Hough, the United states Vice-Consul, to interferein the miner's behalf; but when the
particulars of the case were known no
objection was made to letting justice take
her course. These repeated cases have
caused a very natural feeling of uneasiness on the
part of our respectable inhabitants, and various
methods of remedying the evil have iieen
proposed.private guards, vigilant committees,a reinforced police and others. The
best would be If the United .States government
made an extradition treaty with this country and
afterwards stationed one or two detectives on the
Isthmns. A detective sent down by the San FranciscoCustom House has been on the Isthmus for
several weeks past engaged in ferreting out the particularsof smuggling us carried on between here
and California.
Colonel Griggsby, the newly appointed Inspector

of Customs, arrived here on the -.'d Inst. The Bishop
left for liogoti on the same day.
one of our most enterprising and successful

American merchants. Captain J. McK. Cooke, sent
out a brig, the Maria, about eleven months ago ou a
whaling cruise. The vessel proceeded no farther
than the Galapagos islands and returned on the 1st
with about seven hundred barrels of oil, which yield
about two hundred and fifty per cent profit on the
investment. Captain Cooke Intends to buy and send
out a larger vessel, and it is verv probable that
others may follow Ills example, for the Round be-
tween here and the Galapagos Is one of the richest
and leant dangerous.
The Herald receives by tills steamer a large

budget of special correspondences and news which
has accumulated here within the last few days.
There arrived two steamers from the South, on the
2".»th and 4th, bringing letters from the Herami's
correspondents in Chile, Peru and Kcuador. On the
last named day the lUkaia got In from Australia,
bringing valuable correspondence, promptly transmitted,from New So*th Wales, Victoria and New
Zealand.

In connection with the Kngllsli steamers from the
south coast, 1 mention that the last, the Peru, hardly
brought any passengers at all, on account of the
fearful ravages of the yellow fever on the Peruvian
coast. It Ih strange that these vessels are not
quarantined here, altlkiugii they used to be very
vigorously quarantined at Callao when we had the
fever ou the Isthmus.

PERU.

The Election*.Obno*io«» Decree* Innurd by
CJowTunpiit.FlBta»l»l Mrmures.Yellow
Fever.Tranquil Condition of the Country.

Lima, April 28. lsus.
The news which we receive In Lima ftom all quartersof the republic Is to the positive effect that

Colonel Kalta has received tbe almost unanimous
vote of tlie people. In Arequipa and several of the
other strongholds of the Southern party an attempt
was made to oppose hh election by fair or foul
means, but the current tf popular opinion was set
too strongly In his favor to allow the success of such
measures. The electors give In their votes during
the month of May, and on the 2Mh of July, the anniversaryof Peruvian Independence, -Congress meets
and solemnlv proclaims the people's choice.
Several instances hav* occurred where Congrosssolemnly proclaimed its own choice, but
it is difficult to suppwe such a proceeding

in mis particular cafe, i ie mruggie u now for the
Vtce»Presidencies and Congressional positions. The
rlectors have beta gcneraiy chosen by the people,
with instruction* to vote f«r Ualta as President, but
with <> positive orders as o their selection of men
for the other positions. Consequently electors are
at a high and advancing piemlum, market well supplied.
The effects of that odleuedecrce of the gorenimpnt

(lory, were not at all backward In expressing their
opinions, strongly denouncing a measure which not
only lowered the government of their country In
their own eves, but which also would bring discredit
upon U In foreign countries.
Decisive steps were at once taken, a large meeting

of the people was called with the ostensible purposeof preparing an adequate celebration for the
approaching 'id of May) the anniversary of the battle
of Callao, but In reality to give vent to the Indignationwhich was so generally experienced. This
meeting, attended lay nearly a thousand persons, declaredwith loud acclamations that Colonel Prado
should, by reason of hi* valiant services, be the honoraryPresident of the society which they then proceededto form under the name of the Society of 'id
May. Committee* were appointed, composed of the
most respectable ladies and gentlemen of Lima, to
solicit subscriptions towards the formation of a fund
for the proper celebration of the anniversary, and
stirring addresses were delivered denouncing the actionof the government and crhly laudatory
of Colonel Prado. In fact, thy meting grew
so enthusiastic over the matter and the
cheers far Prado became so demonstratively affectionatethat tbe authorities thought proper to send a
force of police to the hall and to dissolve the assembly.This was effected, but not until the objects of
the reunion had been effected. The government now
began to see the dismal consequences of the false
step which it had made. The people, led by dangerouslyInfluential men, were unanimous in their denunciationsof the objectionable decree, and trouble
was undoubtedly in prospect .unless some conciliatorymeasure oould be devised and adopted. Then,
Immediately after having declared Prado and
his generals and officers disgraced, the
government Issued another decree, which Involvesso many contradictions that it has
been considered as perfectly incomprehensible.
To the officers who fought against Spain
the last decree gives eighteen months of active servicetime, that is, these officers for the services which
they rendered are all advanced for the period mentionedtowards another rank. But after havlug
erased their names from the army roll how can they
possibly derive any advantage from the favors thus
conferred? The government by endeavoring to
gratify the private feelings of some of Us adherents
has scattered discontent and disgust through the
multitude. These decrees relative to the men who
fought so bravely for their country against overwhelmingodds, and who gained the victory, neither
meet with the approbation of the country nor with
the gratitude or the persons sought to be favored,
for in these documents neither one spark of patriotismnor wisdom can be discovered. Although the

Sovernment has declared the 2d of May a
ay of festivity, and has ordered its celebration,still the trouble looms gloomily

ahead. Fresh fuel has been given to that Ore of
conspiracy which now burns brightly for Frado, and
every one fears tliat this 2d of May, so glorious now,
may be converted Into an anniversary always to be
sadly remembered by Feru. In fact, serious apprehensionexists that during the celebrations to take
place on that occasion some manifestations of
regard for I"ado and his fellow exiles may be expressed,which will only lead to violence and bloodshed.The government is determined not to allow
any utterance of sympathy for their fallen foe. and
the people here are now wrought up to such a pitch
of excitement, and so many of Prado's old officers
and friends are in the city, that a disturbance may
occur. It Is to be devoutly desired that no such
ailalr will take place, lor instead of being for the advantageof anyone it would only be the first step
toward one of those inevitable revolutions which
have not only immensely injured this beautiful
country, but the entire continent.
The presence of the yellow fever in full force may

act as a sedative to these excited feelings, for this
people, apprehensive by nature, would think twice
before wantonly exposing themselves to scenes
which would surely assist the march of this terrible
invader. When tieufral Canseco entered Lima In
1865 he obtained a loan of lour millions of dollars
from the house of Witt A Schutte, of this city, the
consigners of guano to (ierinany. The amount of
this loan, frtmi the excessive rate of interest charged
by tho house, was ordered by Frado to be refunded,or its Justice aud legality to be decided by
arbitration, it was therefore referred to the
decision of the Senate of Hamburg. This body
had nearly terminated its investigations, anil
We were unofficially informed that its rinding
would be contrary to the House and favorable to the
government. nut uanseco being neatly pressed Tor
money a short time since obtained another loan
from the same tlouse on the condition tliat tlie formerone should bo recognized by the government
and that the investigation should be withdrawnlrom the consideration of the HamburgSenate. Thus the consigners obtain their
original terms, nearly thirty per cent interest,
make a second very favorable advance to the government,and Peru, after having declared to the Senateof Hamburg through the Foreign Secretary that
the matter is to be forthwith withdrawn, loses a very
large portion of her necessary dignity before the Europeannations. This little matter will give a clear
example or the many Instances in which this country
is made to suffer by the shortsightedness of her
rulers.
The yellow fever, after having had its own very disagreeableway for two months, now appears to be

gradually decreasing. It may be that this decrease
fs owing either to the experience acquired by physiciansin the treatment of the disease or to the almost
depopulated slate of Lima and Callao. A general
exodus has been taking place during this mouth, and
the tide moves always to the watering places and
suburban villages. Hnt the people here who are
really sincere mi their religious ueltaC though not
particularly well Informed concerning It. do not attributethe gradual disappearance of the epidemic to
the causes above mentioned. During the past fortnightpublic prayers and processions have been very
general, and the latter very largely attended, with
the object of imploring the mercy of Heaven, and
the diminution of the malady Is, according to the
popular voice, due to these pious ottlces. There
is no doubt that very sincere petitions have
l»een ottered up, and the people lirmly and
sincerely l»elte\e in their efflcacy. When
such ideas are heartfelt there Is no reason to condemn
them, but every reason to greatly applaud and admirethem. Foreigners have lately been the principalvictims, and, as was mentioned In inv last communication,the apprehension felt by that class of
persons has greatly Improved their habits, and it Is
to be desired that the apprehension might survive its
PfllltK*

The tug,
having taken the Citizen in tow, Instead of
proceeding on her direct course as agreed upon, put
into the Atlantic dock In Brooklyn, wnere the Citizen
was left for gome tlmn uihilu m« lot atun nnw

ceeded to pick up other boats for towage to £ew
Brunswick. Tue Quickstep returned and took the
Citizen in tow, having at the time other boats in tow,
the number and tonage of which was more than the
Quickstep was able to take. Alter being a day or so
on her passage the Citizen became detached from
the steamtug ny the mismanagement of the hands in
charge of her, and by negligence and mismanagementthe steamtug Quickstep struck with great force
against the Citizen and stove her In, by which the
water had free access into her hold, and she filled
rapidly and sunk to the bottom, cargo and all, and
became a total loss. The plea urged by counsel tor
the Quickstep was that the collision was the result
of Inevitable and uncontrollable accident. Decision
reserved.

UNITES STATES DISTRICT COURT.III BANKRUPTCY.
The Case of Robert C. Kathbone.

It will be remembered that a few days ago Judge
Blatcbford rendered a decision in the above case, in

Suit for Iufrlngiuent of Theatrical Copyright.

Before Judge Match ford.
Augustin Daly vs. Thomas Magutre..This was

an action brought by Angustln l)aly, the dramatic
author, against Thomas Maguire, the proprietor of
Magulre's Opera House in San Francisco, Cat., (and
lately of the Japanese troupe) to recover $2,000 damagesfor the alleged Infringement of t lie plaintiff's
copyright in the sensatlcnal draniaof "(iriillth daunt;
or Jealousy," performed lust year in this cltv at the
New York theatre. The plaintiff states that his said
play was produced and performed without his consentat the defendant's theatre in San Francisco in
February, March and April, 1807, and therefore
defendant is liable to him for damages,
pursuant to act of Congress of 185fl, chapter 15fl,
passed for the protection of authors, and commonly
known as the Dramatic Copyright act. The defendantdenies generully that he ever performed said
play. The case now came before the court on the
following peculiar state of proceedings. Last year,
when the defendant, Maguire, came to New York, he
was arrested In this suit t>y the United States Marshal
and shortly afterwards examined before the United
States Commissioner as to the aforesaid performances.In the course of that examination a printed
programme of Maguire's opera House in San Franciscowas produced, but the defendant would not
swear It, was one of his programmes. There were
also several slips cut from California newspapers 111
relation to said play. All these slips stated the play
or "(Jritllth Gaunt" performed at the defendant's
theatre was Mr. Daly's play, and the programme of the
thejtre expressly set forth that this was "Augustln
Daly's drama," Ac. All these documents were filed
with the clerk of the court. A commission liavmg
been ordered to issue to San Francisco to exainino
witnesses as to the points Involved, the plaintiff, by
his counsel, Mr. Joseph F. Daly, moved the court todayfor leave to take the programme and newspaper
slips off the flies of the court to be sent to California
for identification by the printer that printed them
and by the persons who wrote them. The defendant,
by Mr. Compton, his counsel, objected. The court
after hearing the argument ordered that photographsof the programme and slips should be niadr and
such photographic copies be put on file and that the
original documents should he sent, as plaintiff requested,with the commission to Man Francisco for
identification. The judge (Blatchford) remarked, as
he rendered his decision, alluding to ordering photographiccopies to be made, that he "saw no reason
why the court should not avail Itself of the progress
of science in order to facilitate legal proceedings."

mount of $a,ooo. In ,New Jersey, particularly in
Hie vicinity of Hobolccn, several buildings were
Mttvn down, fences destroyed and tilled lands subru«*ed.The tract ol territory known as the "HobokenFlats" was at one time entirely covered with
water, and beyond it, in Hudson City, many houses
were injured or utterly annihilated. There Is reason
to believe that vast amounts of property have been
destroyed by ih Is storm.
