Vwond Anniversary Exerctacs.Addrmaw by
AlfrH (I. I.ove, Lucy Stotie» ».orn llatrn,
JciHCpbine S. Griflln and Others -Reports,
Letter;) and Kesoultlon*. ,

The Universal Peace Society yesterday morning
celebrated their second anniversary at Dodworth
Hull. The audience was quite small. Among those
present were Lncy stone, Ernestine Rose, Josephine
8. Griilln, Cora Hatch and C. II. Burleigh.
Alfred H. Love, of Philadelphia, President of the

Soc'Cty, occupied the chair, and Elizabeth B. Chase
acted as secretary.

<)u ^Burning the chair Mr. Lovk remarked that
their advocacy of peace was not a mere sickly sentiment.It did not ffrow out of cowardice or an easy,
slothful conscience. There was no peace and could
he none while the conditions of war existed. They
bad united to force this iron-clad front of doubt, oppositionand unpopularity. Considering the magnitudeof the work before them, and the
humble instruments engaged to perform it,
he could not but declare, "What arc we that our eyes
see this glory here and our ears have heard the
sound." It seemed that the spirit of divine truth
alone should animate us, and upon that he dared to
build his faith and hope. All talked peace, prayed
pr>ace, preached peace, gover ied for peace, fought
for peace, and yet they were told that thoy had com
moneed a thousand years too soon to beat the swo'M
m o mi; piougasnare an i me spear into cue prim u ;
hook. If you wished to reach your homes you must
take the first step. It must be accomplished i>,y work.
The Pacific Ocan wits not to foe reached l>v mere
logic, nor even bv in -re devout pravers, but by work
and pa'lence, by levelling or tnnnelllns tV mountain,by laying the sleeper, by puui'ig io,003 men

upon it, or a nation even at each end of the line, and
then niacins the engine upon it and moving it to the
racilic. Tli.s opportunity was to all a free one.

ANNUAL REPORT.

Convention of New York, and had been presented by
Mr. Erasins Brooks. A number of successful meetingshad been held by the society, in its various
branches, throughout the country. A number of encouragingmeet n rs had also been held in Bo'ton.

Afternoon Session.
The society reassembled at half-past three o'clocl,

Alfted H. Love in the chair.
Letters from various sections 01 me country were

received and read from parlies who Fympathlzed
with the aims and principles of the society.
Jamvr M. Pebbles remarked that last winter, in

Washington, he was Invited by Colonel Tappau, Mr.

Taylor, General Sheridan and others to accompany
them on their peace commission among the Indians
in the Far West and Northwest. He met them at
Omaha. Among the party were Generals Harney,
Sherman, Sheridan, Augur, Terry, and Colonels Tappanand sandford. Their first stopping place was
the forks of the Platte river, where tuey met the
chiefs of the Sioux. A council was held and he was
charmed witn the bearing of those Indians. Wnen
tie saw those Sioux, their chiets, warriors, squaws
ami papooses; when he heard their speeches and
looked urouud and saw tue whites among them,
ne considered that of the two ihe whites should have
l>een called the savages and tuey tue civilized. Havingtalked with ueueral ilarney and a.it i'arson and
uuvlng heard the testimony irom their own lips tuat
me wuiics tiad broken thoir treaties with the Indians,
mat tue whiieB were tue aggressors by the acts of deludingcontractors and a cols, he could not blame
tiiem lor biiugtng about these Indian wars. He did
not wa.it to hear any one laik again about sweeping
ti.ese Indians from tue tace of Hie eann. Virtua ly
General Siierman said last year, "1 cannot see
any method of ending tins war except by ext.rmiiK.ton of the Indians, >»ltii the squaws
ai.d papooses!" Cut ueuerai siierman now
had chunked his mind completely and had
said, "it is cheaper for us to iced the iiidiaus
