Washington, May 10,1868.
Mr. 0. w. Dent, brother-in-law of General Grant,

authorizes the statement that the report referring to
him aa the author of the assertion that General Grant
has written a letter declining the nomination, is a
mistake. He states that he has made no allusion to
the Intentions of the General since he has been In this
city. The statement In reference to Grant's letter decliningthe nomination has been repeatedly denied by
oQlcers of hiss tair and members of Congress who claim
to have the Information direct from General Grant
himself, but several of these who are likely to be the
best informed have admitted that Grant has written
a icuer in regaru to t:ic expected nomination. This
disagreement between those who claim to nave superiorfacilities for knowing General Grant's views,
and the evident anxiety on the part of the latter and
his counsellors, have a tendency to Increase the
public excitement in the mutter, and General Grant
is as much importuned by restless politicians for
some definite knowledge as to what be has done as

any of the doubtful Senators before the vote of last
Saturday. The anxiety of the General's friends is
directed more to denying the statement that he declinesthe nomination than to the fact that he has
written a letter the character of which can only be
mado known to the Convention when regularly assembled.

Chicago, May 10, 1968.

at noon to-day at Turners' null. Delegates from all
the States, including several of those unrepresented
in Congress, were present, embracing about 600 persons.The hall was appropriately decorated with
the coats of arms of the State, suspended from the
balconies. Over the stage was hung a likenessof General Grant, surrounded with evergreens
and bearng the iinsenption, "We'll tight it out
on this line." Other devices and mottoes
were ranted about the hall, tlnon the stasre were
assembled a largo number of military celebrities.
General Sickles, General Ilawley, General Falrcblld,
Cenoral Cochrane, General Logan and others of
leaser rank. The Convention organized by appointingGeneral Lucius Fairchild, of Wisconsin, temporarychairman. The nume of Logan is mentioned
for the permanent chairman. General Hawley, of
Connecticut, Major Connor, of Iowa, and General
Sickles of New York, then addressed the Convention
luring the absence of the Committee on Resolutions.

Messrs. Ely, Burnham and Bartlett of Chicago,

Pending the reports of the committees on organizationand resolutions, General Hawley, of Connecticut,

was called for and made a stirring and eloquent
speech. He said that even though the times looked
somewhat dark, yet he was glad men could be found
who still retna>n true to the Union and liberty. Those
who thought the soldiers were actuated by feelings
of revenge were mistaken. Never was a day or an
hour during the lonrf lour years of the war when If
those who were trying to break up the Union had
come forward and thrown down their arms but
would have been received with open arms, and all
would have been forgotten. He expressed himself
nappy id me country turning towunis a maii lor
tUo Chief Executive of tUe nation who had never
meddled In politics, but whoso firmness, common
sense, as well as parity of heart and mind, eminently
fitted him for the highest gift the people could bestow.General Grant was undoubtedly the people's
choice, and next November will see him elected
President of the United States. (Cheers.) So far as
tha Southern people are concerned, he would say,
tiiat whenever they manifested a desire lo come
ba^k in the good o.d Union ana tot like good citizens,he warttii favor of throwing around them the
protection of the government, It made uo difference
whether that citizen was white or black, he was a
citizen still. He believed that If necessary two million"boys in bine" would come again and protect
him in his rights. (Immense applause.)
General Halstrd, of New Jersey, was next called

npon. He said that to-day the political history of the
country was dark because of the treachery of our representativesIn Congress. lie wan sorry to say the
American people "havc*»en stabbed in the house of
their friends." On every side of him ne heard curses
loud and deep against that recreant Senator from Illinois.He was sorry th.it General Palmer, a man
whom the people of Illinois were about to honor, had
not been in the place of the dishonest Senator whom
he alluded to. lie was still In hopes of seeing AndrewJohnson impeached and consigned to the obscuritywhich he so greatly merits, in reference to
the colored man he would say that so long as he behavedhimself and acted like an good citizen he was
proud to call him "brother."

upon by the "brave* of the nation'* to apeak
to them. (Replies by the convention."Ton bad a
boy; that la enough.") After exhorting the conventionto moderation and pruaence In their proceeding*,the old gentleman retired amid the cneers of
the Convention.
General Looan waa tben conducted lo his aeat n*

Chairman, and, after briefly thanking the Conventionfor Hue honor conferred, declfhed the nominationIn fawr of Governor Fairchlld, who wan then
unanlinonsly elected permanent chairman.
Governor 1'aihchii.d thanked the Convention for

thin new hoi'or, and In conciualon announced that,
aa the Committee on Reaoiutlona were not yet ready
to report., he * onld Introduce General John Cochrane,of New York, who would addreee them.
General Cochb»»«« on being Introduced Mid, in

snitatance, he hoptid that every true aoldier In the
country wonld alt aa Jnrora upon the conduct of the

Sailors' Convention the hospitality of tho city.
A vote of thanks to the Council was unanimously

The despatch kittling that Oeucrui Urant had writtena better declining the Presidential nomination
fell like a bombshell among the delegates here.
Great anxiety la manifested to know the trnth on
the subject. The bulk of the delegates asked about
It deny that it is a fact, and doclare Grant will surely
accept If nominated, of which no donbt exists at ail.
The Illinois delegates unite In pronouncing this
opinion, and the father of General Grant, who to-day
made a speech to the Soldiers and Ballon1 Convention,does not believe there is any trnth In the
story. However, should It provo true, like
Fcasenden's opinion, It Is difficult to soy who will be
selected in Grant's place. Colfax, Wade and mil
Sheridan are all spoken of, but there has been no

general consultation among delegates.
The Vice Presidency fight still rages flereely among

partisans of Wade, Hamlin, Colfax, Wilson and Curtin.The pressure of ontstde New Yorkers for Fenton
Is tremendous and the excitement so high that a collisionseemed imminent two or three times to-day
among the Fen»ons and Antl-Fentons. Rome of
Frnton's opponents, like Hugh Hastings, of Albany,
are working to have New England concentrate on
Hamlin or Wilson, with the hope of forcing New York
to take up either of the two.

the tleket. Not one of those mentioned
receives a single thought from the civilians, who
think It but fan' to reserve one place on tne ticket
For a civilian. There In some talk on the part of tho
military delegations, in the event of tho National
Convention Ignoring their nominations, to demand a
conference. Tills may be accorded, though the presentfeeilng on the part of the civilians Ts quite tho
reverse, for tne reason, thoy repeatedly declare, fiat
they are the legitimate nominating couveutlon, and
they are determined to select their own nominees.
The emphasis wltli which the soldiers' wing expreaC
themselves will necessitate considerable backing
down or a breach of harmony, If tnclr declarations
are to be made the spirit of their convention. The
civilians say they also have rights which must be respected.and iietween respect for the respective
rights of the two parties a large share of disrespect
will be the reward, uniesa matters are adjusted In tho
tart.
Judging from casual conversation, no'hlng more

reliable can be had unlit some caucusing has taken
place on tne subject. Wade's chances of nomination
to the second place on tne republican ticket do nut
appear so certain as gen rally supposed. Wilson
and Coliax come here about equal In strength.
Hamlin Is talked of. and It Is understood at mis
time, lu the event of ills withdrawing for the Senate,
his mends will support Wilson. Fenion's friends
are bringing a strong pressure from outside, but not
as yet suillc.eutly developed to indicate any decided
chances.

on the flaanclal feature of the platform.
Some aay nothing had itetter be aa.d on
tue aubject at ail. Thia Independent cjurxe
la met by the suggestion that aoiiieunng In the
way of a declaration will be expected on tiuUocore.
In order to get out of the dilemma there la quite a
talk of Inserting a general proposition "that the republicanparty advocate# such a financial policy aa
shall be in accordant with the laws of Congress."
Tina, therefore, will allow an Indefinite margin noon
which the party can work, whether OongreeN prefers
to allow the present confusion to pervade the
finances of the oonntry, or to lay out a new policy,
declared Iiy Immediate party neccasltlea or designed
to be permanent. The tariff question recelvea a cold
shoulder «n all aides, except, of course, where this Is
tue peculiar sectional oecesalty. There does not appear,however, from present Indications tuat there la
any probability of the question being taken up at ail
In the campaign.
The vote on the eleventh Impeachment article has

turned out quite a damper upon mnoy who came
hgrc anticipating that they would be overtaken by
file electrifying announcement of the conviction of
the President. The reault, so far wide of their expectations,has called torth all sorts of observations respectingthe Integrity and so forth of the " recreant
senators," aa thev arc termed.

The Iwpearhmeut Mtu»|e»' Inveetigutiou
ConnMlttee Exasilsiii Wltneiwi.

Washington, May 19, l(t«n.
The impeachment Managers' Committee ot Iuventlgationheld another meeting to-day, and hud a

gentleman named Wooley before them for examination.Butler expected great things from Woolejr. lie
ascertained that he drew twenty-five thousand dotlarsfrom the First National Bank a day or two prior
to the vote on the eleventh article and, therefore, accordingto the logic of Manager Butler, some Senatoi
who voted for acquittal must have received the whole
or a portion of that draft. Reasoning from this
conclusion, Wooley was peremptorily summoned to
the presence of this Star Chamber body on a subpoena
signed Koiely with the Imperial autograph of ManagerBingham. Wooley treated the mandatory summonswith so much contempt that Butler complained
to the House, but was told by the Speaker he went
the wrong way to work, and in place of putting the
luslgnlflcant name of UinKhain to the summons he
should have attached the exalted cognomen ofColfax.
Buncr uia tnis, ana the result was the production of
Wooley this morning. The first witness wus Mr. J.
C. Dunleary, a Cincinnati banker, who testltled to
having paid $26,000 to the order of C. W. Wooley,
for whom he entertained a high opinion and a cordialfriendship. Woolley, who is a wealthy Ohio
man, of a Jovial and Impulsive turn, and no particularadmirer of Ben Butler, was examined
in reference to using corrupt influences on
Senators in regard to their votes on impeachment.lie stated having expended nine out
of the 126,000 hO drew on matters hero In Washingtonwhich had nothing to do with corrupting Senators,and was no business of lien Butler's or anybodyelse. The remainder of the draft he sent to a

gentleman In New York city. He disputed the right
of the Managers to go Into his private
affairs, and, after giving a general answer
to the question as to the use he made of
the 19,000 he refused to go Into details and exposehis private business relations. Whereupon
Uutler declared he should have him brought before
the House for contempt, and will very likely try to
do so to-morrow. Three newspaper men are snpoenacdto appear and make good some of their statementsabout senators being bribed.

After the Battle.The Disappointed Mana«rr«
and the Disappointment of the Office Hunters.

Wasitinoton, May 17, 1808.
It is Impossible to describe tlie wrath, bitterness

and disappointment of the radical leaders since
their defeat of yesterday. They supposed themselvessure of success up to tho last moment, and
Pomeroy, as chairman of the committee to report on
tlte doubtful votes, ilgured out the necessary twothirdsto the satisfaction of Wade and the whole cabal.
Ho reported Hons as sound as himself. When the prize
was snatched from their hands by the courage and
integrity of this Senator, then there was gnashing
of teeth and furious denunciation.
The most extraordinary efforts were made to secure

Ross' vote, and it Is known that General Oraut was
Induced to visit lilm after twelve o'clock on Friday
night, for the purpose of trying the last permission,
by telling him that he would not conseut to be a candidateat Chicago unlets* Johnson was deposed. The
active part taken by the General In this impeachment
campaign has provoked mucn comment, especially
«s It was Induced In great part by his quarrel with
the President, whoso exposure put him In so unpleasanta position before the country, and of bin
desire to havo the power of the government to favor
his own pretensions as a candidate.
The gross indecency of Wade's voting to make

himself President, by convicting an Innocent man. Is
the subject of general remark. Ills right, us Senator
from Ohio is not disputed, bai If he thougut proper
to exercise It, then his duty was to have retired from
the Presidency of the Senate ami-divested himself of
personal interest In the result.
The Managers are very monrnfnl In look?, and

their movement to have an investigation l« only a
second edition of tho "smelling committee" once
appointed by the Massachusetts Legislature, which
undertook to outrage the sauctity of v arious religious
orders composed of ihe purest and best women.
That ended In disgrace to all concerned, and this
dodge will only bring lmpcochmeut into worse
odiuiu than ever.
Thad Stevens was opposed to It, saying that there

was no use of going farther, for "lm|>cachtrient was
stone dead and the republican party gone to the
devil." Butler was extremely sad. and looked as If
he had lost his last spoon, Boutwell has abandoned
his telescopic researches. Logan admits that tne
forty coluinu speech which Holt wrote for him producedno eiTect. Bingham says his splendid rhetoricalfireworks were all wasted, while Williams and
Wilson want a new trial.
Sumner Is particularly mad at the result lie had

packed half his truuks in expectation of going
abroad under Wade, and was even getting up recommendationsfor himself to Mr Adams' place,
whom he would succeed as night succeeds day. He
had given out tl* certainty of his own appointment
and the positive assurance of the President's deposition.Now everybody laughs at him and
the Dlploraatle Corps who have great contempt for
his character, pretensions and mean snobbishness,
enjoy his defeat hugely. They oue and all declare
that this snubbing of Sumner Is one of tho best resultsof the defeat of impeachment.
The zeal of the lmpcadiers was so urgent yesterdaythat that puro patriot, Simon Cameron, voted

"guilty" before the Cuief Justice had time to put the
question. He went it blind like the rest or the fold.
The adjournment of the Court till the 2dtli is intendedto bring the Influence of the Chicago Conventionon Individual Senators. But it Is too late. The

game Is up. The party Is dead. No galvanism can
revive It even temporarily. TI1I9 is the candid
opinion of every leading radical. Grant may t»c
nominated bnt he will not accept with certain defeatbefore him. When he decline* Wade will be
put forward, and then the whole concern will exJilodeor rattier what may be left of It will scatter
11to miserable frsgmeuts.
It Is now proposed to bring In a sufficient number

of carpet bag Senators to convict the President.
This Is the scheme which Butler and his fellow-conspiratorsare contriving in their star chamber
Inquisition. If that fraud lie attempted It will tie
met with determined resistance. The Chief Jut-fire
will never prostitute his position to any such Infoiur,
and rather than do so he will retire from the court
and appeal to the country.

not excessive In Its coloring or explldtnen. Id orderfolly to appreciate the effect of what haa transpiredhere, the scenes of excitement and anxiety,
and the exhibition of thoae feeling Inspired by enmity,passion and distrust, should have been witnessedprior and subsequent to the grand d<?no«nwnton Saturday.
The lack of confidence shown by the Impeachers

on Tneeday, when they postponed the final laaue
until Saturday, was apparent during the whole of
the Interval, and they approachcd the crisis morn
like criminals expecting their own condemnation
than men conscious of their rectitude iu demanding
the conviction of another.
Home denounced the final adjournment as unwise,

averring that then only six republican Senators would
have voted fur acqmttai, and that the chances of convictionwere sacrificed by delay. But notwithstandingthese adverse consequence* a powerful Influencefavored a aecond postponement. This
