Ben Butler Gets a Sharp Rap from
a Witness.

Outrageous Examination of Senator Henderson
by  House Special Commitice.

The culminating point in the arbitrary and out-
rageous action of the Board of Impeachment Mana-
gers since they have resolved themselves Into what
Is elegantly termed here “a smelling committee”
was probably reached to-day. In everything that
has been done since last Saturday evening the cloven
foot of Butier crops out consplcuously, Who else
could suggest and carry out the unparralleled sug-
gestion of examining the private bank @¢-
count of a private citizen who accldentally
happened to draw & large sum of money
the evening before the vote was taken
and the Presldent acquitted? And of course nobody
€lse but one who had played the Irresponsible and
lawless despot on some former oceaslon could have
thouglit, und thinking could have dared, to perpe-
trate such a highhanded ountrage on the rights of
American citizens a3 to seize upon all the private
telegraphic despatches sent from here since last
Friday. When peopie learned this evening that this
act had been committed they expressed themselves
incredulous, but ascertaining the truth of the mat.
ter, they grew Indignant in many instances beyond
expression, and wondered If radical ingenuity could
devise anything else more offensive and more
fOagrantly indefensible. To-day subpenas were served
upon the managers of three telegraph companies in
this city to appear before the Board, and having
done so they were commanded by Batler to bring all
the private despatches fled on Friday night, and
every night since, before the Committee of lnvestiga-
tion. The meek and obliging telegraph men did as
ordered, and the extraordinary spectacle was exhi-
bited of an Investigalion committee, composed
entirely of the extreme men of an extreme party,
fssuing ediots a8 antocratic as any ever lssned by
the Czar of Russin, with as lofty a disregard of the
rights and feelings of American citizens as ever the
Directory of Paria showed to the unhappy adherents
of the Bourbons,

Among the witnessea snmmoned to appear before
the Star Chamber to-day were Benator Henderson,
Edmund Cooper, Assistant Secretary of the Treasury,
and Major R. W. Newton, of New York, These three
witnesses were not examloed, however. Major
Kewton and Colonel Cooper were partially examined,
orat icast a foundation was lald on which to erect
a superatructure to-morrow, after which they were
graclously permitted to depart until eleven o'clock
to-morrow morning.

Popular oplnion here has been for a long time
gradually drifting towards that point where forbear-
ance with Investigating commitiees is no longer
regarded as a patriotic necessity. In regular legls-
lative proceedings, where (t becomes an imperative
duty w investigate what may seem to be corrupt
action on the part of any oMcer, or set of oMcers, the
publie feel that some temporary inconvenlence and
annoyanoe must be enhmitted to for the general good;
but when “smelling committees” spring up fruim the
fruitful field of a two-third majority with the profu-
gion of mushrooms, and more especlally when a
committee of this kind Is formed of the Board of
Impeachment Managers, who are appointed for
the purpose of using every means Lo secure the con-
viction of the President, and whose members are
exclusively radieal, for the piirpose of prying into
the private affairs of citizens; seizing their private
papers and telegrams, to ascertain whether the
judges of the highest judictal tribunal in the land
have come to their decisions through failr means,
thereby inflicting upon the Senate of the United
Slates an Insult of the grossest kind, public opinion
expresses (s strong disapprobation in terms louder
than & murmur, and will ere long insist on being
heard.,

The Board of Managers held another mecting this
morning. H. V. N. Boynton, of the Clncinnatl
Gazetle, waa examined concerning two conversa-
tions he had with Senator Ross, during which
the lntter promised he would vote for conviction on
the eleventh article. Mr. Boynton detalled the con-
versations and clrcumstances connected with them.
From his evidence it appears on two separate occa-
sions Rosa told him he had made up his mind to vote
for conviction, because he belleved the President
guilty of some of the charges, The last conversallon
Boyuton had with Ross was on the last Wednesday
before the vote was taken. Edmund Cooper, acting
Arsistant Secretary of the Treasury, wias also exam-
ined this morning touching his sugpossd connection
with certain members of the whiskey ring, bul
nothing of importance was elicited.

It seems that the statement that Dan Voorhees was
bufore the Impeachment Investigation Committee is
meorrect.  Mr, Voorhees says he has not a8 yet been
summoaed, but that when he is, and when Butler
asks him if he used any inflnence to change the con-
victions of any Senator he intends to tell the “lero of
New Orleans" that he would just as soon think of
taking Almner at a friend's house and aferwards
walking away with the spoons.

Mr. Wooley was before the Managers again to-(ay.
Yesterday he was sworn by Butler, but this morning
Houtwell proposed to swear him. He asked Bout-
woil for his authority to put him under oath. The
Manager replied that he was president pro tem. of
the committee, and asked the witness whether or not
he tostitied truly yesterday. He answered that he
had ot testified at all, because he was not sworn.
Butler asked him if he had not drawn twenty
thousand dollars ont of bank on the Sth
of Mny and on the day the impeachment vote was
taken. Witneas answered that he lad drawn no
money out of bank for the purpose of using in the
tmpeachment trial. Butler ssked wimt he had done
witli the money he did draw. Witness replied that
he had used no money before nor since to cantrol the
vote of any Senator on the lmpeschment question.
Thereupon the witness was ordered into arrest.
While under arrest he wrote a note to his
friends informing them of his being In durance

viie, and requesting & writ of habeas corpus to' be
sued oul, The Mapagers were laformed of this
movement by the Sergeant-at-Arms, who exhibited
the note Wooley had written, and which was allowed
1o be sent to ita deatination. Afer an interval of
haif an hour's detention the witness, feeling nnwell,
reguested  permission  to retarn to e hotel,
ol annonnced his determination to go there
nnless  prevented by physical foree,  There-
upon the Managers ordered him back for im-
medipte examination. The examination which
enmied related to telegraphic despatches of his,
unone of which had any pertinency excepi Lhose
gIving Wis views from time to time of the probability
of impeachment. He was asked when he had been
at the White House, aud 1f he had not paid a visit
there  yesterday wfternoon, He replied  he
had  not been there since three or four
days previous to the commencement of the
impeachiment ftrial. [t was sought to learn
if be had not procured a good many appointments
from President Johnson, Witness stated that all he
ever gos were two, and did not then know they

were given to Mm by the President, because they
came through a third party, though probably Mr.

Johnson koew lie wanted them. He was farther
Asked If ke had not made a t recom-
meudations to the President w :Lm-
plell with, He answered he had beem sparing
af that  regard, acd oould mot say of

even oné of his recommendations had
been Mstemed to. Upon leaving, the witness
inquired whether he %eft a8 & freeman or as a slave;
in other words, as to whether he was relieved from
arrest? Boutwell replied he was no longer under
arrest, Witness sald U they had told him that an
hour ago it would have saved him the issuing of a
writ of babeas corpus. Butler observed that it
would not have helped him out any sooner. Witness,
04 his parting shot, retorted that it would not have
helped Butler to have kept bim in auy longer, ana
there the examination for the day ended. To-wor-
row he is to appear agaln.

Senator Henderson was examined to-day hefore
the special committee appolnted by the House to
inguire into the alleged attempt of the Missourl dele-
gation to control his vote on impeachment. He
8aid that the members first called on him, withont
his previous knowledge, and urged impeachment
from & party point of view. Ile rejected this view of
the case, and informed them that his duties were
Judiclal and not political. Bome feeling arose,
when, under the excitement of the moment, Mr, Hen-
derson said he would resign his seat. After reflection
Le concluded that this eourse would be wholly inad.
missible, and he so informed the members, He said
he did not belleve the members intended corruptly
to influence his vote. He thought they had taken a
fulse and erroneous view of the subject, and were at
Arst disposed to pursue it with too much zeal. He
spoke of the members In kind terms, bat regarded
their action as founded in the great mistake that im-
peachment i & party proceeding. ‘The committee
then proceeded to examine Mr. Henderson in regard
to consultations which took place among the conser-
vatlve Senators on the subject of impeachment, and
found nothing but the most honorable conduct.
He wos asked about dining with the Chlel Justice,
and said that he was the only one of the fourteen
Senators reported who really dined with him on the
oconsion mentioned. He had no commumdeation
with the Chief Justice with reférence to the reported
new party; nor had the Chief Juatioe ever attempted
to influence lig mind on the subject of impeachment;
nor did lie belleve that the Chief Justice had tried to
infuence the mind of any Senator. On the subject

of reported Cabinet appointmenta the Senator
was free and specifice. He said that in
1865 and 1866 before the breach between

President Johnson and Congress, and even aler that,
he uad advised Mr. Johnson to change his Cabinet;
he did not think any Cabinet should remain in power
after being voted down by the representatives of the
people. The last time he had any talk with Mr.
Job on the subject of Cabi t appointments was
in January last, when the Indian Peace Commis-
ploners delivered to him thelr report. 2ince then he
had had no interview with the President, but had
frequently heard the rumors of a change, as all
othiers had, He frankly guve his information and
higd reasona for belleving it, bat distinctly discluimed
that e was or could have Dbeen Influ-
enced by any such considergiions. His duty was
to look to the oharges and-the evidence adduced
te sustain them. He could not go outside of them.
He knew nothing of the political compiexion of the

any changes would be made at all beyond the ru-
mors, the origin of which he frankly gave, and which
the committee conld investigate for themselved, He
#atd he knew nothing and had heard nothingin re-
gurd to & reported change of policy by the President
on the subject of recomstruction, but inferred
that & change of pelicy would certainly fol-
low a ohange of Oabinet. He had said
and repeated it, that in his judgment too

dence to business, He stated that no assurances of
any character whatever hayl been made, directly or
indirectly, to hita by th¢ President, or to any one
else, 50 far as he knew; and if they had been made
they could have no infiuence on his judgment.

After Sonator Henderson had frankly answered all
questions propounded on every subject he sald he
liad anhmitted to this extraordinary examination to
prevent unjust inferences which would have been
drawn from his refusal to answer. He stated that
the anthority of the committee was confined to in-
vestigating the acts of the Missour! members in their
own house and con!d not be extended to an inqul-
sition into his conduct or the conduct of his col-
lengues in the Senate. He had now answered fully,
but deemed it to be his duty to enter his protest
against this proceeding. Il is said that the commit-
tee then, by an almost unanimous vote, resolved to
expunge all that part of the examination not

Royal Marringe Rsmors Coutradicied—Pare
linmentary Personalitles=Queen Victoria’s
Shield to Disraell,

Loxpoxs, May 9, 1868,

A Danish newspaper recently announced the ap-
proaching marriage of the Crown Prince of Denmark
with the Princess Louise, the fourth daughter of
Queen Victorla. Reuter telegraphed thia news to
