cttfle It appeared that llngli Gallagher proposed to
«e : tlie canal boat Excelsior to Jolin S. Ray, and the
parties had actually entered into a contract of pale
for $1,000; but although Gallagher wan the aole
ow-ier of the boat, yet ne was not able to convey a
clean bill oJ' sale, because she was registered In the
naiue of a third party, Mr. (Jore, of Philadelphia. It
wus further agreed by Gallagher to put on board the
Exce'slor at Philadelphia a steam engine, which Ray
intended to erect In her, and convey boat and all
from Philadelphia lo New York free of freight or
other expense, except only the canal freljrht to which
the boat was llnble. On the arrival of the Excelsior
in the North river in April last Mr. Ray applied to
Gallaghei to deliver up the boat and the steam engine,which Gallagher refused tor do, as ue could not
convey a clean bill of sale, and Mr. Gore, In whose
name she was'registered, was lying sick and unable
to execute a deed of conveyance. Mr. Ray then demandedthe engine, which Gallagher refused to deliverun'ess he were paid the freight, and there being
no contract for freight Ray refused to pay any exceptthe canal freight referred to, and tendered $10
for that purpose, which Gallagher refused to receive.It was provided In the contract of sale
that in the event of Gallagher failing to be in New
York on a certain day In April and deliver up the
boat and steam engine on board he should forfeit to
Ray $loo penalty. When the libelant's case had
rested, and just as the claimant's case had commouctd,Judge Rlatchford asked what It was all
about; he could not comprehend it: the whole thing
seemed to be an unmeaning absurdity. Counsel for
the libellant said that if his learned friend had failed
to prove the Ubellant's case he would undertake to
do so by proving that of the claimants.

The Olympic Theatre Muddle Again.Wliat Is
a Fair Rental for the Theatre f.Applicationfor Permission to Release.

Bollfis, Receiver, Ac., vs. Duff..This old litigation
came before tho court again yesterday morning on
an application by the defendant, who ts a mortgagee
In possession, for permission to renew to James E.
Hayes, the present leasee of the Olympic theatre, the
lease of tlie premises for a tiither term, his presentlease being; shortly about to expire.
The application was made by John K. ITackrtt and

A. J. Vanderpoel as couusel on behalf of tho defendants,and opposed by Dmlley Field and B. A. Thayer,
On the part of the petitioner a letter of James B.

Hayes was read, In which he states his belief that
the property Is not at present worth more than the
rent he now pays for It, $16,000; and that he further
believes that tn consequence of the unsettled state of
the country at present, and as it will be also next
fall by reason of the Presidential election contest,
the risk of taking the property even at that rate will
be great. He also claims that during the approachingautumn there will be a great competion among
theatrical managers, owing, among other things, to
the projected opening and building or other theatres,
which will still further augment the risk. During
bis management he sets forth that he has also, by
the production of a superior class of entertainments,
elevated the standing and repute of the theatre, aud
asks that permission be granted to extend the lease
be now nolds.
The affidavits of Lester Wallack estimates the

premises as worth an annual rental, as they now
tana, including scenery and machinery, of $12,000

to $16,000 per annum; Barney Williams Axes it at
$16,000; O. W. Tayleure says $i:i,000; G. L. Fox
wears that a fair rental would be about $12,000;
George Wood estimates the establishment as worth
an annual rent of $l'J,ooo to $16.0<'0; Theodore Moss

Elves a similar estimate to tne last named deponent,
nd H. K. HarrNon (fives his opinion on the subject,

Axing a fair annual rental at $16,000.
In opposition to the application the affidavit of

Leonard Grover, a former lessee of the theatre, was
read, in which he says that the scenery aud propertiesof the theatre are more valuable now than when
bis term expired, by reason of new additions, though
tlA himaolf tin/1 aililod valiuhlA nrnnprfinti rlnrlnor hid

lesseeshlp, Which he left there, ami that a fair and
reasonable rental would be now $25,000 per annum;
Orton II. Hess estimates the rental, In his
affidavit, at $20.0o0; William Gibson, lessor of
Wailack s theatre, In his deposition, sets forth that he
gave a long lease of that establishment to its present
leasee at $9,600 per annum, with taxes and repair*:
but that at. present a fair rental for Wallack's would
be $26,000, and he believes the Olympic to be worth
an annual rent of $20,000, Including scenery and
properties: Joseph Tamaro estimates a fair rental of
the Olympic at $23,000, and In his affidavit offers to
pay that amount yearly, taking a lease of the
premises for one, two, three or more years, and pay
the rent monthly In advance, besides giving such securityas uiav be satisfactory to the court and the
defendant; T. E. Morris and Burner Williams offer
$20,000 and $21,000 per annum respectively, pledging
themselves to furnish ample security for a number of
years and to prodnee first claw performances only
at the tlieatre.
The plaint iff claims that then1 Is collusion between

the defendant, Uuff, and the present lessee. Hayes,
who is Dutf* son-in-law, and that Kutf has materiallylessened the Income of the estate to the heirs
by accepting tho present low rental, and also by
maklug lar«e additions to the properties, scenery
an 1 machinery, whic.1 he was not bound to do, but
which the lessee should have furnished if they were
desired. i'Ulntlff «Jso offers to consent to the contlunauccof the Ir*se to Mayes upon Ms paring the
amount which other parlies offer to pay for the
premises, and csks that. In tho event or his being
anw.iuKK so t» do, the other parties lie allowed to
take the premises. Decision reserved.

BOARD OF UDERSEX.

This Board convened yesterday afternoon pursuant
to adjournment, and for the flrBt time in a long while
occupied the Aldermanlc chamber, which has lately
been undergoing a transformation in the way of new
carpets, new chandeliers, new curtains, new cushions,new frescoes and new furniture. The room
now presents a very pleasing appearance. The cellingand walls are nicely panelled in white and rose

pink and the raised ornaments picked in gold. The
desks and chairs are of solid black walnut, handsomelycarved. The window curtains and chair
cushions are of crimson rep, while the cornice
over the President's chair and at the tops of the
windows are made to correspond with the hangings
and are relieved by tasteful gilt ornaments, and surmountingthe drapings of the presidential seat Is a
gilt eagle. Formerly the desks were plain, with
props exposed, but now the fronts are entirely enclosed,much to the discomfort of gentlemen with
abundant knees. The heavy chandeliers, with their
brilliant drops, which cost previous to the war some
$4,900 In gold, have been removed, and very fancy
"glngerbready" gilt arrangements hung in their
stead. Query.where are the old ones 1
A quorum could not at first be collected, and the

Sergeant-at-Arius was sent out to "drum up." He

To Interrupt,therefore, the public travel at thin point, by laying a new
pavement, would Incommode many tUuuaandu of citizen*
very day. I reepectfully submit this should not i>e done, inasmuchas a Is not demanded by any public necessity. If It

Is desired to experiment with a new pavement, that experimentshould be made elsewhere and upon some street or avenuenot already well paved.
S. The resolution does not provide that the work of talcing

up the old pavement and laying the new on the street and on
the sidewalk shall be done under the supervision of the severaldepartments properly chargeaMa with the care of such
work.
The message was laid over.
The Board concurred with the Couneilmen in acceptingthe letter of Major General G. B. McClellau decliningany public reception on his arrival In this city.
A member of the Board.a nice young man with

curly hair.who seldom says anything lest he might
make a faux pus which the reporter would note,
asked to have a general order called up; but he was
Informed that there were not members enough presentto permit such a proceeding. He claimed it was
not a rtpolutlon involving the spending of any
"public money;" it was only granting a privilege to
a certain party to erect a platform on a certain pier
on the North river front. The alderman In whose
district the pier Is located objected to this. It does
not seem exactly fair that a person wanting permissionto construct a platform should neglect the
claims of his "own ward" and run across to
"Mackerel ville," unless he thinks that the flsh In
the latter neighborhood will need more lc« to preservethem. This did not appear, however, and
after some extraordinary legislative sparring the
matter was rererrea 10 me uotummee on wnarves,
Piers and Slips, after which the lioanl adjourned to
Monday next at two P. M.

Annual Communication of the Grand Lodge.
The annual Communication of the Grand Lodge of

the Aneient and Honorable Fraternity of Free and
Accepted Masons will commence in the flfet week In
June. in this city, and will probably continue for
several dayB.
The great Increase In the number of lodges and of

Individual Masons during the last few years has
caused a corresponding Increase in the labor to be
performed, and It Is doubtful tr it can all be done in
the space of time usually devoted to the work, which
used to take four days; out last year Ave days were
consumed, and It is possible that this year a second
week niuy be encroached upon. The number of lodges
in the State is abont 800, with an average representationof four delegates from each lodge, which with
the grand officers and past grand officers will make
some 3.000 representatives for so,000 members. To
legislate for this vast body will require some time,
aud certainly the proceedings will not be hurried.
The large hall or the Cooper Institute has this year

been selected as the place of meeting. To the great
body of Ihe craft in the rlty this selection is distastefuland It Is generally' disapproved, Inasmuch as
there is but one room for committees to meet, and
there are usually four or Ave in session. Another
reason is that the place is unsafe in a Masonic point
of view as It cannot be olosely tiled, there being so
many doors; and a third, and one which should not
be overlooked, Is that crowding so many Into a pl;ice
under the street In the heat of summer may lie prejudicialto health, especially as ihe dally meetings
commence at nine o'clock A. M. (except the flret day)
and continue till ten P. M., with but two or three
hours intermission.

It is understood that the Deputy Grand Master has,
except in very rare instances, refused to grunt dispensationsfor new lodges, a refusal which has caused
some murmurlngs, especially in those lodges which
have increased so rapidly in uumbers. For instance,
one lodge, numbering some four hundred members,
wishing to divide and form a new lodge, applied for
a' dispensation, but the applicants were refused.
This lodge Is entitled to eight representatives In the
(Jrand Lodge, or one to every fifty m<m iters.
Another matter will probably be discussed, and

that is the conferring the Adoptive rite, or female
degree of the Eastern star, which has within the
last frw years been conferred on several thonsandladies, consisting of ihe wives, sUiir'.
daughters and widows or Masons, ft is understood
that the Deputy Grand Master is wholly opposed to
this, while it Is believed that the Graua Master.
Stephen H. Johnston, of White Plains, approves of It;
certainly Past Grand Master Uoluies gave it his
official sanction, aud attended often where these degreeswere conferred.

purchase of a site for a Masonic hall, ami the school
and asylum at Havana will oome In for their ahare.
The property at the corner of Grand and Crosby
streets was purchased Hume vears atro, but the site
wm disapproved by a majority of the brethren and
the property sold at a great disadvantage, real estate
having materially advanced, and Is still advancing,
In price.
The school and asrlnm at Havana Is a noble

charity and should be supported. It takes care of
children of Masons, giving them an education and a
business, and giving an asylum to aged and decayed
Masons as well as the widows of Masons.
The hall, however, should be commenced at all

hazards. It la strange that New York Is aitout the
only place in the Union without a place of this kind,
ari'l if certainly looks bad to be hiring other places
annually, which are scarcely secure from the eyes of
the "profane."

Allen Cue.
Before Judges Nelson and Benedict.

The United Stales vt. T. c. CalHoott and John S.
Allen, ex-Oullector and ex-Dejtutu Collector of the
Third Collection District..The ninth day's proceeding!In this trial transpired yesterday, the court room
being more than usually crowded with eager listeners.thesumming up of the case being submitted
by the counsel on either side.

Granville T. Jenks, on the part of the defence, remarkedthat alter a careful examination of the testimonyhe did not think it required a very lengthy address.Complicated us It was it was all comprehendedunder but few ruling, The trial of this indictmentrequired long and careful preparation, yet he
had almost been unprepared and unassisted. Judgmenthad b<en already pronounced from the very
start In this case, principally because of the
unusual Interest which had been excited by It. He
went to the Jury, notwithstanding this, with the
utmost conlidence. llad and singular as many of
the circumstances appeared, there was something
about truth which breaks the network of the bad
witness, and which eventually would give that justicewhich they had waited and labored for. A
powerful government was arrayed on the one hand
and personal liberty on the ot her. It mattered not
whether his client was educated and accomplished
or not, or whether the government had au urgent
exigency to meet in tlio collection of its revenues.
Still, the government Had had a great advantage.
It hud the power to secure tiie attendance of witnesses,no mai'er where they were, and had
had possession of all the books and papers
in the case. Ttie defendant had been stripped
of everything, and hud only the power to
call a few witnesses of whom he knew but little. Ha
placed verv little reliance on flte maxim that to the
prisoner belonged the beucflt of a doubt.a reasonable,not a cuprlcious doubt. Here were six men
accused of conspiracy, and it was said here that the
Interests of the government required the conviction
of two of them. Four of these six came and tenderedtheir testimony aud an; not tried: buttheso
two having no facts aud circumstances to narrate
were on trial to-day. The policy of the criminal
law was cruel and unjust, especially In a case
of conspiracy. It therefore behooved the jury
to consider right well the nature of the testimony.
A conspiracy was shown by proving this act and that
act oil the part of various persons to effect an unlawfulend. Of all things to meet In this world the
charge of conspiracy was the most diillcult.
It could be supported by slight evidence. Distant
assertions might be brought in to uttix criminality.
It was said that an unseen friend was behind all
this; who when there wus a bond to be passed saw it
passed, and when there was an order to be Issued
saw It issued. Yet the District Attorney did not pronouncethe execrable name of McMullln. When ho
procured this bail he knew Calllcott's entire Innocence.It was a cheap generosity when McMullln
appeared to embarrass It by his friendship. If Mr.
Allen er Mr. Calllcott were "guilty he wanted to see
them punished; aud he could not see how, If they
were, they could have been convicted ou a previous
trial and then recommended to mercy. Yet
this was a disadvantage under which they
had come to trial. It had been said that

connivance at the removal ol the second lot of two
hnndred and eleven barrels. There was no direct
evidence connecting Calllcott with this, except
that of Mr. Cunningham. There was not a
particle of evidence to show that his client
iiad received from anybody one dollar of money.
There was nothing to show that he had receivedfrom McMuilln any money to reimburse ills
expenses to Washington; no papers or conversations
were shown. All rested on the conversations of this
double-faced villain McMulMu. After Calllcott hud
been appointed McMuliin and Cunningham and the
others, ft was said, had gathered toget iter and said
that it had cost $l6,ooo to secure the appointment of
Calllcott, and that this money hud to be refunded.
The tirst act traced to Mr. Calllcott in any way had
occurred on ihe 1st of May, when Cunningham took
two permits after be had found thin whiskey, and
that these were not signed, except having
some mysterious characters in the corner, the
initials of G. McM. Before this Dayton, it
was said, had been transferred from Cunningham's
to Wilson's warehouse, and that Ualicott was connectedwith this in order to have a man there
that they could use. It oould be shown that at this
time Mr. Calllcott had no knowledge of this airuir. if
Calllcott an'd McMuliln had tieen in consoiracr would

original day appointed. Among the many and beautifnivillages of which Long Island characteristically
boasts, Olen Cove is in no degree a secondary
specimen for beauty of location, plcturesqneness and
design. The manner in a hlcb the village is modelled
is at once sufficient to convince a visitor of the fact
and enhance the pleasure of a stranger's visit. The
villaire is bountifully provided with fresh and salt
waters, the former being kept in the best and neatest

of steam in propelling the factory machinery for

opportunity, by either mode of transit, to be present;for at an early hour the streets were llued by those
who were not particularly interested in the formalitiesto be observed, and also bv those who were to
take an active part in the exercises and which occasionwas to mark an eveut in the period of their
lives.

SHIPWRECK.

Terrible Suffering of the Pajuirniters and
Crew of the Brisftntiae Qaeeo.All Frozen
to Death.
int* louowing account er uie loas 01 me nrr/annne

Queen, near Gull Inland, Newfoundland, Is given in
a letter, dated Fortune Harbor, Green Ray, April
2-r>, 1868, and published in the St. Johus' Courier:.

I have to Inform you of one of the most melancholy
occurrence* on record in Uh> an rial* of Newfoundland.The l>rl«antine Queen, which was supposed to
have t>een lost in the neighborhood of Twllllngate
about the middle of December last, was actually l»st
on Cape John, Gull Island, on f)eccmt>cr 12. The
crew and passengers succeeded In getting on shore,
but only to perish .Home days afterwards. Four of
the crew returned to the wreck after they got ashore
to endeavor to procure souie food. While on board
the -aide, which was attached to the cliff, parted,
and the vessel drifted out to sea; it Is supposed sue
sunk. The persons thus lost in the vessel were the
pilot, the boatswain, one seaman and a passenger.
On the ilsi of April, a vessel cruising aboutin the

mouth of Green Ray, was becalmed near Gull Island,
and a boat from her went towards the island to shoot
some birds. When they got to the island they only
saw one bird at which the men fired. The bird new
a little distance, and then fell apparently dead. One
of the men went to pick it up, out had not gone far
when, to his great surprise he saw two skeletons
lying nenrly side by side, lie called to his companions,who ran up to him. on looking about tliey
saw a piece of canvas a few yards away from the
men, but so frozen to the rooks that they could not
get It up. They cut It in several places, and found
underneath the bodies of nine men and two women.
The men then returned to their vessel and ran her up
to Tilt Cove, where they stated what they had seen.
Collins were immediately prepared, and next dav the
same vessel, with alwut sixty hands, proceeded to
the Island to remove the bodies to TUt Cove for interment.

In searching the bodies after they were landed In
Tilt Cove, It was found that the captain and Mr.
Dowsfey had kept a Journal up to the 94th Decetnbw,
twelve days after they were wreclred. At that tline
they were all living. On thai date Mr. Dowslev
wrote In the journal:."I have this dar walked all
round this island, and see nothing before me but
death. I expect to be one of the first to die, as I now
feel very weak." After that he wrote no more. Mr.
Dowslcy sars In the journal:."I do not expect my
body will ever be found."
The scene the people witnessed when removing

For a month pant the Canadians have i>een apprehensiveof another raid on their country by tlie Fenians.No paper In the interest* of tlic Irish is permittedwithin the Dominion, and the only Fenian
organ ever published in Ontario has l>een suppressed.Assassination is feared by all the prominent men, to
prevent which strict surveillance is maintained by the
police and regulars. The prevalent excitement has
been greatly increased during the present
week by the issuance of an order from beadquarters,iu Ottawa, to the military oincers, to
have their respective corps ready for active
service at an hour's notice. The government
Is said to be possessed of accurate Intelligencerespecting the movements ot the Fenians, and
the conviction Is almost universal among the knowingones that ano'her descent is Imminent. I 'art ies
In Windsor conversant with the subject express this
opinion, though tliey profess not to tear the blow, as
they deem the government abundantly able to ward
It off. Nearly one hundred sold ers have deserted
from Fort Wayne during the past few months, and
the affrighted Canadians Imagine that all these desertersare Fenian spies. The following exciting

We have refrained from Indulging in any surmises
