Bendon says he arose early yesterday morning, as

he had to go to his work in Brooklyn, and on leaving
his room met Kagan with a kn.i'e In his right hand.
Bendon further says that he seized and kicked
Eagan, when he fell back and died.
As soon as tho fact became known every police

station in the city was telegraphed to be ou the alert
for Bendon. while at the same time he was making
ror the Tombs to surrender himself to the magistrate,
with whom lie is acquainted. Bendou was placed in
custody of Captain Jourdan, of tho fclxth precinct,
who took him to police headquarters. The coroner
was notified, and an inquest will be held to-day.
