Oar friends of the Chinese embassy were abroad

yesterday, gorgeously attired in the rich statft which
tbetr cunning artists on their clumsy looms weave
for princcly wear and mandarin dignity. There are

many things which a Chinese gentleman.graduate
of the Imperial College at Pekin, with a red button
on his hat and a horizontal branch of peacock
feathers attached thereto, with flowing garments
banging from Ills shoulders.loves, and chiefest of
the many arc sunshlue, ease, magnificence and a

good dinner. Yesterday was glorious. Tlie sun
slione resplendent ly. Tbc air was warm, but. not tinexliiiarating,and In tbe "grand dome of the heavens"a cloud of dire Import was nowhere to be seen.
Beautiful days are fete days, with bipeds clothed as
were never Solomon or the Ittlcs of the Held; and
Messieurs lea Chlnols, from Pekin's marble halls and
satfron flags with sprawling dragons, arc no exceptionsto the rule. But to begin at the beginning.
and we are not of those who plunge media res Into
a subject.wc shall here say that not alone are these
representatives of tbe Mantchou dynasty, to tbe
country born, recognized by our citizens. Mr. Anson
Burllngame is everywhere regarded with respect and
interest by gentlemen of culture, with mlndB of sufllcientbreadth and scope to comprehend the magnitudeof the relations which, through his instrumentality,may be developed in the political as well as
the commercial future of the civilizations and peoplesof the Cancausian and Mongolian races in their
interchanges of thought and labor. Not only does
that respectable body of old fogies who compose the
Chamber of Commerce look upon this embassy an
one pregnant with results of vast magnitude, but
those w ho are distinguished for their Jurisprudence
and statosmaOlike qualities of mind take our distln.
guished and world honored countryman by the liauil
and bid him God speed in his undertaking, which, ia
its origin and composition, is without precedent in
the annals of diplomacy.

and whlc# of course, would hot bo kept for sale if
there was no market for them. A peacock of gold,
sprinkled with diamonds; a breastpin and earrings
that were worth thousands; a diamond chain for the
neck and bosom, understood to be marked at >45,000
In gold: linger rings with stones, that were held at
$4,000 and $7,500; emeralds of various values, from
$100 to $2,000 and $8,000; coral necklaces at
enormous figures, were successively presented for the
Inspection of the ministers, and when they had Ured
looking at them.nnd they spent fully half an hour
criticising a coral necklace, which they admitted
surpassed anything they had ever beheld, even on
gala occasions at toe court of their imperial master,
on t'.ie persons of princes of the highest rank.they
were invited to examine the statuettes in bronze oil
the upper floor. With these they were greatly pleased,
remarking that they had never looked upon works so
exquisite. One of the gentlemen stated that in China
they were acquainted with the art of casting in
metals, particularly of copper and /.inc and copper
and copper and tin, and had reason to bo proudof their advances In this respect, but acknowledged
that these were far beyond tfteir reach. They
were informed that the figures were made In France
and had taken prizes at the Exposition. Several
statuettes In marble attracted their attention, as also
a mechanical toy which represented a canary bird
whistling and clocks of Swiss manufacture, which
called the hours with the voice of the cuckoo.

lias been the creation of missions in various parts of
the Middle Kingdom, the intimate commingling
of missionaries with the natives and the silent
prosclyttsm of large numbers of the latter. The
great dtmculty in the why was at flrat and still is,
not the tenacity with which the natives cling to their
religion or religions.for there are several systems at
present extant.but their tenacious hold of certain
popular superstitions. The basis of the religion or
religions or the people has been from time immemoriala polytheism similar to the theogonies of
Egvpt, Greece and Rome. Out of this has been developeda vast tipper prcwtli of religious fungi In the
form of idolatrous practices and superstitions or the
weirdest coloring imaginable, and strangely enough,
while the people at large have no very high reverencefor the religion Itself or for its theories, they are
thoroughly imbued with its practices. Idolatry has
fostered a false science to tuat extent that all the
common phenomena of nature are habitually attributedto superstitious causes.
The flve-clawed dragon, also the emblem of roy-

Storms. A weird, supernatural creation, the ilragon
never appears in full body to mortals. Sometimes
lilt* tail is observed in the rain clouds; sometimes his
ponderous two-horned head peeps oat from the
midst of thunder clouds; sometimes Ms fierce bellow
Is heard in the firmament, and then fails the rain In

Ssts, and sometime* he whips the clouds, his mlnls
fl,with lash of lightning: bat the monster never

exhlblis himself totally. His image appears on the
royal ensign, and can be appropriate! by no other
mortal except with profanity.though certain of
the Mandarins are permitted the emblem of
the four-clawed dragon, the Emperor having
the advantage In celestiality by just a single
claw. The phoenix, also an Egyptian emblem,
Is the emblem of the queen, ana represents the
femali principle of Oodhood. In this may be traoed
some resemblance to Egyptian superstition.the
emblem being, as Dr. Oastav Seyfforth has abundantlydemonstrated, of astronomical origin, &nd
representing the transit of Mercury, it Is just
worthy of passing note, also, that In both cobos the
legend Ip the sumo, and that the classical Idea of the
bird pbobnlx Is the same as that of the Eastern nations,and was undoubtedly of Oriental oifigiQ. In
the Middle Kingdom the pfyoenlx Is a marriage emblem,and usually appears upon documents of purposesimilar to the marriage certificate.

In the ancestral worship, and especially in fungshuv,as in the countless superstitions observances
that enter Into the very framework of Bocloty, has
been presented the principal obstacle to the rapid
spread of the rellgiouB revolution set on foot by the
missionaries of the several denominations. Even as
late as 1840 government opposition had not been
withdrawn, and the missionaries were compelled to
limit their operations to the several factories in
which uome few natives were employed. In 1842,
however, permission was extendod to the missionariesto extend their operations, and since then proselytlsmhas been rapid, and in 1844 the number of
missionaries actively engaged In this field was thirtyseven,distributed as follows:.

throe. The Tegular system pursued embodied the
fundamental principles ol' all lasting prosclytism.
Besides the diusemintUlon of religious instruction,
schools were founded and the sub-structure of the
different civilization of the Indo-European races
was made an agent for the promulgation of the
tenets of theology. Dispensaries were also founded,
aud the mcdical system of Europe was for the lirst
time brought into direct comparison with the ciunay
and unscientiac system of native physicians, By
this threefold ajjency the foundation of the superstructurewhich 1b yet to metamorphose the customs,
manners and modes of thought common to the nativesinto consistent parts of a great and national
civilization was laid, and through it progress was
rendered comparatively easy. For twenty years
progress was not rapid, the natives stubbornly resistingthe new order of things and clinging with pe-
culiar tenacity to their ancient habits: but since I860
the work has progressed with wonderful rtfpiditv.
