G, F. Traln’s Departure from Cork—The
Church Disendawment Agitation—A Clergy=
man Threatened with Death=—Tactics of the
Religioniste=—Fenianism in & Municlpal Bedy.

CoRE, May 16, 1868,

George Francls Train left this city on Wednesday
night for Dublin. He was accompanied by Mr. Dil-
lon, his sgent, who has instituted legal proceedings
agalnst the directors of the Protestant Hall for
breach of agreement. The venue I8 lald in Dublin,
and damages are put down at £500, Train's appear-
ance again in Cork created no excitement whatever,
and nobody went to see him depart,
