Si-erhard Fater vs. rive Schooner Onrust, James

TT.ompsou and others..This case being called,
Judge Nelson desired Mr. George DeForest Lord to
proceed with the opening. It appears from the
pleadings that the libellant is an extensive dealer in
cedar wood in New York, and that in December,
1>»65, he chartered the schooner Onrust to go to Tortugasand bring back a cargo of that wood. It
was proved in evidence that alter dischargingher cargo in three da.vs after arrival she
was ready to proceed in the execution of
her charter, when she was seized by Quartermaster
Peeples, of Fort Jefferson, under the orders of
General 'Hill, arid ordered to go to Key West for a
catgo of coal for government use. This the master
protested against, and pleaded his charter as the
reason of his rcfusul. on this the quartermaster
eut a sergeant's guard under arms on board and
compelled him to go as he was directed. The Onrnst
was then under compulsion sent for the coal, which
he brought from Ke.v West and delivered at Tortugas,when she was again seized and sent back for

another cargo of coal, and was not released from
this compulsory service until long after she was due
in New York according to the terms of her charter.
When released by the quartermaster he proceeded to
«iuiujua> wiui iiit: iuuuib tic uuu iulcivku ui new iuik
to take in a caifao of cedar wood and was refused;
but finally, after some remonstrances with the merchantin Tortugas, he got the cargo, under protest,
and delivered it in April. If she had not been detainedby the compulsory service referred to she
would have completed ner charter duty fully two
months sooner, and during this detention the value
of cedar wood declined in New York fully fifty cents
per cubic foot. There Is a volumfhoup mass of testimonyin the case, which Judge Nelson said it would
not be necessary to read. He would hear the pleading**in the case, and should it be deemed essential
to refer to the evidence the portions required might
be read. DeclBion reserved.

, COURT OF COMMON PLEAS-SPECIAL TERM.
The <<ift Enterprise Swindle Again in Court.
Application to Dineontinue the Injunction
Against the Hand River Petroleum Oil Company.TheCane of Kelly & Co.

Before Judge Brady.
Kllis Elinr. tw. Kelly <& Co..The expose of the gift

enterprise fraud which appeared In the Herald some
weeks ago has been attended with beneficial results,
whether regarded as a warning to those who have
nob as yet been swindled or the enlightenment of the
thonsands of dtipgg who have been egregiously
fleeced and who, it may be supposed, will be fleeced
bo more. Tlie Sand Kiver business was adroitly
managed and deserved the commendation of ail
rogues and pickpockets. Fortunately, however, the
principle of "honor among thieves" did not appearto prevail, for, having robbed each other, tho spoilers
turned against each other. As previously stated the
dodge was to sell the tickets at $1 each. Purchasers
were then advised that they had won gold watches,
grand pianos aud other valuables, which would at
once be forwarded by express on the receipt of the
percentage of the prize, amounting generally to about
100. Transported with delight at their unexpected
luck, and caring little for a trifle when a big prize was
jusi wimiu meir trrunp, tnc percentage wan iu most
caaos remitted without delay. Then came the Ionic
bourn of suspense.but no prize. Some were untiringIn their applications, and perhaps after repeated
remonstrances the long expected gut arrived in the
shape of 150 shares in an oil company giving heavy
dividends, not iu substance, but Imagination. The
certificate was alu ays admirably engraved, giviug a
sketch oT the locality, showed the mills busy at work
and Industrious laborers tolling hard for the benefit
of the shareholders. But, Inasmuch as the locality
of the company's operations was not clearly defined
there was uot a little difficulty in ascertaining Its
precise geographical position, and the fortunate
winners of the shares were content to lay them by
for a rainy day, happy In the thought that road contractorswould oue day open up a straight
path to the mine. The bullion poured into the coffers
of the cunning speculators, and simpletons smiled
at their own folly; aud had the matter not bueu
timely brought under the notice of the authorities.
mot by the dupes, for they hud deprived themselves
of all legal right* by their participation in the enterprise.butby one who had iuvested $8,000 in the
business as a partner, who, deluded like the others,
applied for tin injunction restraining Kelly from proceedingwith the undertaking. When the matter
Ubsequentiv caine up before the court, both parties
were peremptorily prohibited from In any way proceedingIn the fraud, which was happily for the time
aaspended. Files of letters had arrived at tl:e Post
Office containing money for tickets, bui the judicious
appointment of Mr. Jurvls, clerk of the Common
Pleas, as receiver, deprived the Vulturesof their pray.
All the letters were taken possession of pending the
result of the proceedings, since that period Judge
Brady and Mr. Jarvls have been in the receipt of documentsfrom all parts of the country bitterly complainingof the fraud. From statements which have
Been made It appears that Kelly has since been
safely caged, while Ellas has disappeared, not caring,probably, to take further action in the matter.
But the iuutiibillt\ nf human affair* is remarkable.
Yesterday, by consent of both parties, counsel moved
to discontinue the injunction.not a l ad dodge in Its
way.but Judge Brady, determined to retain his
Jurisdiction, emphatically refused to reverse his
previous order Moreover, he again prohibited the'
continuation of the enterprise, which was quashed
by his former injunction; aud, under the impression
that the ends of justice are attempted to be defeated,
he is fully aware of the maxim that the valut? of the
trap depends upon the kind of animal that is caught
tn it. The application for the susiwuslon of the injunctionorder was refused.

It
lias been a grand success, and probably not less than
$30,000 have been realized.
Fatai. Accidents..Coroner Flynn yesterday held

an inquest on the body of Wra. Carroll, a laborer,
whose death was the result of injuries received yesterdaymorning by being struck on the head by a
beam while working on a new building in Woostcr
street, near Canal. The occurrence being accidental,
the jury rendered a verdict to that etrect. Deceased
was thirty-two years of age, a native of Ireland and
lived in Mott street. Patrick Klley was very dangerouslyinjured at the same time.

CRIMB IN BROOKLYN.

Sbtcklm Traced} la tie Hihth Ward.A
Man Kill* His Wife and 0«mailt* Hniclde.
Auotkt-r Eut Hirer Mytfery.Muppowd
Mauler ef u Infant.The Forced Chech
Operation.
Brooklyn in enjoying an unenviable reputation al

the present time, from the fact that one crime followi
bo close upon another that the public mind scarce lj
recovers from a single shocking event when It It
startled by another. Yesterday the Hekai.d chron
lcled a terrible affair in East Brooklyn, the case of an

Insane policeman attached to the Fortr-ulnth pre
cinct, who beat his wife with his club in so shocking
a manner that her life is dispuired of; but anothei
and still more terrible tragedy occurred yesterday al

Gowanus, South Brooklyu. A young man, but
recently married, murdered his wife and then shot
himself through the heart. There Is also anothei
East river mystery, and yesterday's chapter of crime
is completed by the discovery of the body of a murderedInfant.
The most shocking cose which has occurred in

some time was that of the deliberate murder ol
a young wife by her drunken husband yesterday
morning. The circumstances of the case arc as follows:.Itappears that Alouzo McCormick, twentytwoyears of age, reached Brooklyu with his wife
(who was but eighteen) two days since, in search ol
employment. He came from No. 50 Park street, Newark,N. J., where he had t>een residing with his father,
a gentleman In good circumstances, and applied for
worn w> wr. jonn waisu, wno had rormerly employedhim a* a harness maker, and who lives In a
small cottage house In Sixth avenue, near the corner
of Third street, Brooklyn. Mr. Walsh, however,
stated that he had no work to give hun at the time.
McCormlck told him that he was without any means
and knew of no place where he could go and get anythingto eat, and that his father had turned him out
of doors in consequence of his intemperate habits.
He promised Mr. Walsh that If he would allow him
and his wife to remain at his house lie would stop
drinking and go to work at once. Mr. Walsh, who
stales that he has been acquainted with him
for u long time consented to allow lilm to remain at
his house. With the exception of his addiction to
drink he was a line young man, and since his marriagehad lived very amicably with bis wife. Last
evening they went out together, but his wife returnedat a late hour without her husband. McCormlckreturned home iu a state of intoxication about
eleven o'clock yesterday morning, and his wife, who
was at the time in the kitchen with Mrs. Walsh, observinghis condition hastened up stairs to meet him
and persuaded him to lie down.
While preparing the bed in the apartment

which had been assigned them and performing other
duties, McCormlck drew a small pistol from his
pocket, stepped up to his wife, who had her back
turned toward him at the time, and discharged it.
He had the muzzle so close to her head at the time
that the powder burned her hair. The ball eutered
the head just back of the right ear. The unfortunate
woman fell forward upon her knees, her face resting
upon the bed, which she had Just been preparing for
her husband. He then took a second pistol from his
pocket, and as Mr. und Mrs. Walsh, who had been
startled by the first report were about entering
the room to ascertain the cause, placed
It to his breast and discharged it. The load entered
his body in the region of the heart, and he fell heavilyon the tloor on his back. It was a shocking scene,
for the blood llowed from the wound in Mrs. McCorin.ck'shead and ran down her dress, over the bed
and over the lloor, while the clothing of the body of
the murderer was also besmeared with the blood
which poured from the wound in his breast. Neighboringphysicians were at once summoned, but when
they reachcd the house they found that Mrs. McCornnckwas quite dead. Death had resulted almost immediatelyafter she had been shot. McCormlck, however,was still alive and had his senses. When asked
why he committed the deed his only reply was, "Hum
did It." He had no other reason, as he loved his wife
and she had always been most kind to him. An examinationof the wound disclosed the fact that it
was mortal and that the unhappy man could survive
but a few lionrti. It wuh reported last evening that
he had died from his injuries. The parents of the
deceased were telegraphed for and the Coroner notified.

AN EAST RIVER MYSTERY.
At an early hour yesterday morning a party of

la'wircrs at the foot or Couover street, South Brooklyn,discovered the body of a man floating in the
river near the docks. It was secured by a rope, and
the police were notiUed. When the tiod.v had been removedfront the water it was found that the deceased
had a large, deep cut on the back of his
head, which, flrorn appearance, had been inflictedby some heavy irou instrument. There
were aiso other marks about the deceased
which gave rise to the supposition that he
had l>een the victim of foul play. It was evident
from his dress that he was a man of means, yet
there was nothing about his person which would
lead to his identification. He was dressed In a dark
cloth sack coat, dark cloth pants, vest, white shirt
and undershirt. The dtOMMd VII about thirty-live
years of aire and five feet eight inches in height. The
body was removed to the deadhouse in Wllloughby
street, near Raymond, where it awaits identification.
Steps are lielng taken to solve the mystery which surroundsthis singular case.

SUPPOSED mt'ltPEH OF AS INFANT.
Yesterday morning the body of an infant hut a

flew days old was found lying in the courtyard at
the residence of Mr. William Marshal at the corner of
Green and Clinton avenues. It was taken to the
Forty-fourth precinct station house, where an examnut ion disclosed the fact that it had in all probabllltybeen murdered the night previous. There
were fingermarks upon the neck, and Jrom the discolorationof the skin it had, do doubt, been

A MAN BEATEN TO DEATH.MYSTERIOUS AFFAIR.
Yesterday morning Coroner Keenan was called

to Bellevue Hospital to .lold an inquest over the remainsof a young man named Richard Butler, who
died there the night previous, it appears that late
last Tuesday morning the deceased was found lying
on the sidewalk in Varick street, near Downing, in
a state of insensibility, by an officer of the Twentyeighthprecinct, who conveyed him to the (Jreenwlch
street station house. Butler bore unmistakable evidencesof hard usage. After remaining for a time
under the doctor's care In the station house he was

partially restored to consciousness, when the officer
in command asked him who beat him, to
which he made no reply. Subsequently he
said he had been beaten, hut It was while he was
among his friends, and he therefore refused to give
any Information whatever concerning the matter.
Being considered in a dangerous condition by the
physician in attendance, But'ler was conveyed to the
hospital, where death ensued as staten. A partial
examination of the body yesterday showed that both
even were sadly discolored and the nose broken, foesideswhich deceased had received a terrible blow
over the right eve with soine sharp Instrument which
fractured the skull, that causing death. The origin
or the aflYay which resulted in Butler's being fatally
beaten and the cause which prompted him to declinetelling the officer who beat him, also under
what circumstance* It was committed, are >et
shrouded In mystery. Jn order to give Captain Dickson,of the Twenty-eighth precinct, and the officers
of his command time to arrest the gnlltv parties and
obtain the necessary evidence, the inquisition was

postponed till Wednesday next. Deceased lived in
lludMin street, near King.
