THE IRISH BISHOPS AND THE QUEEN

The addreas of the Irish bighops to Queen Vie-
tavig, referred to In the cable telegrams of the
HERALD, was presented to her Majesty at Windaor
Castle by the Archbishops of Armagh and Dubdin,
the Bishops of Menth, O=sory, Down and Connor,
Killaloe, Cork, Kilmore, Limerick, Tusm and Dercy,

The 1rish blshops wore accompanied by the Arch-
bishops of Canterbury aud York and the Bishops of
London, Oxford, Cavitsle, &e, Her Majesty received
(he bishops in the White drawing rooin.  Tiie bishs
ops o the concluding portion of the address say:—
But the diivalty of bringing howe the means of
grace to some portions ol our people, if ever the
}lurm‘.iilal sysleim as now existing sthould be abol-
shed, will be almost impossible to overcome; soid
there Is exireme danger that, in one way or another,
many ol thosge would be lost to us fdrever.  Some,
deprived of the means of grace, would emigrate
with their families; but many must remgin
o whom this way of escupe wounld not be
open. Too poor to provide the services of a
[ er{vmnn for themselves, and of & class pecultarly
nedd Ing the watehlfal care of one, the hemds and
some ol the elder members of the families might con-
tinue steadfusi in the faivh In which they have been
brought up, but they wouald be little able to Instruct
and train their chilaren, who would almost inevita-
bly be-absorbed in the musses of the followers of
Rowme, by whom they are surrounded. And thus
over a wide extent of country little by Little the light
of the Reformation would be extingulshed, In this
address Lo your Majesty we hnve confined ourselyes
to the evils to e apprehended by our own branch of
the Church,  But rormlugéu we do, an integral part
of the United Church of England and Ireland, and
being connected with our English brethren by com.
moen interests as well a8 by common faith, we beg
most respectfully to point out to your Majesty
that the assault on  onr  establishment is
avowedly, on the part of 18 most sirenuous con-
ductors, only the opening of & general attack on the
establishmentsin England and: Scotland and that If
auncecsaful aguinst us it will prove almost irresistible
in the other cases.

mueh we have counted ttour duty to the Qhurch over
which, in the Providence of God, we, however an-
worthy, have beenr made overseers, to state to your
Majosiy, And we have spoken It the more con-
tidontly, being fully assuved of your Mujesty's deep
attachment to those prineiples which in & happy hour
placed your royal house on the throne of hese
realms, and not less assured that such testimonies of
this attachment o8 may be in your H_ﬁ:mu's power to
affurd will pever be woanting. at in all the
amairs of the Church and Kingdom committed by
