Emigration to America and Character of the
Emifnuitt.Thi< Expedition to China.Famine
and Typhus In East Prussia.

Allied European Works on the Dauube.EnglishNavigation of the River.
[Pcsth (May 19) correspondence of the London Times.]
From (ialatz I hear that on the 30th ot April the

plenipotentiaries of England, France, Austria, Italy,
Prussia and Turkey signed a convention for guaranteeingthe Danube works loan to the amount of
£135,000, to be devoted to the consolidation of the
Sulina piers and the deepening and straightening of
the Sulina branch. The guarantee Is given subject
to the approval of the different Parliaments and
Assemblies, and Is probably by this time on the table
of your House of Commons.

1 gave you from Constantinople last winter a detailedaccount of the working of the European commissionfor the Improvement of the navigation of the
Danube, and It Is scarcely necessary to point out the
Importance of the subject to British Interests.
More than anj other Power England is InterestedIn the maintenance of tne improvementsIn the navigation effected by the commission,for hers are the largest vessels by far that
frequent the Danube. This Is her advantage as long
as the present Improvement lasts. Thus, last week
the Pacific, an English steamer of 1,300 tons, 261 feet
long, descended the river from Ibralla to Snllna,
drawing ie feet 3 Inches of water, and having completedher loading she went over the bar, drawing 18
feet 4 inches. The fact speaks for itself. Of course
the water is nnusnally high this year, but the waters
have been equally high before the works were made,
yet no one would have dreamed of such a feat. It may
be therefore hoped that Parliament will sanction the
guarantee on the lease to be contracted in order to
make the present Improvements permanent. The
works are already In lull swing under the direction
of Sir Charles Hartley, the well known chief engineer.The navigation is active and the receiptshigher than they ever have been. Wnat
with them and the amount realized by an issue of
bonds in the winter, In anticipation of the loan, the
commission have money enough to prosecute the
works vigorously till August, by which time it is
hoped the flret instalment of the loan will have been
realized, provided the convention passes in the
Houses of Parliament in England and elsewhere.
The principal works are to be the conversion of the

temporary piers at Sulina Into permanent masses of
tone; the cutting through the "M" passage, so called
from its resemblance to that letter, the removal of
two Bhoals in the Sulina branch, the deepening of
the channel at the upper entrance or the Sulina
channel, and the completion of the Post Office and
the Seamen's Hospital at Sulina.

CHINA.

The Earthquake at Forinosa~-Disastrously
Fatal Keanlto-The Remains of Wrecks
Thrown iron the Deep.Aged Persons Sufferedmost.Roll and Direction of the
Nhock.

1'amsin, Formosa, China, March 30, 1868.
For the more particular benefit of men of science

I send &ou the complete particulars of the earthquakewhich occurred at this place on the l»th of
December, especially as I have since learned that
shocks were heard simultaneously (making allowancefor difference of longitude) throughout the
Northern States, and also in Canada. The Immense
surface of the earth convulsed by this shock will, 1
trust, call forth some remarks from scientific men as
to its origin.
The shock occurred at ten A. M. and seems to have

been unprecedented in violence, being also attended
with the most lamentable loss of life. The northeast
portion of the Island, Keelung harbor, appears to
have received the first shock, and this would lead
one to imagine that It had originated in Japan; but
we have not heard of any earthquake felt in that
place. At Keelung harbor the Inhabitants were
completely bewildered at seeing their harbor left
almost In a moment completely dry, even beyond
the usual anchorage for vessels, Home more adventurousthan others having partially recovered
their senses, and, with an eye to business, rushed In
to pick up the tlsh which could be seen in vast quantitiesfloundering about In the pools left by the recedingwaters. Dearly, however, were their coveted prizes
purchased as the huge mass of waters returned
with such fearful rapidity and force as to give
them no chance or escape, and many were drowued.
The wreck of an old junk, which had been buried

for years in the sand, was lifted up and carried out
to sea, but brought back aud thrown liigh and dry as
the gigantie wave refilled the harbor.
Tnc native town suffered very much, a large nuralx'rof houses having been demolished and some llfty

lives lost. The loss of life, however, was chletly confinedto opium smokers aud |teople advanced in life.
Tlte quivering roofs of houses, the undulating movementsof the earth gave, iu most cases, sufficient
warning to the people to abandon their houses and
seek the open air.
Most providentially there were no vessels In

harbor at Keelung at the tliue, since their destruction
would have been Inevitable, the Anu'ricau bark
Arthur, from Salem, Mass., Captain Crosble, and the
brig Alcyone, having left a few days before.

'i lie shock appears to bave pursued almost a directcourse over the Island from Keelung to Yauislu,
at which latter place It was felt very severely, as
well in loss 01 lire as in the destruction of property
aud houses, including a temple which had Just t»een
completed at a cost of lao.ono. on this occasion the
Chinese exhibited their usual apathy and Indifference,makinii 110 effort to extricatc their friends and
relatives buried amidst the mass of ruins aud debris
ol tailing houses, whose plcrclug cries for help were
heart rend iiik In the extreme. The tidcwallers of the
Imperial Maritime Customs were Indefatigable lu
their efforts to assist and extricate the poor mangled
wretches from their perilous positions, the most
urgeut cnscs receiving tiie necessary attention from
l>r. ilo/.icr.
The duration of the earthquake was about thirty

seconds, and for ten days following partial shocks
were experienced, making It extremely difficult to
procurc a night's rest, every one being on the qui
01 iw, especially at night, doors, Ac., being kept
open to lacllitate a hasty escape.
The shocks succeeding the itrand earthquake were

felt ut inters als of five or six hours, as I remarked
before, for a period of ten days; but up to the presenttime sunlit shocks have l»een experienced at
varied intmals.
A village on the northern extremity of the island

seems to tiave suffered In an extensive degree, havinglosi one thousand people. I visited this placerecently and saw on every side the most extensive
evidence ol the vloleuce of the earthquake. Besides
the usual destruction of houses, Ac., there were the
most enormous landslips visible in almost every direction,especially lu the vicinity of some sulphur
pits not far from the vlllane Just alluded to.

In mauy places huge masses of rock had Iteen torn
from their attachment to the mountain side aud rolled
into the plains and valleys below. In one placeI noticed au immense chasm In the surface of the
earth nearly a yard wide ami three hundred yards
long, which appeared perfectly impenetrable aud was
really awful to behold.

The Baptist Anniversaries.
The Baptist anniversaries were held a week later

than those of the other denominations. Tliey were
of more than usual Interest. The report or tho MissionaryUnion was very interesting and encouraging,although, with an income of (192,000, a deficit
has occurred of $ao,ooo. The attempt was made at
the meeting of the Bible Union to unite this with
the Bible Society and to harmonize the divisionsin the denomination which representthe new "Immersing" and the old "baptizing"versions. The new version,-whose translation
Is occupying some of the best scholars of the country,is growing in favor amoog the Baptists. The
most interesting of all the meetings were those
which were devoted to the Home Mission Society.
The contributions reported were $135,000, and the
whole number of missionaries 331, bv whom lot)
churches have been organized and 6,712 baptisms administered.The question of reunion between the
Northern and Southern branches of the denominationwas discussed, having been inaugurated by a
committee of the Northern Home Mission Snclety,
which attended a late meeting of the Southern
Society in Baltimore. Several or the leading Southerndivines were present here and made conciliatory
addresses that were much approved.

The Presbyterians and Roman Catholics.
The Observer (Presbyterian) is profoundly indignantat the demonstration made on Sunday last by

the German Catholics. It says:.We were aware
that Romanism is a great power in New York, but
we do not remember when we have had to record
such a bold, deliant outrage upon the rights of our
citizens as occurred on Sunday last. An Immense
Herman Catholic procession.some papers say of ten
thousand persons.passed through the principal
streets and avenues, with rifle companies, bauds of
music, military flags and papal banners, one with
the portrait of PIub IX. and the Inscription, 'Protectorof the Koman Catholic Central Union of the U.
S. of A.;' blockading the streets and dlsturblng'Protestantcongregations during their regular hours of
worship, so that In several oases the voice of the
preacher was drowned In the sound of music. We
heard of one Instance where the worship had to be
suspended altogether In consequence of this procession.The secular papers of Monday give full descriptionsof tills extraordinary disturbance without
a word of dissent.
Our Presbyterian contemporary adds:.
Shall the Christian community put up with such

an outrage upon the American Sabbath f The laws
of the state protect us In the exercise of our rights
of conscience, and forbid such open desecration of
Sunday as Interferes with the quiet worship of God
In the sanctuary. We allow our Roman Catholic fellowcitizens every reasonable liberty, but we cannot
permit them to trample down the Christian institutionsunder which tnls country has grown strong
and free. If they choose to bid deflance to the sacrea
couvlctions and time honored customs of the great
majority of the people they must be responsible for
the cousequences of their conduct. There is a pointwhere patience ceases to be a virtue.

Theological DlscuMion in Chicago.

American Bibi« Society.
The stated meeting of the Board of Managers was

held at the Bible House on the 4th inst. One new

auxiliary was recognized in South Carolina. Communicationswere received from Mr. Thomas M,
Westrup, Monterey, giving a satisfactory account of
the work In Mexico, and requesting a fresh supply
of books; from the Kev. Isaac 0. 11Has, Constantinople,with the gratifying statement as to
the work in Syria, and as to the circulation of the
Arabic Bible; from the liev. (Jeorge Washburn,
Aintab, with tho annual letter from the Central
Turkey Mission as to their Bible work. Grants of
books were made, amouniing to 8,292 volumes, of
various sizes an<l in different languages. To the
missionary society of tho Methodist Episcopal
Church, u grant was made of Arabic Testaments for
India; Testaments in Portugucs e lor Para, Brazil;
Spanish Bibles au& Testaments for Mexico; Bibles
and Testaments, Pflilsh and Swedish, for Scandinaviansin Minnesota; Ojlbwa Testaments for OJlbwas
in Wisconsin, and to numerous auxiliary societies
and Bible committees at the South. In funds, $2,000
were granted to the A. B. C. F. M., for Bible work ia
China.

Congregationalism in New Jersey.
The Newark Advertiser states that the New Jersey

Conference of Congregational churches has just
closed its annual meeting In that city. Twenty
churches (seven of which have been added tho past
year), were represented by pastors and delegates.
The meeting, which continued most of two days, had
but little or mere business to transact, the churches
reserving to themselves all legislative and Judicial
power. Reports from all the churches were presented,
one sermon was preached, and prospects of plans for
future operation were discussed. The past year to
this denomination, which sixteen years ago nad no
churches In the State, has been one of marked prosperity,and the future seems foil of encouragement.

York and seven In Texas, and established the Order
of Conventual Frauclscaus, and the Sisters of the
same order In the United States, by a brief of the
lioly Father, dated lt&s.

Dr. Spring arose In
the pulpit and invited any Christian minister who
might be present In the congregation to come forwardand conduct the services. No one responding
to the call he commenced and performed the whole
service without assistance, namiugand repeating the
Psalms that were sung, relating from memory and
with striking emphasis the whole of the fortieth
chapter of Isaiah, without the omission of a verse
and with scarcolv a change of a word, and leading
in prayer with Jus accustomed richness of Scriptural
language, lie prayed with great fervor for the two
(ieueral Assemblies lu session, that Qod would bless
their deliberations and action to the re-unlon "of
those two tribes of Israel so long needlessly divided."

Religions Intolerance la Great Britain.
The London Star of May 19 contains the following

curious statement:.
An extraordinary question received a more extraordinaryanswer In the House ofCommons last night.

Mr. Taylor asked the Earl of Mayo if It was a fact that
a prisoner In Mountjoy prison .who declared himself
a Unltariau was ordered by the (iovemor to select
Ills religion as Anglican, Roman Catholic or Presbyterinn,and on his refusal was sentenced to the
penal cell, with bread and water diet. From the
Karl's reply we gather that the statement was substantiallytrue, but that Mr. Taylor had hardly put it
with sufficient tare. It seems that the convict in
quern ion. one Murpny, on nis ii'tmission to the Mountjoycouvict prison, declared that he wan of no religion.lie was ordered to select one. He refuse, lie
was then put on penal diet for three days, then receivedlor live days Into the hospital, und, on his leavingthe hospital, put on the penal diet again, "aad then
he selectc<f the Komau Catholic religion." What 1b
most channing Is that It required the united zeal,
wisdom and discretion of all the high prison offlcials
working in concert to etfeci tills marvellous conversion.They went and told the director, firstly, that
Murpny was unprovided with a faith. The director
minuted the governor. The governor applied to IiU
superiors for Instructions. The chief merit In the
conversion Is Its cheapness; It could not have cost
much more than live shilling from first to last. Rnt
we fear that the plan of ordering a man to select hla
religion Is unsuund In principle, although It succeededso well on this occasion. It Is Impossible to
keep every variety of faith on tap; and suppose
Murphy had avowed a preference for the doctrines of
Uuddha, how would It nave been possible for him to
go to meeting V

The Conversion of the Hebrew*.
Mr. Julius Rosenthal, a well known Hebrew In Chicago,writes to the Tritnme of that city the following

communication In regard to the work of converting
the Jews to Christianity:."The sensible view you
have taken in Sunday's Tribune In regard to the conversionof the Jews meets certainly the hearty approvalof any Jew or OentUe of common sense. If It
wm to be simply a doctrinal light between Christians
and Jews, from the pulpit or by the pen, I would
consider that to be the right of any follower of any
religious or Irreligious, orthodox or heterodox creed,
of any believer, disbeliever or model to make use of
those means. If the result of such a fight snould be
that baptlzation and circumcision should devour
each other so radically, like the two lions In the
well known story, that nothing be further seen
nor heard of them, I should be the last one to
grieve about It. But tllose missionaries for the conversionof the Jew* have at all times gone farther In
tnt3 BCIWUUU ui UIC»UB w in INK aiwub invir «wu
work, and are appointed by missionary societies to
Infringe upon my and vonr rights a* eltl^ena. aa husbandsand parents. They enter onr private dwelling*uninvited, enter Into conversation wtth our
wTvot and for such purpoae watch for the time of
onr absence from onr nomea. if yon put them out
of vour home aa Intruders It la exact)/ what they
want. They think they- thereby win the crown of
martyrdom, and on account of their dangerous and
goodly won their salaries must be raised. If you
stand their presence once or twice this ts exactly
what they want. It enoouragea them to call again,
and they become a perfect bore and nuisance. But
they report a prospect for your conversion, and it
raises contributions for their salary. They try to
enter our private schools, try to work upon and
tamper with our children wherever they can get

t hold of them and alienate them from their parents
and thereby make themselves guilty of a moat
damnable interference with onr individual rights.
It was but a short tima since that one of those missionariescreated a dlsturb*noe In the Temple of
Slnal congregation at the time of service and had to
be shown out. If I recollect right the name of the
great martyr waa Mr. Lederer. it la bnt a few weeks
ago that one lady m missionary went straight up to
the officiating minuter, Dr, Ohronlk, (taring service
in the sutaioongrecatlon, interrupted him to apeak

on canverwou and handed liiui one of Iter tracts.
SIwj ceitam!) wauusd to he ejected by an iuceui>cJ
crowd of Jews for preaching the Gospel and be de
clared a saint by Iter Church and have her salary
continued and raised. 1 say in all such oases put
her, him or thein out of our ho'iscs, schools,
temples, synagogues, hospitals wherever and
whenever they intrude uninvited and protectyour rights as citizens. Put them
out gently flrst, but decidedly and at the secondattempt In a little more convincing manner.
What you may suffer to-day to be done to a Jewish
citizen you, Mr. Protestant citizen, may havetosuffer
yourself to-morrow from a Catholic community, and
you, Mr. Catholic citizen, from a Puritan majority.
The Mortara affair, stamped as barbarous by the
universal judgment of all enlightened Christians,
grew out of the interference of Christiau fanatics
with the most sacred rights of a Jewish father.
These missionaries act upon the same principle as
those fanatics did; they have the same good will,
they only lack as yet the power. It is certainly the
duty of all good citizens through their combined
efforts to at once check that branch of the missionary
business that leads to a personal conflict between
our citizens. Let those missionaries and converslonlstapreach, pray, fast, sing, write, print, publish,
issue pamphlets and tracts, bargain and sell; but let
them be warned against trespassing upoii our inalienablerights as citizens, as husbands and as fathers.
