Btates. Secretary Garmendia takes charge of the
portfolio of Finances In the absence of Minister
Romero. A telegram dated at the capltal on Sunday
1nst states that Minlster Romero goes to Waslington
to be murried.  Apother report is current that he is
destinad to New Yors to arrange the details of a
Boheme to defrand American eltizens who hold large
amounts of Mexican honds whiclh were tuken in pay-
ment for war material furnished Juures dorlug the
war with Maxfmilian,
