His behavior in
prison was uniformly becos , and he bore himself
to the last with great fortitude, submitting hlmself
at the same time with afectionate doouity to the ex-
hortations of his priest and gratefully receiving the
congolations of religion.

man who has malntained Inviolate the dignity,
purity and grandear of the judiclary, and the man
to whom the country must look for safe conduct out
of 1ta present unfortunate diMcultles and embarrass-
ments. These, 1 belleve, are generally the vipwa of
the Southern people, produced by the extraordinary
events through which the country has recently
passed and by the marked career of Mr. Chase,

Since his arrival here he has conversed freely with
leading citizens, among whom wers embraced all
typea of Southern politiclans, and in the expressions
elicited the views given In the HERALD of Wednes-
day were substantially reiterated. He {8 not am-
bitious to bLe President, belleving that he can
the Letter serve the country in the more important
and responsible position of Chief Justice, particular-
Iy when the revolotionized conditlon of the countiry
18 tahen Into consideration, In which its best and
greatest Interests are jeopardized; and he i3 im-
pressed with the convicdlon that moderation and
conservatlsm must eventually triumph over fanati-
clsm and Jacobinism.

When broached as to his opinion of democratic
principles the Chief Justice was reticent, a8 it was
Impossible at this time to divine what position that
party would nationally assnme In view of the present
condition of the entire country and the altered com-

lexion of affairs since the termination of the na-
ional struggle; but as far a4 could be adduced he
was evidently in favor of a policy in contradistine.

tained the position already familiar to your readers,
as avoved by himself. He favored manhood sulfrage
a8 indispensable for the protection of labor. The
weak must be protected as well as the utmn:z. and
the least expenslve mode of protection was by the
ballot. Through the progress of civil rights and po-
Htical equality this could be done far easier and
cheaper than by standing armies, which would other-
wise be required, He believes the Southern people
had yet to learn the real value of iabor, but ex-
pressed a hope that, with an early adjustment of the
present natlonal difflenlties, all these matters would
eventually assume thelr proper course,

Qnestloned upon reconstruction reticence again
marked the conversation of Mr. Chase; that was
@ subject yet to be adjudicated and to give an opin-
