Both of these
papers were executed by the testatrix and given to
two of her friends. The testatrix died, in 18t$5, at
a private madhouse at Flushing, L. I., and her
husband, Enos B. Forman, who had consigned her
to this asylum, applied for letters of administration
en her estate, which was estimated to be worth about
$160,000, contending that she died Intestate, and contestingthe probate of the papers above ailnded to ou
the ground of Mrs. Forman's alleged Insanity a*, the
time she executed them. Mrs. Forman's maiden
name was Sutton, and she ban married Mr. Forman
Id 1m6, alter a courtship extending over a period of
about twenty years. The estate In litigation was left
to her bj her rather at bis decease and subsequent
to her marriage, Enos B. Forman being worth
but a trifling amount of property, and In receipt
of a very small salary. Shortly after her marriage
he executed a will leaving her husband a very large
proportion of her property, but afterwards made a
second will, In which bis share was considerably
diminished. The two papers now offered were executedin 1M2, and in the following year she was removedto the lunatic asylum, being then IndisputablyInsane. Mr. Forman In 1864 obtained these two
papers, and at an interview between himself and his
wife at the asylum she tore them to pieces. The

McOuuiir by stabbing lilin in the altdomen with a
chisel. From the testimony taken by the Coroner it
would appear that the deceased wan the brother of
the prisoner's wife and had been boarding at their
house; that on the day in question he demanded his
trunk, which she refused to give until he had paid
his board. A tierce quarrel ensued between him and
his hister.the deceased being under the influence of
liquor.during the progress of which O'Shea, who is
a carpenter, entered the room. He succeeded in
ejecting McCunitT, who, however, soon returned,
and so enraged that he broke in the door. The
prisoner was successful in putting him out again,
and theu locked the door. While in the act of
putting in the panels of the door McCuniir burst it
aguiu and renewed tbe attack. While tbe scuttle
was going on O'rihea stabbed him with a chisel, inflictinga ratal wound. The deceased, in his antemortemexamination at the hospital, his sister and
other tenants who saw part of the occurrence, all
unite in aillrmliig that O'Shea had a good reputationfor peuceableness, and that if he had gone to
trial the jury would have acquitted hint. Tie, however,preferred to offer the minor plea and leave the
case to the decision of the Recorder.

of solid black walnut, carved In Imitation of antique
panelling, and remind one of the pictures of
libraries or medieval lords. The desk* for president
aud clerk are also of solid walnut, the panels
mado of walnut sectious, with grain somethinglike birds-eye maple aud highly polished.
At the back of the President's chair is a massive and
elaborate wainscot, fully Hftceu feet In height, also
of solid walnut, under the eeutro eap of which is inserteda handsome circular clock.all bearing the
peculiar formation and finish of mediaeval art. The
chairs are solid waluut names, with cushions of
crimson rep. The window curtains are of costly
green rep, with illuminated border fastened uuder
cornices of carved waluut. The chairs in the lobby
arc of solid maple, with cane seats, and made In the
latest style. Ou the wall, at the back of the chamber,
on a massive bracket of carved aud polished walnut,stands a shaft or highly finished Italian
marble, sonic four or five feci in height,
on which is placed a very tine marble
bust of the late Supervisor Purdy. The gas fixtures
consist of two standing triple lights at each
end of Uie president's desk ami clerk's desk, an
elaborate aud massive hanging chandelier in the
centre of the room and stugle brackets In other parts
of the chamber.
