The situation has somewhat changed since my last
letter, 80 far as the increase of pronunciamientos
and the indicatlon which they furnish can go.
‘While they do not threaten the government now in
existence with immediate destruction, yet they
evinee a state of disquiet which promises to ultl-
mately require determined eiforta to harmonize, It
18 evident that the President and his Cablnet appre-
clate the necessities of the hour; but the Congress,
unbappily, contains too little common sense to cal-
culate upon results which threaten the country.
The determination to declare their independence,
even of the opinion of the world, 18 daily becoming
more manifest, and Mexico moves headlong without
considering the necessary issues of certain lines of

Strange Proceeding of nn Oflicer of the United
Stntes Stemmer Gettysburg.

#seheme was reported not long ago, which tended to
economize enormously in the cost of telegraphing hy
the cable, and an agent of the Assoclated Press was
£aid to be offering to receive and transmit the mes-
siges from the merchants at an enormous reduction
on the Cempany’s rates by means of his key. At
firat it appea uite @ temptation to a few of the
amaller firms of this city, to profit by such an im-
portan' scheme of economy; but upon after con-
siderations most of them seem to have compre-
hended that the promised economy might, sooner or
later, cost them very dear.

The last was the
attacking party, The exgagement lasted until half-
past pine, when General Rojas withdrew his troops,
for want of smmunitlon, to the village of Antimano,
six miles from the capltal. e was unmolested in
hig retreat. The loss of the two gldes I8
not exactly known, but must have been very heavy.
Over five hundred wounded were brought to the gov-
ernment hospital In Caracas, comprising most of the
wounded of General Bruzual’s forces, together with
such of General Kojas’ army as was not carried off
by him in his retreat.

On the 11th the Secretary of the Interior, Dr. Wen-
cedlao Urrutia, had an interview with General

Rojas and agranged o truce with him, which had not
expired up to the latest advices, Many conferences
haﬂ taken place hetween representatives of the two
parties on the subject of & pesceful settlement of
duiculties, but no vonclusions had been arrived at,
and on the 21st the contending parties ngpeatanl
further off than ever from agreeing upon bases of
reconciliation. In Carncas people were beginning Lo
belleve that the truce was o trup of Ueneral Bruzual
to gain time, o8 he was daily Iouklnﬁ for re-enforce-
ments from Coro and Maracaybo, which places con-
tained the only troops upon which the government
relied wish full confidence. Should these not soon
arrive General Bruzual will surely be unable to sus-
tain himself i h Py ta. The truce, 1t
was thought, would be terminated on the 22d, and
General Rojas expected to be re-enfopeed on the 24th
by 3,000 men, under the elder Mon who was re-
ported on the 218t at Rio Chico, but three days’
march from Caracas., Then the revolutionists wonld
enter the city unless General Bruzual was al#o re-en-
forced in the meantime,

The revolutionary fires were dally :Erendlnlg and
nearly all the central and eastern portions o Vene-
zueld were held by other authorities than those ac-
knowle allegiance to t Falcon.

ousehold penates to other shores, 48 soon as dis-
oretion, replacing valor, should render it advisable
for him to leave veneznela.

Amidst all these political troubles and intestine
wars wretchedness and disorder had reached their
maximum limits, The government had ceased pay-
ing 1ta creditors, nearly all the legitimate sources of
revenue had ceased furnishing money Lo the treasury,
which was almost dry, the troops were on the polni
of losing all pay, forced loans and arbitrary impress-
ments were of dally ocourrence; the soldiers, half fed
and half naked, were in some instances and
pillaging in others; In a word, Insecurity and misery
everywhere were in the ascendancy. The sombre
pletire held good for both sides, I'he great hopea of

table men, even of the governmend party,
centred upon General Monagas, who might succeed,
11 placed at the head of atfairs, in restoring the reign
of law, with {ls accompanying blessings of peace,
prosperity and tranguillity, But here arise new dif-
culties. Even after the fall of President Falcon's
administration, as fall, it was F-nl'ml)' conceded,
It would, there were no certainties of u stable gov-
ernment following. General Rojus had proclaimed
the revolution his, amd his rival pretensions, as well
as those known to be entertained by Mendozs, might
revent Monagus' accession to the Presidency and
rcome the fertile sources of new strifes.
