The Peruvian-Chilean Boand Case,
Before Judge Nelson.

John @rahani vs. Antonio Millan.—This rather im-
portant and iuteresting case came up before Judge
Nelson on a motion to discharge the defendant from
arrest. It will be remembered that the controversy,
©f which this sult is but one phase, involves the tille
to $5600,000 of Peruvian and Chilean gold bearing
bonils, "which Millan alleges Graham had ob-
tained from him by fraudulent mmsu;tlﬂnnl
some time in April last. Millan Granam
arested and held to bail in the sum of

000, Bipce then Grabam commenced several
relaliutory eults against Millan in  the State
courts, on various allegations of fraud, but In every
instance these have been discharged, itullre Blateh-
ford, in the Uniied States istrict Court, rendered s
decision in one branch of the controversy a few days
gince, in which he disagreed with the varions deci-
slons of the State courts, but Judge Nelson, to whom
an sppeal was taken, rendered his decision virtually
susta.uing 1he declstone of the State courts, reversing

the decision of Judge Blatciford and discharging
Millan fiom arrest,

his tue course aud the lights wlich were on (he
zoute. The deviation was too t to be attributabie
1o accident or the prevalence of a fog which existed
&t the thoe of the disaster., A =kiiful aod aiten-
tive pilot would have discoversd the error before

oceurred, or if the weather was such as mught
have led to ity the vesasels should have come to wn-
chor und an examination made, 8o thal their troe
Pposition could have been ascertammed, The muin
ﬂonnd relled on to exonerate the tug from responsi-

itty is that the coasting pilot who had charge of
the navigation was employed and paid by the own-
ers of the Shooting Star, and hence they were re-
sponsible for the negligence or want of sklll that led
L Lhe digaster, and not the owners of the tug, We

In October, 1868, The Jack Jewett was on fire und
degerted by her crew. The Game Cock sped to her
retief and, as alleged, succeeded In extinguishing
the fire and #aving the hull.  The claimants pleaded
that the Game Cock's services were not required nod
that she was tald &0 : that the fire wae not put out by
the jet of water thrown into the Jewett, bat by the
huil of the vessel, under the action of the tide, roll-
ing over and hecoming full of water, by which the
firc was put out in a jiffy. Judge Blatchford In lis
decision sald that It could not be regarded as & case
of salvage, but rather an application for compens.
Hon for the lbellant's own individual t, and
urdered that §160, without costs, shouid be given w
