UNITED STATES CIRCUIT COURT,

Before Judge Blatchford.

Fhe United States va, Twenty-Ave Thousand Gal-
lons of Distitled Spirtts.—This sult was connenced
Murch 7, 1566, by Information, in the District Court,
to forfelt ceriain property for a violawon of the In-
ternal Revenue laws, and the gquestion before us,
arising on the declsion of the court below, 1s as to
the portion of the proceeds resulting from the con-

demniation that rightrully belongs to the informer.
The amount is large—§oo,040 50, [t 18 admitted that,
According to the law as 1t stood at the time the in-
formation was given and the selzure made, the
Inforiwer was entitled 1o 8 molety, but that before
the final decres of condemnation the law had been
chanuged and e amouyl placed under the reguli-
tlon o1 the Secretary of the Treasury, according to
wihieh the aaount to be allowed would be $5,000,
I the question rested alone on the facts above stated
it wonlid be a very plain one, as we consider 1t tu be
& well settled rufe, aod which has been uniformly
adhered (o in pructice, that the right of the informer
does not atiaeh until after the case has passed iuto
jml;l_:mrul. Tl then the right is lochoate and im-
perfoet,

It uppears, in this case, that a decree of condemna-
on bad been entered by the consent of the clulmant,
March 1o, 1806, which was before the change of the
law, Wil when it gave to the mlormer the molety,
Bul belore the execution of the decree by a sale of
the property, on a motan by the c¢laimant to the
oourt, Lhis decree and @l proceedings thercon were
vaewted unid set aside, and the party allowed to come
in and delend the suit.  In pursuanoee ol this order
he appeared, fled his clain aod answer, aud the
cause wus set down for trial for the May term, but
was 1 December iollowing, postponed till the next
term, when a final decree of condemnuation was ren-
dered and carried into execution. In the meantime
the law providing for the share of the informer had
been changed, as already stated,  We are of opinion
that the history of the proceediogs as above detailed,
wcnmut; arter the first decree, do not vary the
effect to Le given to the final decree In the case. The
power of the court to open the f#irst i8 undoubted,
and lefl the case, In judgment of law, as If no decree
had been entered till the flual one in December,
Whether or not the right of the informer does not
attach irrevocably till the money I8 pald in on the
decree does nol arise, and, therefore, no opinion 18
expressed upon the question. Decree below afilrmed.
